1. CALL TO ORDER: Mayor Allred.

4. DISCLOSURES AND DECLARATIONS OF CONFLICT OF INTEREST: None.
5. VISION IRON COUNTY PRESENTATION - BOB BALOU: Bob Balou introduced himself as the team leader of a focus group called “Vision Iron County”. This volunteer organization is devoted to collecting, tracking, and sharing information related to Parks and Recreation and open space within Iron County communities. The ultimate purpose is to promote long term planning in Arts and Entertainment, tourism, community character, economic development, education, healthcare, infrastructure and land use. They would like communities to be aware of shared resources and opportunities. Balou said they received a grant to conduct open houses (listening sessions) around Iron County. Then they will report back the needs and desires of small communities to the commissioners. He would like to schedule an open house for March or April. 
Councilor Shugart invited Bob Balou to contact Councilor Williams regarding future Parks & Recreation needs and the potential open house.
6. OPEN PUBLIC HEARING ON PROPOSED WATER RATE INCREASE: Mayor Allred opened the Public Hearing. There were no comments from the public. 
7. CLOSE PUBLIC HEARING. Mayor Allred closed the Public Hearing.
8. ORDINANCE No. 02-26-26 - AN ORDINANCE TO MODIFY WATER USAGE FEES: Heidi Loveland said she prepared two versions of the ordinance for the board to consider. Version one spells out 
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the increase in all categories over the next 5 years. Version two doesn’t break the increase down by year. They each say the same thing, which is to increase the base rate by $3 a year in all categories for five years. Councilor Blackburn objected to Version one in case rates need to go up more than $3 in the future due to unexpected expenses. In addition, if the ordinance needs to be changed in the future, there would be less to update with Version two. Heidi Loveland said the ordinance states that the board will review the base rates and tiers every year and can change things as needed to meet budget needs.
Mayor Allred asked for a motion to approve either ordinance Version one or two. Councilor Shugart moved to approve and adopt ordinance Version one, that spells out the water base increase $3 per year for 5 years. Councilor Hirschi seconded the motion. All were in favor. Councilor Blackburn was opposed to using ordinance Version one but approved the passage of the ordinance and the water base rate increase.

The Ordinance passed and will take effect July 1, 2026.
9. CULINARY WATER MASTER PLAN UPDATE BID - CURRENT BUDGET YEAR: Heidi Loveland asked the board which budget year they want to take the $5,200 to the update Culinary Water Master Plan. Councilor Shugart would like to get the update completed ASAP, so he recommended it come out of this year’s budget. Mayor Allred asked for a motion. Councilor Blackburn moved to pull the funds to update the Culinary Water Master Plan from the 2025-2026 budget. Councilor Hirschi seconded the motion. All were in favor.
10. SNOWPLOW ATTACHMENT FOR BACKHOE - $20,000: Mayor Allred recommended purchasing a snowplow attachment for the backhoe with couplers and hydraulics. It will have a pivot that can go right, left or straight. It is $18,000 and they would have the backhoe for about a week for welding. Mayor Allred said he already spoke with Councilor Shugart, John Batty and Frankie and they think it’s a good idea. It will save us from buying a truck. There were no objections or concerns. Heidi Loveland said we can budget it for 2026-2027 in Highways & Streets or take it from Public Safety and General Government this budget year. It was decided to budget it in the 2026-2027 budget year in Highways & Streets. Mayor Allred asked for a motion. Councilor Blackburn moved to approve a snowplow blade for the backhoe and to incorporate it into next year’s budget. Councilor Shugart seconded the motion. All were in favor.
11. KANARRAVILLE TOWN HALL - PROPOSED PURCHASE FROM CHURCH OF JESUS CHRIST OF LATTER-DAY SAINTS: Heidi Loveland said she heard from Rick Horgan with the church regarding the improvements to the Town Board chambers, and the proposed purchase of the Town Hall and town park. Horgan is working on getting final approval for the improvements to the Town Board chambers, then will send us something to sign. However, he doesn’t see a problem with us making the changes. Rick Horgan asked how much of the church property the town was interested in purchasing. Once he knows that, they will get the property appraised. Mayor Allred said he will wait to move forward with the fire station plans until we know more. We need to know if we will have to incorporate the town offices and chambers into the new fire station. Loveland said this is precisely the discussion she had with Horgan. We have 6 years left on the lease, but we need time to budget or make plans for something different. 
Councilor Blackburn recommended buying just the strip with Town Hall to the park. He thinks they would be more inclined to sell this piece rather than the “L”. Mayor Allred said he thinks we should include the “L” and pull back if they say “No”. Councilor Shugart said there are structural questions about this building so maybe we ought to just focus on moving Town Hall to the new fire station and try to secure the park. Maybe they will do a short-term lease in addition to the 6 years we have left. Loveland said she told Horgan we were interested in the “L”.  Mayor Allred said let’s get a bid on that and go from there. Mayor Allred asked for a motion. Councilor Blackburn moved to tell the Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-Day Saints that we would like to purchase the “L” (see attached map). Councilor Shugart seconded the motion. All were in favor.
12. CLOSED MEETING: None.
13. ANNOUNCEMENTS: Councilor Shugart reported that he has been emailing Nate Wiberg with 5 Counties regarding the Transportation Study for Kanarraville. Nate said he spoke with Rich Wilson, the Iron County Engineer, who suggested a meeting with himself and Brett Hamilton as well as town officials about piggy backing onto the Iron County study, so we don’t have to do one ourselves. It will be about $25,000 if we must pay for it. Also, there was some discussion about an on and off ramp in Kanarraville off I-15 which isn’t a bad idea because our roads are being impacted by the growth in the unincorporated county. He would like Mayor Allred and Heidi Loveland to also take part in the meeting. This all goes back to the agreement from 2011 that Kanarraville would do a study. It’s been on the back burner ever since. Councilor Shugart will set up the meeting and let people know when it is.
Heidi Loveland said Frankie and John have been at the Rural Water Association Water Conference all week. Frankie is taking his test tomorrow to become a certified water system operator. She will keep the board posted as to results. 
14. ADJOURN: Mayor Allred asked for a motion to adjourn. Councilor Hirschi moved to adjourn. Councilor Blackburn seconded the motion. All were in favor.
The meeting adjourned at 7:17 pm.
