· Speakers are limited to the “Citizen Comments” section of the agenda.

· Speaker topics must be directly related to the mission of the Board. 

· All speakers must be recognized by the Chair (or presiding officer) before they speak.

· Speakers must first state their full name and address. 

· All remarks should be addressed to members of the Advisory Board. 

· All speakers are limited to 5 minutes.
· Depending on the number of items on the agenda and the number of citizen present, the Board may establish shorter than the five minute time limit.  

· A person who has previously spoken may not speak again unless/until all other persons desiring to speak have been heard and time remains available.

· Normal standards of decorum and courtesy should be observed by all speakers. 
· Personal attacks on Advisory Board members, Salt Lake County staff, or a member of the general pubic are not allowed. 
· Comments made for purposes of making political speeches, including threats of political action, are not allowed.

· As a general rule, the Advisory Board will not engage in discussion or take immediate action on matters raised under citizen comments. 
· The Board reserves the option to ask clarifying questions so they can better understand the speaker’s position.
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
