· Master plan update: Wes and Eric met last week and discussed some expansion and growth within the area. 
· Tribal Easement Acquisition: The foregoing scope of work for easement preparation and acquisition services are broken up into phases; Phase 90 Easement Preparation – existing pipeline lump sum of $51,000, Phase 91 Easement Preparation – new pipeline lump sum of $12,000, Easement Acquisition Services fee of $9000 billed as hourly.

· The Notice of Substantial Completion has been signed by Weldon for the Independence Connector Project. The final acceptance will be signed when the asphalt replacement on 1500 E is complete. The CRDs and application for the operating permit has been sent to DDW. The estimated remaining funds after the cost of asphalt replacement is $178,429.33.
· East System Project: Everything is ready to hand over to the attorney. The soonest appointment with the attorney is April 8th, 2026. They have tried to reach him for a sooner appointment but have not been successful. Wesley Hanberg will try contacting the attorney and see if we can move forward sooner than April 8th, 2026.
· Tank Design for the East System Project has started with their structural team.
