Resolution Adopting an Interlocal Agreement with Cottonwood Heights Community Development and Renewal Agency

	Mr. Patrick Leary, Township Executive, Office of Township Services, stated certain monies were collected by the Redevelopment Agency (RDA) of Salt Lake County in the Cottonwood Heights area when it was unincorporated.  When the city incorporated in 2005, the monies that were collected were not turned over to the city because there was a legal process that needed to be followed.  The County RDA now has about $1.9 million that should go back to Cottonwood Heights City.  There is no legal mechanism for the County to use the money for County purposes.  Adoption of the resolution would start that process so the money can be returned to where it was collected and should be used.

Director Jensen, seconded by Director DeBry, moved to approve the following resolution:

RESOLUTION NO. 87						DATE:  FEBRUARY 3, 2015

A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY OF SALT LAKE COUNTY APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING EXECUTION OF AN INTERLOCAL COOPERATION AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY OF SALT LAKE COUNTY AND THE COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT AND RENEWAL AGENCY OF COTTONWOOD HEIGHTS CITY TO EFFECTUATE A TRANSFER AND ASSIGNMENT OF THE AGENCY’S REAL PROPERTY RIGHTS, INDEBTEDNESS, OBLIGATIONS, TAX INCREMENT, AND OTHER ASSETS AND LIABILITIES RELATED TO THE FORT UNION AND COTTONWOOD CORPORATE CENTER PROJECT AREAS.

RECITALS:

A. Section 11-13-202.5 of the Utah Interlocal Cooperation Act, Utah Code Ann. §§11-13-101 et seq. (the “Cooperation Act”), provides for the adoption of interlocal cooperation agreements, pursuant to a resolution of the governing body of any political entity which is party to such an agreement.

B. The Redevelopment Agency of Salt Lake County (“County Agency”) and the Community Development and Renewal Agency of Cottonwood Heights City (“City Agency”) have both determined, through their governing bodies, that it would be in the best interest of the governmental entities, and the inhabitants thereof, to enter into an interlocal cooperation agreement to effectuate a transfer and assignment of the agency’s real property rights, indebtedness, obligations, tax increment, and other assets and liabilities related to the Fort Union and Cottonwood Corporate Center Project Areas.

C. The County Agency and City Agency have prepared the Interlocal Cooperation Agreement attached hereto as ATTACHMENT A, which is agreeable to the Parties.

RESOLUTION:

	NOW, THEREFORE, the Board of Directors of the Redevelopment Agency of Salt Lake County hereby resolves as follows:

1. That the Interlocal Cooperation Agreement between the Redevelopment Agency of Salt Lake County and the Community Development and Renewal Agency of Cottonwood Heights City is approved, in substantially the form attached, and the Chair of the Board is authorized to execute the same.

2. That the Interlocal Cooperation Agreement shall become effective upon execution by both Parties and upon filing with the keeper of records of each Party as provided by Section 11-13-209 of the Cooperation Act.
