The meeting of the Logan City Historic Preservation Committee convened in regular session on Tuesday, February 18, 2014.  Chairman Wilson called the meeting to order at 12:00 p.m.

Keith Mott, the proponent of the project, was excused from the Committee for this meeting.

Minutes as written and recorded from the January 6, 2014 meeting were reviewed.  Mr. Graham moved that the minutes be approved as submitted.  Mr. Olsen seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously approved.

PUBLIC HEARING

HPC 14-002  Mott Garage & Carport  Certificate of Appropriateness, Keith Mott, authorized agent/owner, requests to enclose the existing carport and add a carport to the back of the existing garage at 123 North 200 West in the Neighborhood Residential-Historic District (NR-6-HD) zone; TIN 06-022-0030.

STAFF:  Ms. Reeder reviewed the Staff Report as written, recommending approval. The proposal is to add a carport onto the back of an existing garage and enclose an existing carport on the property.  The accessory structures sit over 120’ from 200 West and there is limited visibility from the street. The existing garage is 30’ x 20’ and the addition will be 28’ x 17’.  A support column and roof extension will be visible from the front of the garage. The existing carport is 21’ x 21’and will have an overhead door, man-door, windows, and a wooden siding.  The proposed design, materials and colors will match that of the existing home.  Staff finds that the carport addition to the detached garage and enclosure of the existing carport is in substantial conformance with the guidelines of the Historic District Design Standards. The style, color and materials will be similar to, and complement the residence. The proposed project will not compromise the integrity of the property and the surrounding district. 

PROPONENT:  Keith Mott, the owner, advised that he built the garage that is currently there in 1991.  He also explained that he owns the property to the north and will facilitate a boundary line adjustment for the appropriate setbacks to be met.  

PUBLIC:  None

COMMITTEE:  Mr. Lewis and Chairman Wilson asked about the column.  Mr. Mott said he is thinking of using ornate iron.  Chairman Wilson encouraged Mr. Mott to add any appropriate details to enhance the historical character.  

MOTION:  Mr. Graham moved that the Historic Preservation Committee conditionally approve 
HPC 14-002 for a Certificate of Appropriateness with conditions of approval as listed below.  Ms. Hochberg seconded the motion. 

CONDITIONS OF APPROVAL
1. Any representations by the proponent at the Historic Preservation Committee hearing that are approved shall be incorporated into the final action as conditions of approval and recorded on the Certificate of Appropriateness.
2. The design, exterior materials and colors shall match the submitted examples and plans. 
3. The carport addition will be setback a minimum of 5’ from the property line. 
4. The proponent is responsible to ensure that any construction is appropriately permitted and inspected by the Building Safety Division through timely scheduled inspections.
5. Failure to comply with any conditions of approval shall void the permit and require a new Historic Preservation Committee hearing. 

FINDINGS FOR APPROVAL
1. The project complies with all requirements imposed by Title 17 of the Logan Municipal Code.
2. The project is consistent with the objectives and purpose of the General Plan and Title 17 of the Logan Municipal Code by maintaining the historic residential character of the Neighborhood Residential Center Street Historic District zoning classification. 
3. The building is considered an “A” evaluation in the 2011 Reconnaissance Level Survey, and considered significant to the Historic District.  The historic portions of the house are being preserved. 
4. The new construction and materials are compatible with the existing structure typical to residences in the area and of that era.
5. The project substantially complies with standards outlined in the Historic District Design Standards and the Secretary of the Interior’s Standards for Rehabilitation and Reconstruction.
