· City Youth Council Bylaws and Forms

It was suggested that eligible youth residing 	within the 84645 zip code be invited to apply. The proposed age range for 	participation is 14–18, with a maximum of 12 youth members. · City Fee Schedule
	Councilmember Newton noted that certain provisions within the Mona City Code 	do not align with the current fee schedule. She stated that work will be undertaken 	to update the fee schedule and City Code to ensure consistency with the code.

· Pre-authorization Purchase Form
	Councilmember Ingram distributed a draft pre‑authorization purchase form and 	noted the need for an improved system to track purchases. Councilmember 	Newton also distributed a draft purchase policy outlining requirements for future 	purchases and reviewed the proposed procedures. Recorder Hills stated that she 	will prepare a resolution so the updates can be considered for approval at the next 	council meeting and incorporated into the personnel policy.
