The meeting of the Logan City Historic Preservation Committee convened in regular session on Monday, April 7, 2014.  Chairman Wilson called the meeting to order at 12:00 p.m.

Minutes as written and recorded from the February 18, 2014 meeting were reviewed.  Mr. Graham moved that the minutes be approved as submitted.  Ms. Goodwin seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously approved.

PUBLIC HEARING

HPC 14-003 Davis Brothers 19 W. Center Façade  Certificate of Appropriateness.  Davis Bros LC/Jay Davis, authorized owner/agent, request a complete front façade remodel with patchwork and repair to the side and rear facades. The front façade is proposed to be remodeled with a new precast cornice, new tumbled brick veneer, new window frames and precast window arch, new fabric awnings, new precast kick plate and new aluminum storefront system. The proposed remodel will replace the 1960’s modern first floor brick façade design and restore the façade to a design and material pallet that better resembles the original 1893 façade at 19 West Center in the Town Center-Historic District (TC-HD) zone; TIN 06-025-0003.

STAFF:  Mr. Holley reviewed the Staff Report as written, recommending approval. Staff finds (through historical photographs) that the proposed decorative cornice, arched windows and tumbled brick are historically accurate to the original front façade of the building. By removing the 1965 modern brick veneer, the building will better contribute to the historic fabric of West Center Street and downtown as a whole. The retention of the large storefront windows with the addition of a new recessed storefront doorway and large amounts of transparency, the proposed project will increase pedestrian friendliness on the adjacent sidewalk. 

A well-done historic building rehabilitation with high-quality, historically accurate materials will significantly increase property value and expectantly spark additional re-investment on adjacent properties along West Center Street. 

PROPONENT:  Paul Davis explained that the structure, although originally three levels, has been only two levels due to a fire (circa 1920-30’s).   

PUBLIC:  None

COMMITTEE:  Mr. Mott asked about signage.  Mr. Holley advised that there is no sign proposed at this time.  He pointed out some possible locations and styles.  Signage will be approved by Staff.

Ms. Goodwin asked what tenants occupied the building.  Mr. Paul Davis said there are various small businesses.  

Chairman Wilson said it is a nice improvement.

Mr. Graham said he is very pleased with the proposed improvements.  The Committee agreed.

MOTION:  Mr. Graham moved that the Historic Preservation Committee conditionally approve 
HPC 14-003 for a building remodel located at 19 West Center with the conditions of approval as listed below.  Mr. Mott seconded the motion. 

CONDITIONS OF APPROVAL
1. Any representations by the proponent at the Historic Preservation Committee hearing that are approved shall be incorporated into the final action as conditions of approval and recorded on the Certificate of Appropriateness.
2. The Historic Preservation Committee approves the proposed building materials and designs as submitted. 
3. Exterior lighting shall comply with the Land Development Code §17.36.210 and be down-lit concealed source type lighting. 
4. Any new signage requires a separate sign permit to be issued by the Community Development Department. 
5. The proponent is responsible to ensure that any construction is appropriately permitted and inspected by the Building Safety Division through timely scheduled inspections.
6. Failure to comply with any conditions of approval shall void the permit and require a new Historic Preservation Committee hearing. 

FINDINGS FOR APPROVAL
1. The project complies with all requirements imposed by Title 17 of the Logan Municipal Code.
2. The project is consistent with the objectives and purpose of the General Plan and Title 17 of the Logan Municipal Code by helping to maintain the Town Center (TC) zone as the central hub for Logan City and Cache Valley.
3. The building is considered a “B” evaluation in the 2011 Reconnaissance Level Survey, and considered eligible, however, with the 1960’s modern brick being removed and the facade design better resembling the original; it will better contribute to the historic district. 
4. As conditioned, the new construction and materials share the same general features as the majority of the surrounding contributing structures and will therefore be compatible to the entire district. 
5. The project substantially complies with standards outlined in the Historic District Design Standards and the Secretary of the Interior’s Standards for Rehabilitation and Reconstruction.
