Welcome:  Mack opened the meeting at 7:00p.m.  He welcomed and thanked the Board for their service to Emery County.  Mack introduced Carl Jacobsen, who is filling the rest of Laura Rasmussen’s term and welcomed him to the Board.  He also welcomed Commissioner Elect – Keith Brady and had everyone introduce themselves.  Keith is from Green River and runs the Robbers Roost Motel.

Approval of Minutes:  Marie Anderson made motion to accept the May 14, 2014 Minutes as corrected, seconded by Bart Cox, motion carried.

Discussion and Possible Approval of Changes to Zoning Ordinance:  The following amendments to the Zoning Ordinance were discussed – Advertising Signs and Billboards, Cell Towers and Facilities, and Alternative Energy Resources – Solar Systems.  Bill Dellos made motion that we move the legislation on Advertising Signs & Billboards to the Board of Commissioners, seconded by Julie Johansen, motion carried.  Mary Kava made motion that we move the legislation on Cell Towers and Facilities to the Board of Commissioners, seconded by Bart Cox.  Bill Dellos made motion that we move the legislation on Alternative Energy Resources - Solar Systems to the Board of Commissioners, seconded by Mary Kava, motion carried.  
4.   Other Business:  In regards to the Nuclear Power Plant they signed a deal with Westinghouse who is the manufacturer for most of the power plant and are now a partner in the business.  Westinghouse produces the AP1500 which is the unit that will be installed in Green River.  The appeal on the water rights was rejected by the Utah State Supreme Court and remanded back to the Utah Court of Appeals and they are now reviewing the minutes of the trial to make a ruling sometime between now and February.

The refinery project should be annexed into Green River City around the first of the year.  Green River City has a moratorium on providing city services outside of city boundaries so the need for annexation and it will also add to the city’s tax base.
