Commissioner Worwood explained that there are several projects that were discussed in the last Local Building Authority meeting.  However, the budget does not reflect the funds that are needed to do the projects.  This public hearing  is in regards to receiving any comment regarding re-opening the budget of the ECLBA in order to amend the 2026 budget, adding funds to the budget to complete the projects.  The projects that were discussed include:
A Search and Rescue building for the Sheriff’s Department projected cost approximately $60,000.  Ferron Library ADA accessibility and landscaping project at approximately $120,000, assists Ferron City with funds for a weigh station at their new Agriculture Facility approximately $30,000 t0 $50,000.

Clerk/Auditor Brenda Tuttle suggested since the Library System is a taxing entity it would be better if the funds for the Library were transferred from the LBA to the County and then pay for the project through the County.
