Mayor Dale Pollock welcomed everyone. He talked about a letter Henrieville town received about building permits. Dale has been in contact with attorneys and let everyone that there will be no discussion about the letter in this meeting. He let everyone know that if they want to discuss town business, they will need to contact the town clerk and get on the agenda. 
March minutes adopted by: Jenni; Rowdy 2nd; Diane obstinate since she wasn’t there.
Mayor Dale Pollock added water rights discussion to the agenda above planning and zoning. Next month we will discuss impact fee.
April Agenda with changes adopted by: Diane; 2nd Jenni; Cliff and Rowdy ok’d
Open Public Comment
Ann Patterson thanked Diane, Rowdy, and Dale for going to CIB. She offered to pay the extra $2 on widow’s water bills if they can’t afford it. Ann asked if she needs to have a business license for renting out her barn? The town will look into it and get back to her.
Marie Jaggar will be leaving on May 20th and asked Jenni to watch her water meter while she’s gone.
Roman Platt came about building on his property. Dale discussed the property with the town board. Dale will sign the documents, then Theron, Then Wade. He was told to go to planning and zoning and bring a copy of the document so Wade could sign it.
Water Rights
Dale has been in contact with Michael Freeman. He wants to bring him over on May 7th around 3-4pm to do a training. Diane has a procedure so likely won’t make it in person but is available for a phone call. The rest of the town board is open. Rowdy said 4pm is better for him, Cliff said anytime works.  Michael will go over primary and secondary water. Dale has invited Tropic, Cannonville, and Escalante to join. 
Planning and Zoning Committee
Gale asked that the town adds a signature line to the planning and zoning documents to clear up some confusion. She asked if it is just a normal building permit that Roman, Lizzy, and Adam will need when they come in? Dale said yes.
Katie Noyes
Katie came to getting a building permit. Dale proposed to the board signing the building permit with the exception that they will have to pay 00the building permit fee once the town goes over the ordinance and decides on a fee. Rowdy made a motion to approve the building permit with the exception, Diane 2nd, Jenni ok’d. Dale mentioned possibility of changing building permit fee to $75. They will discuss it at a later date.


Fire 
Seth Marler got Home Depot to donate wood and supplies to the fire department so they could put things together to let the kids use on the 4th of July. There will be a live fire department demonstration at the 4th of July celebration. They will show the importance of keeping bedroom doors closed at night. Cliff asked about scheduling a time to burn the pit. Mackenly said yes it would be done within the next two weeks. The fire department is going to take apart the old playhouse at Carlin Johnsons house and burn it for them. Dale stated that Henrieville town will help as much as we can with any training the fire department wants to attend.
Parks and Recreation
Diane won’t be at town board in May. She asked if we will be doing our Memorial Day breakfast? Dale said yes. Dale mentioned possibly having cliff help with the ceremony. Henrieville will celebrate the 250th 4th of July in tropic with everyone instead of doing our own. We will discuss later about possibly doing a back-to-school bash in August and inviting the surrounding communities. 
Water Department  
Dale said that getting the water grant is a huge deal and it will fix everything with our water. The town is planning on making a huge sign to thank the CIB for the grant. Henrieville should receive the grant money on June 4th and then we will move forward. Dale thanked Brett and Jenni for all they do. Jenni asked Brett to explain what the state is making us do? Brett said that everyone has water concerns. No one needs 19,000 gallons a month. There has been concern around if we have enough water to give out more meter. He said that if we have 19,000 a month, we have enough water for more meters. The state says they don’t want towns to have more than 10,000 gallons a month and they want it to cost $75 a month. Henrieville owns 67 gallons of water per minute. The town does not own all of the water. It doesn’t mater how much water we use someone always owns it, whether it’s Henrieville town or Henrieville irrigation. Henrieville irrigation owns 27 gallons per minute. Rowdy talked about how he would rather pay $2 extra per month on his water bill than the town having a huge loan payment for the next 30 years. He said he’s tired of hearing people complain about the small increase when it saved us a big loan payment and if they still have an issue with it to come talk to him at his house. Cliff said in the past we hired someone to turn off water meters when water bills weren’t being paid. Jenni said the goal is to not have to turn the meters off. Brett said that the state allowed Henrieville to give away 20,000 gallons because when the water floods we didn’t have secondary. When we didn’t have the irrigation water the 20,000 would give us extra water for lawns and gardens. Cliff said around 15 years ago a person from the state came and said we weren’t using enough water so the town upped it to 60,000 gallons per month. A little while later the state came back and said we were using to much so the town lowered it to 20,000 gallons per month. Nate thanked the town for the answers and for doing what they’re doing. Dale said the state wants a set rate per gallon of water used. Dale does not want that to happen.
Town Road Department
Rowdy talked to Ann about the road signs. He is going to print of a city map and mark all of the signs that need to be replaced. Once he gives it to her the new signs will be ordered along with a slow sign to go by Gale Moore’s house. Rowdy will look into a yield sign to go by 100 N. He will call about the easement. Dale said we need to get the speed limit signed moved further out of town and changed to 40mph. Rowdy will talk to udot and see if they are willing to donate another flashing speed limit sign for the east side of town. Nate asked the town to look into a sign saying no jake brakes allowed in town.
Community Development  
The dumpsters will be delivered May 11th. They will be dumped 2 times. The town clerk will post signs at the post office letting people know we can help them throw things away if needed. We will also encourage people not to put limbs or branches in the dumpsters. The town is also available to use the bobcat to help throw heavy items away. Zion national park relay will be coming through town on June 12th from 7pm-midnight. The relay will pay people if they volunteer to hand out water. The town will come up with a cleaning fee and let them know that if they want to pay that they are welcome to use our restrooms. There is a new state law saying they need a signed paper to be able to run through towns. The town clerk and mayor will come up with a paper and sign it so they can run through Henrieville. 
Town Finances
The town is receiving tax money again. Jessica presented Marie Jaggar’s time sheet for the time she spent training her as town clerk. She asked for it to be approved to pay Marie $13.50 per hour. Rowdy made a motion to accept the time sheet and pay Marie $13.50 per hour; All ok’d.
