Future 2026 Recreation Bond Overview

Julie provided a detailed explanation of the upcoming 10‑year county recreation bond cycle:
• Based on the Zoo, Arts & Parks (ZAP) funding structure; requires voter approval every ten years. 

• An independent advisory board must convene to review all project proposals for the bond. Representation includes: public, cities, Parks & Rec Advisory Board, and Open Space Board. 

• Projects will likely be large‑scale recreation or regional park improvements, not neighborhood‑level parks. Open space proposals are allowed but not expected to dominate due to other available open‑space funds. 

• Advisory board members may need to meet several times during May–July to review applications on a tight    timeline. Applications planned for release April 20; review period begins in early May.

Board members expressed willingness depending on meeting times. 
Staff will follow up once meeting schedule is known.
