11. Vernon Mortenson – Property owned by school district north of the cemetery Annexing and Rezoning possibilities Vernon showed a power point about his proposal to annex the property he is purchasing into the town and have it zone residential so that he can develop 11 ½ acre plots that will fit into the community nicely. In doing this he is proposing to work out an agreement for the 2.52 acre parcel to go to the town in exchange for extending the water line to the lots (lot buyers would pay for connection), assist with UDOT to get the access approved for SR38, and build a new fence to separate the cemetery. Melanie had questions about we don’t currently have a zoning to fit this so what do we do, Mayor explained we can make any zoning that we feel benefits the town even a new zone. Marlene asked why he wants to annex it instead of leaving it county. Vern stated that the state and county is wanting to keep development within town boundaries that are near and the town would benefit from the tax base. Mayor asked what happens if we say no, Vern states he will still do the same thing but with the county and the town would not benefit financially or gain any of the benefits. Eric states there really isn’t a downside to this for the town if we do it, but if we don’t it will happen anyway and we won’t benefit. Tonight he is requesting that we agree to start the process to make a new zone to work with this plan, requests annexation and start that process, request approval for the development proposed. Wayne states he believes it will be an asset and he believes the town will only benefit from allowing this. Mayor asked for Vern to come back for the May meeting for a final decision. Mayor states he believes this would only benefit the town.
12. Cook Shack – Briana Whiteford Briana is requesting to run the Cookshack again this year for the same rental rate as last year. They would like to open around Memorial  day and run things as they have the past 3 years. They would plan to be open for the 4th of July. They have had a positive impact on the town over the last few years and the word is out that it is a wanted place. They request to keep the current rental rate. Eric states we are thankful for wanting to do it again and complimented them on how well it is received by the people. Eric motions that we renew the contract with Briana Whiteford to run the cookshack again this year. Eric Page motions to  approve that Briana be allowed to rent and run the cookshack this year for the same rate as last year and Melanie Hunsaker seconds the motion. All in favor.

Nathan Spackman  Not in attendance
Eric Page There has been a request to use the field but there are not bases so he would like to purchase bases for that but we need to protect them so we need to come check them out from us. He also wants to get the fence built but feels it would be time consuming so he would love to contract that out to Conner’s Butterbead Welding, he will get a bid on that. He proposes that we don’t worry about mow strips on the old graves at this time because we already have a lot on our plate to work on right now, but we could look at this for the future. Nykki Remley recommends a town service project to do something like this, possibly with an America250 service event to beautify the town. Someone made a complaint to the Mayor about the paint peeling on the playground equipment and suggested that it needs to be repainted, they will look into this.
Melanie Hunsaker They are currently working on the cemetery. Conner is hiring a couple young people to be helpers for the cemetery and park maintenance.
