There could be an issue with the existing water meter.  A Preliminary Subdivision and a Final Subdivision Application were given to him so he could complete the process. He will submit the Preliminary Subdivision Application by the next meeting.
Clint Shepherd came in to talk about amending the property lines at the Old Sugar Beet Place lots (Storm Ridge Ranch). Once that is done, he will need to address the issue with the water meters. He will need to complete a Preliminary Subdivision Application; paperwork was given. Any fees that are required will have to go through the Town Council.
