· DEPARTMENT REPORTS


A. Planning Commission: (Kathleen Black)
1 Application For Water Service: Kathleen Presented The Updated Application To The Council Gary H. Just Asked To Also Add “In Full”. In The #2 Sentence. And It Is Changing From A $5.00 Late Fee To A $10.00 Late Fee After The 15th Of The Month. 
2.  Water Ordinance Updates: Kathleen Also Went Through The Updates In The Water Ordinance. They Have Changed Some Of The Wording. Also That There Is An Additional $50.00 Charge for Turning Water Back On After Hours
     Ordinance And Application Updates: The Council Reviewed Updates To The Water Application And Ordinance. Key Changes Include:
· Changing The Title Of "Superintendent" To "Water Manager" (The Council Member Over Water).
· Increasing The Late Fee From $5 To $10.
· Setting Shut-Off And Reconnection Fees At $50 Each (Previously $25).
· Implementing An Additional $50 Fee For After-Hours Reconnections.
      Certification Discussion: The Council Debated Whether The "Water Manager" (Council Member) Should Be Required To Hold Formal Water Operator Certification. While Gary Hart Is Currently Certified, The Council Will Research How Other Small Towns Handle Administrative Vs. Operational Certifications Before Finalizing This Portion Of The Ordinance.
3 P&Z Meeting Summary 3-11-2026 Kathleen Went Through The Planning Commission Meeting Notes . It Was Also Brought Up That The Council Would Like The Planning Commission To Assign One Of Their Members To Take Their Own Notes Now. Now That They Will Have 7 Members.
4 Mumford’s C.U.P. Kathleen Said The Planning Commission Went Through Mumford CUP Request For An Air BNB At 30 Day Max And Couldn’t See Anything Preventing Them From Being Given One. The Council Did Notice There Was No Time Frame Period To The CUP So Kathleen Was Going To Add That. . The Council Decided To Postpone The Final Vote Until Next Month To Add A One-Year Term Limit To The Permit For Annual Review.
5 WUI Ordinance Kathleen Went Through The Ordinance And Adopting It Also Felt The Best Place To Put It Was In Chapter 8. The Mayor Agreed.
6. Commission Appointments: They Have Also Come Up With Two New Members For The Commission They Are, Kayla Ballow, And Shawn Meiks. The Council Will Vote On Them Later In The Council Meeting. It Was Also Brought Up That They Need To Come Up With A Vice-Chair Too. 
 7. Deadline For Citizen’s Requests: Kathleen Also Asked About Having A Deadline On Things Put On Their Agenda. Mayor Suggested That We Don’t Want To Turn People Away. But You Could Tell Them You Need More Time To Research Some Of What Their Asking About If Needed. That We Don’t Want To Discourage Them From Coming In.
8. Administrative Support: There Was A Discussion Regarding Appointing A Secretary For The Planning Commission To Handle Minutes And Recording To Alleviate The Workload On The Chair.



B. Maintenance: (Gary Kretschmann) 
Culvert Maintenance: Mayor Bastian Requested That Gary Kretschmann Create A GIS Map And Spreadsheet Of All Town Culverts To Establish A Quarterly Inspection And Cleaning Rotation To Prevent Flooding. And To Put All The Town Culverts On A Rotating Schedule To Check And Keep Cleaned Out.


C. Public Safety & Community Relations (Fire Dept): (Kayla Tanner & Corey Bastian)
 1. Hope To Meet With Kayla And Corey Bastian Next Month When Kayla Is Back

D. Parks & Cemeteries: (Michele Visarraga)
1. Michele Said She Needed More Info In Order To Get Sprinkler Bids, The Mayor Said They Need To Have Sprinklers To Cover All The Grass Including The Baseball Field , But Not In The Way. She Will Send Out Info This Week For Bids.
E. Roads: (Audie Ekker)
1. Road Maintenance: The Council Discussed Chip Sealing Vs. Crack Sealing For Center Street, Main Street, And Canal Road. A Final Decision Was Tabled Pending The Outcome Of A TAP Grant Application.
2. Speeding Concerns: Residents Expressed Significant Concern Regarding Speeding On The Road Past The Old Gypsum Plant, With Vehicles Allegedly Traveling 60–70 MPH In 30 MPH Zones. The Council Discussed Potentially Installing Flashing Solar Speed Signs.
