*Reviewed 2/10/26 – 3/10/26 monthly budget.

*Senior Center Program donation - $6,980 requested. Have paid ½ in the past. Didn’t get billed for last year, so going with the full amount. 
*Water payment poll – In the process of collecting responses. Will have them all for next meeting. 

Josh Staheli – Culinary Water
*Past due water bills – Time frame to shut off? Past due late fee amount? Fielding/Garland impose a 5% late fee. At 2 months past due, stamp the bill late. At 3 months, give 48 hours notice of shut off.  $50 turn on fee instead of 5%. 

Diana Udy – Planning & Zoning
*Sending animal ordinances to attorney to write them up and get voted on. May be 2 months. 

Wendi Barker – Mayor
*4450 W. easement road – Was sent video of rain washing out the road. Josh talked to Braeggers. Told them how they can solve the issue. He does not agree that the town should take it over. Would have to pay an engineer to survey. All other properties around the road are County, so we will not be dealing with other homes. Too much cost for the city to take care of it. Unanimous vote to not take it on. 
*Town clean up is May 13th-16th. 
*Had a question via email about the lights going in the subdivision. Told them it was part of the subdivision plans and if they had concerns to come to the town meeting. 

Jarrie Buxton - Parks
Bought the candy for the Easter hunt. Will get them filled soon. Hunts are April 3rd and 4th. 

Brent Berry - Roads
*Turned the blue tractor in that we were leasing. Buttars has a 10hp tractor for $37,500 and will give us $14,000 for the old one. 7ft mower for it would be $4,300. Roads, parks, and rodeo would use it. Pull from all budgets? What percentage? Brent will talk with Jess and Burke to figure out how much will be used by each dept. All on council voted to get the new tractor.
