1.    Minutes of March 11, 2026 – The minutes from the meeting of March 11, 2026

2.    PTSO Report – Milena Mitre reported that the PTSO didn’t have much to report.
       They are still working on the Graduation Party.  They have received $800 in 
       donations so far and would like to reach out to parents to see if they can donate 

       cash or items for prize baskets.  Don Saxon let the PTSO know that if they needed

       help with the funding to reach out to the AMES Foundation.

3.    School Land Trust – Brett Wilson presents the School Land Trust plan for the 
       2026-2027 school year.  There are 7 goals in the academic areas of Mathematics,

       Science, Language Arts, CTE, Fine Arts and College and Career Readiness with a

       total of $87,848.00 estimated expenditures.

4.    Health Assurances – Brett Wilson presented the results of his research for the 2025-

       2026 Health Assurance concern.  This year he researched Pornography Data.  He 

       found no behavioral incidences this year.  The concerns came on the AMES website.

       Over 60,000 sites were blocked in one day from legitimate sites, most of these are 

       pop up ads.  Our school firewall catches what needs to be caught.  The Health 
       Assurances have been completed and reported on Qualtrex.
5.    Consultant for Principal/CEO Hiring Committee – Brett Wilson checked with the
       Utah Association of Public Charter Schools, they have contacts that can be shared 

       with the AMES Board.  The Board is hoping to find a consultant to head up the 

       Search Committee for a new principal when Brett Wilson retires.  Jose Crespo will

       contact UAPCS to get their contact list, the AMES Board may have a summer retreat

       to come up with a timeline and find a consultant.  The Board may also contact USBE
       and Utah School Boards Association to help find a consultant.

6.    Principal/CEO & Business Administrator Evaluation Tool – Jose Crespo edited 
       and condensed the Evaluation Tool that the AMES Board has been reviewing.  The

       Board felt the tool was now more manageable.   They would like the principal to 

       come up with goals at the beginning of the school year and gather evidence through

       the year to be presented in the Spring.

       The AMES Board will keep reviewing the tool to see if changes are necessary.  The 

       Evaluation tool will be approved at the May Board meeting and added to the Board

       By-laws after approval.
7.    Dental Clinic – Parents have been interested in having a Dental Clinic at AMES.  
       We have learned that AMES students will have access to a Dental Clinic at

       Cottonwood High School through their Teen Resource Center.
8.    Grad in Danger List – There are a number of students that haven’t followed a plan
       that was in place to help them make up credits.  There could be between 3 and 13 
       students who won’t graduate with their class.  There is one IEP student who will

       repeat their senior year, per the IEP team decision.  Some of the students are making 
       progress in other areas, senior progress will be reported at the May Board meeting.

       in spending and funding.  We have received extra funding for IDEA that can help
       pay for a Special Education salary (we have 3 years to spend the funds).  We are
       75% through the year and have spent 75% of the budget.
