WALES TOWN 
PLANNING & ZONING COMMITTEE MEETING
20 JANUARY 2015
HELD IN THE WALES TOWN HALL
Meeting commenced at 7:00 PM
ROLL CALL:  Committee Chairman Lee Fox, committee members Delos Bowers, Ron Flitton and John Taylor; Town Clerk Velva Lee Sherman.

Residents in attendance:  Norm & Roseanne Nielsen, Darrell Stauffer, Jeff Lamb
PETITIONS/COMMUNICATIONS:  
· Darrell Stauffer, concerning annexation of land
Mr. Stauffer, who has property adjoining Wales Town on the north, including .2 of an acre within town limits, again requested that the Planning & Zoning Committee consider his request to have his property annexed. He desires to acquire a water connection and build a house there.



· Jeff Lamb, concerning family owned property in town

Mr. Lamb requested information about what he has to do to be able to sell lots on two different properties in Wales. The properties are owned by an LLC consisting of his brother and sister (who want the land sold) and himself. 

The first property is 1.3 acres located at 200 West 100 North. It has a house, as well as a barn and corrals. He wishes to sell the house but retain ownership of the barn and corrals. Chairman Fox informed him that he would have to provide a plot plan to the committee, showing how the property will be divided and proving that the house would have 100' of frontage on the street. He also told Mr. Lamb that the committee would verify dimensions on the plot plan when received and that a land survey would be required when he is ready to subdivide and sell.
The second property is 2.11 acres, unimproved, located on 100 South, between 100 and 200 East. Mr. Lamb was told by the committee that he could sell three (3) lots there without subdividing, requiring only a title change(s).
· Norm & Roseanne Nielsen, concerning outbuilding at 100 N  100 E

Mr. Nielsen asked to make a statement before discussion commenced. He asserted that he and his wife love Wales but that they were somewhat embarrassed at having become a topic of discussion in the town. He informed the committee that they had believed the information given to them by the builder they had used and did not realize that the location of their outbuilding was in conflict with town ordinances. 

There was a good deal of discussion, and many questions asked, by both the Nielsen's and committee members. The building is to be occasionally occupied for short periods of time, mostly for sleeping. Chairman Fox read the ordinance that requires structures to be located no less than 6' from an existing building. This shed is approximately 3' from the house. Ron Flitton suggested that the building be approved as is, but Chairman Fox maintained that they could not change the code and that it should be followed. Mr. & Mrs. Nielsen said they are willing to move the building, but it will require a large expense for them because of the foundation and skirting already constructed, and the fact that they will have to hire it done. 
Chairman Fox made the motion to require adherence to the town ordinance and have the Nielsen's move the building to make it conform to Zone Standards, Section 12-7-2.10-B-1-c-i (Accessory Structure (Occupied), p 6 (see attached). John Taylor seconded the motion and the vote was unanimous in the affirmative. 
Mr. Nielsen then asked what the time frame would be for compliance. The committee did not set a date but allowed that he could wait until spring and more favorable weather.

MINUTES:  Minutes of the Planning & Zoning Committee meeting, held Tuesday, 16 December 2014, were read by the town clerk. Delos Bowers made the motion to approve the minutes, seconded by John Taylor, followed by a unanimous vote in favor. 
BUSINESS:  
A short discussion ensued concerning the master plan, with the comment by John Taylor that the existing plan is very close to what we need at present, as indicated by the recent town survey. There was a general consensus that little change is required. Ron Flitton pointed out that an annexation policy will have to be worked out, receiving agreement from the rest of the committee. It was decided to close the meeting and Chairman Fox asked committee members to study the paperwork and they would try, in the next meeting, to finalize about half the master plan.
The motion to adjourn was made by John Taylor, seconded by Ron Flitton, with a unanimous vote in favor.
