ORDINANCE NO. 2026-07
AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING MITIGATION RATES AND A BILLING PROGRAM FOR EMERGENCY AND NON-EMERGENCY SERVICES PROVIDED BY THE MT. PLEASANT CITY FIRE DEPARTMENT
WHEREAS the demand for emergency and non-emergency fire department services continues to increase each year; and
WHEREAS, federal, state, and environmental regulations require increased training, equipment, and operational readiness; and
WHEREAS, maintaining a high level of fire and emergency response services reduces overall costs to the community; and
WHEREAS, the City Council finds that funding such services solely through property taxes is not equitable; and
WHEREAS, the City desires to establish a fair and lawful method to recover costs associated with fire department responses;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of Mt. Pleasant City, Utah, as follows:

SECTION 1. ESTABLISHMENT OF MITIGATION RATES
A. The Fire Department is authorized to establish mitigation rates for emergency and non-emergency services.
B. Rates shall be based on actual costs and usual, customary, and reasonable standards.
C. Charges may include personnel, apparatus, equipment, and supplies.
D. Rates shall be maintained as Exhibit A.
SECTION 2. BILLING AND COST RECOVERY
A. Claims may be submitted to insurance carriers.
B. Responsible parties may be billed directly if no insurance applies.
C. Billing may be handled by the City or a third-party provider.
D. Funds collected shall offset service costs.
SECTION 3. RULES AND ADMINISTRATION
A. The City may establish procedures for billing and collections.
B. Procedures may include documentation and rate adjustments.
C. Rates may be updated as needed.
SECTION 4. NO ADDITIONAL TAXATION INTENDED
This ordinance is not a tax but a cost recovery mechanism.
SECTION 5. SEVERABILITY
If any provision is invalid, the remainder shall remain in effect.
SECTION 6. EFFECTIVE DATE
This ordinance shall take effect thirty (30) days after adoption.
