Agenda Item #1 - Approval of December 17, 2014 City Council minutes
MARK JUSTICE MOVED TO APPROVE THE DECEMBER 17, 2014 CITY COUNCIL MINUTES; LANEEA COWLEY SECONDED THE MOTION WHICH THE COUNCIL ALL APPROVED. 

Agenda Item #2- Business License
Gary:  Business License for Kelli’s T-Shirt Shoppe
JULIE JONES MOVED TO APPROVE THE BUSINESS LICENSE FOR KELLI’S T-SHIRT SHOPPE; LANEEA COWLEY SECONDED THE MOTION WHICH THE COUNCIL ALL APPROVED. 
Gary:  Business License for Justin’s Resealing
MARK JUSTICE MOVED TO APPROVE THE BUSINESS LICENSE FOR JUSTIN’S RESEALING; JULIE JONES SECONDED THE MOTION WHICH THE COUNCIL ALL APPROVED.

Agenda Item #3 - Jaws of Life for Fire Dept. 
Jerry:  We had a meeting up at the Fire Station and the company LN Curtis and Sons came and demonstrated the Jaws of Life.  We think the City should have them.  Huntington is the only City or Town in Emery County that does not have them.  It is hindering our ability to get grants because we lose credibility because we don’t have them.  There are two types; there is one that you have to have a compressor and one that is battery.  We are interested in the battery type.  We got the quote from LN Curtis for the spreader and the cutter.  The batteries are guaranteed and they are high quality and they last for months.  This quote comes with two new EXL batteries and two standard batteries and two 110 volt desk top chargers.  They have some demos that are quite a bit cheaper, we could get one for $16,879.00 the new is close to $23,000.00.  I know that’s quite a bit but we could take the money out of the Capital Projects fund.  Jim Gordon:  I had concerns and questions so I called and found out from Jeff Gates.  The equipment is less than a year old, it does have some use on it but they take it and check everything in it.  The ten year warranty is the same on used as it is on new and we get new batteries with the used.  We worked on a van with a battery type and it cut right through with no problem.  Newer cars are made with newer stronger metal and the older Jaws are not cutting it.  These that we are looking at will cut the new higher end steel.  
MARK JUSTICE MOVED TO PURCHASE THE JAWS OF LIFE; GLORIA WILSON SECONDED THE MOTION WHICH THE COUNCIL ALL APPROVED.

Agenda Item #4 - Discussion and possible approval to purchase 70 water shares
Hilary:  We have some water shares that have been offered to the City for purchase.  I know the City has a lot of water shares    Ronni:  I told the seller that the top price is $600.00 but that I would take it to the Council.  I also told her she could put it on the window and try to sell it for $700.00.  Mark:  When I was on City Council several years ago it seems like we had a water purchase budget.  There were many years where we did buy water.  I think we could take it out of the Utility fund.  We charge $600.00 for a water connection so it would kind of off set that.  Jerry:  We were also told at that meeting that we should build up the utility fund rather than deplete it.  Is that correct?  Hilary:  That’s it Jerry but it’s all perspective, Mark is correct there is a lot of water shares in Huntington City because of prior Mayors and Council we have a very good supply.   Mark is correct in that water shares never lose their value.  We are open to discussion on this.  Mark:  One other way of looking at that as far as looking at the balance sheet.  You would take $42,000.00 out of utility fund and add $42,000.00 of water shares to your assets.  The great thing about water shares is that they are almost as good as cash.  Mark:  I move that we purchase the shares at that value.  Jerry:  Are you aware that Huntington City is the largest owner of shares.  Hilary:  It has served us well.

Agenda Item #5 - Local Officials Day at the Legislature/Laneea
Laneea:  The Youth City Council has been invited to attend the Local Officials Day at the Legislature.  I am able to only take six of my Youth City Council, they have been contacted.  We go to the capital and meet their legislatures. They will do a mock community meeting, create a pretend City, learn how to do laws and learn about government.  I did offer this as a scholarship to them because of the cost. 

Agenda Item #6 - Honor Cathy Cowley and Warren Oviatt
Pete:  I’m happy to be able to honor Warren Oviatt.  Warren has met 65 years in age and well over 37 years of service.  We found that workers Compensation does not allow him to be on our Fire Department.  
Hilary:  We also have recognition for Cathy Cowley.  She is no longer going to be on planning and zoning and we want to thank her for her years of service as the Chair Person.  
  
Agenda Item #7 - Approval of new Planning & Zoning commission
Hilary:  Cathy Cowley stepped down and also Mark Reynolds.  I have asked Lesa Miller and Becki Jorgensen to fill these positions and they have accepted.
JERRY LIVINGSTON MOVED TO APPROVE LESA MILLER AND BECKI JORGENSEN; JULIE JONES SECONDED THE MOTION WHICH THE COUNCIL ALL APPROVED.

Agenda Item #8- Discussion of possible change of stop sign placement
Hilary:  We had a concerned citizen complain about a stop sign on 200 West.  We have had accidents there and with the blockage of the fence from the trailer court we decided to put a stop sign there.  The citizen complaint said that it was not legal to have the sign there.  Several years ago we had lots of stop signs in Huntington so I invited UDOT to do a survey and they found that we did not need all of the stop signs.  They also said should it be the case that we decided as a community that we need a sign in a particular area, that we could make that decision.  Mark:  Mark reported the streets that currently have stop signs.  The citizen brought the situation that we have on 300 West and 200 North and 200 West and 200 North that have a stop sign on the South side of the intersection and a yield sign on the North side of the intersection.  Every other intersection on the West side of town has yield signs on both sides of the intersection.  There are four different areas in the community that have signage a little different than the normal pattern all over the rest of town.  I am opening this up for discussion I wouldn’t anticipate making any changes tonight.  Ronni will make a map of stop signs for all council.
I was hoping that at our next meeting we can put this on our agenda.  We want to maximize safety.  Gloria:  Why would there be a stop on one side and a yield on the other side?  Gary:  If you are going North between 1st and 2nd North, the cars coming east can’t see; where as the cars on the other side of the street that has a Stop can see.  Even though the fence is there you can see because it is down and you can see further.  Jerry:  I was responsible for that stop sign.  There was a guy that died from an accident on that intersection and before I was on City Council my wife Thelma was in an accident there.  Gary:  If you look at the rules on Stop Signs put out by the Federal Highway Administration, the two intersections that qualify for stop signs are that one because of rule 2 which is a restricted view and there were three accidents in a year and it was from going East and going North.  The other one is on 4th West and 4th North because it doesn’t flow straight. 

Agenda Item #9 - Discussion to change footage per driveway access for new curb & gutter
Mark:  Item number 5 in your folder there is a Road Development Chapter 6; this was passed in June 2013.  At the time we passed this and we’re talking about the approaches 7-6-2.  We were trying to reconcile what we wanted to happen in Huntington with the service District coming in and putting in curb and gutter.  We were trying to create something that was fair and consistent for citizens so that they would know how much of an approach they had and if they wanted more than that they had to pay for it.  At the time we came up with 70 feet and we had curb and gutter this last summer and the issue arose again.  We were going in front of Judie Mangums subdivision and there are four lots there and there is nothing on those lots.  The Service District looked at that and said why should we spend extra money to put approaches in when there is no one there.  Our ordinance says the property owner has a right to 20 feet of frontage. What that means in my mind is that if somebody does put a house there, we would be liable for the expense of putting an approach in because we have an ordinance that says that.  If that’s what you want then we keep this ordinance if that’s not what you want then we ought to consider changing it.  One recommendation for your consideration tonight is that the 70 feet is too small.  I would suggest that we change the 70 feet to 100 feet.  What that would mean is for every 100 foot of frontage they would be entitled to 20 feet of access.  Gary:  It’s 70 feet or portion thereof so if you’re talking 100 feet or 110 feet, it’s thereof.  A lot of the 100 foot lots, you really don’t have room for more than a 20 foot driveway.  Hilary:  We can make the new Ordinance on that and get it approved next time.  

Agenda Item #10 - Huntington PTA Donation
Hilary:  This is an item that is on our donation list.  It is a state requirement that Huntington City make a list of donations.  The list has to be published in the newspaper and it has to be available to the public.
JERRY LIVINGSTON MOVED TO APPROVE THE DONATION; GLORIA WILSON SECONDED THE MOTION WHICH THE COUNCIL ALL APPROVED

Agenda Item #11 - Garth Johnson/Score board at Elementary School
Garth Johnson:  I have been trying to get a score board since late 2013, I am asking for donations.  Our building is used a great deal from December through February.  The score board is from $4500.00 to $6000.00 and I am asking for any amount of donation.  Gloria:  Has the School District or Rec. Board donated to this?  Garth:  I have not asked the School District, the Rec. Board has donated $550.00.  Jerry:  Doesn’t the School Board budget for things like this?  Garth:  I don’t think they donate for Elementary Schools.  Mark:  From personal experience I know that the Huntington Elementary School is the most willing to let the community use their building.  It is a great asset to have someone like Mr. Johnson to work with.  Julie:  I wonder if we could put it on Parks and Rec.  Hilary:  You’re not on the list so I don’t know if the council wants to discuss this.  Jerry:  I think we should wait a Month or so and discuss it and see where we can get this money.  Mark:  How do we get him on the list?  Hilary:  In talking to David Church, because it’s not a huge amount we can add him on the list for $150.00.  Mark:  If we can put the $150.00 on the list for this year and then run a fiscal year in July so we can put you on our list for next year and see if we can come up with more money.
MARK JUSTICE MOVED TO APPROVE THE $150.00 DONATION FOR THE SCORE BOARD; JULIE JONES SECONDED THE MOTION WHICH THE COUNCIL ALL APPROVED

Agenda Item #12 - Cemetery fee for weekend or holiday 
Hilary:  We had a discussion about the amount it was costing to fund the opening and closing of graves on weekends and Holidays.
Jerry:  The week day burial fee is $200.00 and on a Weekend or Holiday it is $125.00 extra.  We started looking at the numbers and found that when we pay the wages plus benefits for two employees to work on a weekend or Holiday it is costing the City $343.27 and we are going in the whole.  We were talking about increasing the rates.  We don’t want to make money but we want to recoup the money.  The other Cities in Emery County we have checked with charge more than we do.  Hilary:  Council do you want to go $200.00 or $250.00 that wouldn’t put us over the top but it would help.  
GLORIA WILSON MOVED TO APPROVE THE OPENING AND CLOSING FOR WEEKEND AND HOLIDAYS TO THE INCREASED AMOUNT OF $225.00; MARK JUSTICE SECONDED THE MOTION WHICH THE COUNCIL ALL APPROVED.

Agenda Item #13 - Discussion of Auditors recommendation for Water and Sewer rates
Hilary:  A week ago we had our annual meeting with Doug the auditor so that we can be advised of any changes and also it keeps us aware of what’s going on in our budget of where we are and where we were last year.  His comments were that this year everything looked very well.  He did have a couple of comments and one is that he thought our water prices should go up a little.  The amount that we have will not compensate for a big problem.  We told him that we have a 2% increase annually and he thought we should look at that.  Mark:  In a few short years we have gone from a deficit to having a small surplus.  I think we are in a good spot; we made really good progress in our utility budget.  I think we ought to leave the rates the way they are and give the citizens the benefit of that.  Maybe one way to approach this is to change the 2% increase to 3% and make that effective next January.  Then it would protect you and give us the money we need to be stable but at the same time not put a great burden on the citizens.  Ronni:  Letters have to go out to all residents when we make a change in utilities.  Jerry:  I agree with Mark, it’s better to do 3% than one big increase.  
MARK JUSTICE MOVED TO APPROVE DOING WHAT WE NEED TO DO TO PREPARE FOR THE INCREASE AND GET IT APPROVED IN MARCH; JULIE JONES SECONDED THE MOTION WHICH THE COUNCIL ALL APPROVED.

Agenda Item #14 - Bids for metal dumpster at dumpster site
Hilary:  The metal that is put into the roll off metal dumpster seems to disappear.  Ronni:  We contacted Basin and we probably get $250.00 to $270.00 every other month on that.  When we had Dan out there we got over $1000.00 the first few months.  Then people found out that we had a metal dumpster and people were taking it.  Some people that worked at Basin struck out on their own and they came in and told us that Basin Industry was closing and they were going to take over our contract.  I contacted Tammy from Ferron and she said that she had called Basin and they were not closing their doors.  They came back and said they wanted to supply a metal Dumpster and I told them that I needed a written bid from them and Basin.  They finally showed up and gave us a bid so I got a hold of Basin and found out that they can only offer 45% of what the scrap metal rate is going for.  In your packets you have the bid from Basin Industries and then you have this other bid from JB recycling.  At the time they said they would give us $120.00 a ton which is impossible unless they are going in the hole.  I think we would be advantages in staying with Basin.  If no one is using JB Recycling then how are they going to pay us?  Hilary:  The guys are doing a good job out at the dump but they can’t police the dumpster.  
JERRY LIVINGSTON MOVED THAT WE STAY WITH BASIN; GLORIA WILSON SECONDED THE MOTION WHICH THE COUNCIL ALL APPROVED.


Agenda Item #15- Public Hearing/Reopen and adjust FY 2015 Budget
JULIE JONES MOVED TO OPEN A PUBLIC HEARING TO REOPEN AND ADJUST THE FY 2015 BUDGET; LANEEA COWLEY SECONDED WHICH THE COUNCIL ALL APPROVED. 
Ronni:  We have had an increase in revenue and now we have to increase expenditures because now we have to balance to zero.  The General fund will increase from $691,903.00 to $765,700.00.  The increase in revenue is based on that our sales tax has gone up.  The State Grant has to go into State Grant revenue, last year I had put it back into street Capital and I can’t do that.  It has to come in as a State Grant, so the $28,000.00 that we got from UDOT for the lights and the sidewalk had to go into the State so that increases our revenue.  We are going to increase the General Government from $225,990.00 to $236,230.00.  The Public Safety will increase from $92,450.00 to $95,974.00, Highways and Public Improvements will increase from $107,300.00 to $146,303.00, Parks and Recs. will increase from $175,070.00 to $194,100.00 so the total increase in expenditures and in revenue is $73,797.00.  On the Municipal Building Authority we are increasing the budget from $809,493.00 to $822,493.00, the Capital Projects Fund has an increase of revenue of $20,000.00 from UDOT but we are going to spend $19,000.00 on the Jaws of Life.  The total is going to increase from $206,761.000 to $226,761.00.  I will get a new resolution for you to sign.  The Utility Fund I had no increases but now we are going to increase expenses by $42,000.00 to purchase the water shares.  
MARK JUSTICE MOVE TO GO OUT OF PUBLIC HEARING; JULIE JONES SECONDED WHICH THE COUNCIL ALL APPROVED.
MARK JUSTICE  MOVED TO APPROVE THE BUDGET ADJUSTMENT AND THE UTILITY FUND; JULIE JONES SECONDED THE MOTION WHICH THE COUNCIL ALL APPROVED.

Agenda Item #16 - Public Comments
Hilary:  It’s nice to see the Fire department here and I’m excited to see you get the Jaws of Life.  

Agenda Item #17- Mayor’s Report
Hilary:  We have the light project on Main Street from UDOT.  I appreciate the Crossing Guards and they have commented on how polite the UDOT workers have been.    We had a concerned citizen that Mark and I are working with. We had some concerns about us leaving the flashing lights on, I felt like it was necessary because of the workers being in the road and it encouraged the trucks to slow down.  We have an upcoming meeting with Deb Dahl and they want us to go to the Power Plant and meet with their head people and they want to take us through the power plant and show us more on the trucks that are coming through.  We haven’t reached critical mass yet.  I appreciate the Council coming for the Auditors meeting.  

Agenda Item #18 - Council’s Departmental Reports
Julie:  The Swell is on the front cover of Outdoor Utah Adventure Guide for 2015.  Economic Committee for the County is doing some business incentives for the growth of Emery County.  June 6th will be the first time the leagues will be able to play on the complex.   They are waiting for Huntington City water to turn on and then they will lay sod.  The complex had some money left over so they are going to do a parking lot and a trail entrance on the East end of the Complex.  DWS is working on workshops and training for those who are laid off and still want to stay in the area.  Laneea:  The Youth City Council will be attending the Legislature Day at the Capital.  Anyone who would like to help with the Valentines Carnival for the PTA on February 13th, contact Patsy Stoddard.  We need to do a Face Book consent picture form for when we post pictures.  I will bring a proposal to Youth City Council to see if they can donate to the Score Board for the Elementary School.  Gloria:  I went to a LAPC meeting today at the High School.  It was very informative, Lt. Kernel Greg Grossman goes around and speaks to different law enforcement groups and trains FBI, and he talked to us about terrorism.  We have CERT on January 27th at 6:00.  Jerry:  I also want to thank the Fire Department.  We have had some incidences at the Cemetery someone ran over an old pioneer head stone.  I was thinking maybe we could put up some delineators where they turn.  Mark:  As you know we have an ordinance in Huntington that prohibits trailers from being parked on the City streets for more than three business days.  Three months ago I counted 22 trailers that were in violation and two weeks ago Gary and I counted eleven and today there were twelve. Four or five of the trailers were flat bed trailers or small trailers, we are making progress.  Dean Grange owns the old service station on the corner where we are putting the lights.  They are taking out the old curb and gutter and put in new curb and gutter and Dean is concerned about the slope to keep the water away from his property.  I was thinking that we could get the Fire Department to run some water down the curb to test it to see if we have a potential problem that we could fix before it becomes a problem. 

Agenda Item #19 - Gary Arrington, Zoning Administrator
Gary:  Looking at how UDOT has painted 1st North with turn lanes we need to look at changing the angle parking at the Elementary School, probably 1/4th to 1/3rd of the block from Main Street we need to change it back to parallel parking.  We do have several people looking at building houses in the spring.  The dollar store building should go up in three weeks; I think it will be open by the end of March that would be my guess.

Agenda Item #20 - City Claims and Review of Financials 
Ronni:  Everyone has the City Claims, does anyone have any questions?  Julie:  Can I get a break down of Parks and Rec.? Ronni:  Yes, if anyone wants a break down I can print them out.  I talked to Doug, we got $50,000.00 of Eccles money and originally we thought we were going to use it for the trail.  There is only $27,000.00 left on the trail that we figure.  I have already submitted the trail for reimbursement from CIB from our Recreation Fund up there. Doug says you don’t want to double even though you are fixing things around and so the playground at the Rodeo Grounds will be the Eccles money.  So the $50,000.00 from Eccles and the $7000.00 left over will come from CIB.  Hilary:  I was at Special Service the other day and they feel like the mood at CIB has changed and they are being a little more generous.  Ronni:  Right now we have $40,000.00 left from CIB and there are still a few things that have to be done.
MARK JUSTICE MOVED TO APPROVE THE CITY CLAIMS; JULIE JONES SECONDED THE MOTION WHICH THE COUNCIL ALL APPROVED
