NATURE OF REQUEST:
Permitted Use Permit — Taco Bell Restaurant

OVERVIEW:

Kira E. Ogle with Legends Studio, Inc., applicant, is requesting approval of a Permitted
Use Permit for a proposed Taco Bell restaurant to be located at approximately 481
Westland Drive, adjacent to Dutch Bros. Coffee and just off 1100 South. The property is
zoned General Commercial (GC).

The proposal includes the development of a new 2,500+ square foot fast-food restaurant
with a drive-through, associated parking areas, landscaping, and site improvements. The
building is designed to accommodate approximately 50—60 indoor seats and includes a
drive-through service component.

Access to the site is proposed via two curb cuts along Westland Drive, with internal
circulation designed to accommodate drive-through traffic and on-site parking. The site
plan reflects approximately 34 parking stalls, including ADA-accessible spaces, along
with pedestrian access and supporting infrastructure improvements.

The Permitted Use Permit is required to allow for the proposed restaurant use within the
GC zone. If approved, the project will proceed through a Site Plan Review process for
final design and development approval.

STAFF COMMENTS:

Building Division:
1. No comments at this time.
2. Will be more involved with the building permit application review.

Community & Economic Development Department:

1. Provide a note on the plans indicating sidewalk will be extended across portion of
Lot 2 to complete sidewalk connection.

2. Provide an Outdoor Lighting Plan prepared and certified by a professional
architect or professional engineer demonstrating compliance with Brigham City
Code Section 156.361 Outdoor Lighting Standards. The plans are to be stamped
and have some verbiage certifying they are in compliance with said City Code
section



Engineering Department:

1. City Standards do not allow for the 6” waterline of a fire hydrant to turn. A straight
and direct connection in required. Please abandon the existing 6” line at the
mainline and install a new connection and tee for the fire hydrant.

2. Please note that the sidewalk within the city right-of-way shall meet City
Standards (4” concrete over 4” UTBC).

3. The City Standard drive approach includes a concrete apron and concrete
sidewalk within the approach. The proposed asphalt drive approach may be used
with approval from Public Works.

4. Brigham City Standards do not allow for the pipe capacity to be included in the
retention volume. Please update your storm water calculations and basin size to
reflect that change.

5. Please include a high-water elevation for the retention basin and ensure there is
a minimum of 1’ of freeboard. Also, please include an armored overflow
grading/elevation point within your design. Our office supports the proposed
overflow direction into the drainage ditch.

6. You may want to evaluate the survivability and landscaping design of the
proposed trees within the retention area.

7. Please verify with Public Power if planting trees within the easement beneath the
existing powerlines is acceptable.

8. Please clarify how the main waterline is connected to the irrigation system. Our
previous comment about this connection is provided for reference “If culinary
water is proposed to be used for landscaping purposes, a reduced-pressure
backflow assembly will be required per Public Works Standards (PWS) Drawings
Sheet CW7”.

9. If no dry irrigation lines are to be installed within Westland Drive, please request
a variance from the Public Works Director and provide us with that approval.

1. Access to the PUE shall be provided for utilities located along the south end of
the property. This access shall be placed by the south end parking lot and must
consist of a flat, smooth surface (gravel acceptable).

A fast-food restaurant with a drive-through is a permitted use in the GC zoning
district, subject to approval of a Permitted Use Permit and compliance with
applicable City standards and regulations.

The proposal consists of a new 2,500+ square foot restaurant building with
associated parking, drive-through, landscaping, and site improvements.

Access to the site is proposed via Westland Drive, with internal circulation
designed to accommodate drive-through traffic and on-site parking.

Sidewalk improvements along Lot 1, and the remaining portion of Lot 2 as noted
on the Westland Commercial Subdivision plat, are required with development of
the site.

The application has been reviewed by the Staff Development Review Team

Responses to Staff Comments Regarding Brigham City Taco Bell Concept Review

Concept Review Staff Comments and Responses
Building Division

1. No comments at this time.

2. Will be more involved with building permit process.

Community & Economic Development Department
1. Concerned with drive-thru exiting location. Any consideration with switching the
layout and having the drive-thru be on the south side of the building similar to
what Eagle Landing has done with their buildings and drive-throughs on the
south side of 1100 South?
Response: Alternate layouts were considered. However, it was the consensus of Taco Bell Corp. and the
design team that the current layout provides the best mix of; 1) safety for pedestrian and vehicular
circulation 2) coordinates with building plans and drive-thru window access locations without additional
reverse design and engineering 3) ample space for car stacking and space for vehicles after pick-up at the
drive-thru window.

2. Why is the “Lay Down Curb” area squared at the northeast corner rather than

bulb type curved curbing? Just curious.

Response: This was a recommendation from Taco Bell Corp. providing additional maneuvering room at the
corner. This could be adjusted if required.

3. Lighting is subject to a new City Code standard. See attached code. It has not

been codified online with American Legal Publishing yest.

Response: Documents received and distributed to electrical engineer. These standards are incorporated
into the site electrical design.

4. Site is subject to the 1100 South Design Guidelines.

Response: A copy of the Geotechnical Report has been included with this application. The
accompanying project drawings demonstrate that the proposed facade materials, landscaping,
and fenestration are consistent with the 1100 South Design Guidelines. Additionally, the building
massing, street orientation, site layout, and entrance locations have been thoughtfully designed
to align with these guidelines. Pedestrian and vehicular circulation, as well as site signage and
lighting, have also been developed in accordance with the 1100 South Design Guidelines.

5. Site is subject to a subdivision plat to create the new parcel.
Response: The subdivision of the parcel into three lots has been completed.

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6. The dumpster enclosure is to have material and/or color that matches the

primary building.

Response: The garbage enclosure is constructed of concrete masonry units, metal posts and metal siding
that both match and compliment the materials on the exterior of the building.

7. Please provide a site date legend with required and provided information. A
portion of it is provided on the concept plan. Also, include the impervious area.
Response: The site data legend has been added to the site plan, AO.1.

8. Support the removal of trash trees (Russian Olive and EIms) in the UDOT right-of-

way. This will open visibility along 1100 South. Work with UDOT.

Response: We intend to remove these trees as it will allow better visibility to the site as well as make site
maintenance more feasible. We will work with UDOT to get this work permitted.

9. There is an open storm drain ditch along the south property line or in the UDOT
right-of-way.
Response: Information received.

10. There is an overhead power line along the south property line.
Response: Information received.

11. See answers to questions in red text.
Response: No response needed.

Engineering Department
1. A traffic impact analysis needs to be completed to address concerns at the
Westland Dr / Medical Drive intersection. This intersection currently has frequent
congestion. We request the applicant send our office existing Taco Bell traffic
data. We will analyze it and assist in determining whether any additional
information or reports will be required for the proposed project.
Response: We are initiating a Traffic Impact Study currently and will disclose the results when completed.

2. Sidewalk will need to be installed on the south side of Westland Dr as part of this
development. The concept site plan appears to address this.
Response: This is unchanged on our site plan.

3. We support the general queueing design reflected on the site plan. Our only

comment is that the right-hand turn out of the pick-up window line to exit onto

Westland Dr appears tight.

Response: The 15’ radius has been left as indicated. However, if required, this turn could be angled toward
the street to give more turning space to larger/longer vehicles.

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4. Public Power will need to determine if any additional street lighting in Westland
Dr is required with this development.
Response: Information received.

5. We recommend a geotechnical report be prepared for the site to determine
adequate pavement sections and foundation recommendations.
Response: The Geotechnical Report has been included with this application.

6. The 6” water main in Westland Drive has a fire flow capacity of 2,800 gallons per
minute with a system residual pressure of 20 psi. It is our understanding that fire
sprinklers will not be required for this development, so the water system has
capacity to service its demand.

Response: No sprinklers are required for this project.

7. If culinary water is proposed to be used for landscaping purposes, a reduced pressure
backflow assembly will be required per Public Works Standards (PWS)

Drawings Sheet CW7.

Response: See Irrigation Plan in landscape package.

8. Since sewer billing is tied to culinary water use, we recommend a separate meter
be installed for the irrigation connection so that the restaurant is not charged a
sewer fee for irrigation use.

Response: See Irrigation Plan in landscape package.

9. The PWS require that dry irrigation lines be installed in the streets fronting new
subdivisions. A 6” main would need to be installed in Westland Dr unless a
variance is granted by the Public Works Director in accordance with the PWS.
Response: See civil and landscape package. Verify whether a variance is required.

10. The 10” sewer main in Westland Dr has adequate capacity to service this
development.
Response: Information received.

11. The PWS require an oil/water separator be installed at the site with a sampling
manhole downstream.
Response: See civil utility plan.
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12. The site will be required to provide storm water detention or retention per the
PWS. This can either be detention of the 10-year storm with a discharge rate of
0.1 cfs/acre or retention of the 100-year, two hour storm. Also, the State requires
the 80th-percentile storm to be retained. This volume can be included in the
volume provided to meet the City requirements.

Response: See civil graining and drainage plan.

13. Our records show a storm drain pipe north of the north sidewalk on Westland Dr.
There is also a highway drainage ditch south of the proposed development.

Either of these conveyances could be used to discharge detained storm water
depending on site grading.

Response: See civil grading and drainage plan.

14. We recommend this site be built at an elevation high enough to avoid flooding
from the 1100 South drainage ditch to the south.
Response: See civil grading and drainage plan.

Fire Department
1. Submit hood plans.
Response: See mechanical sheets M3.1 and M3.1 for hood drawings and details. If hood shop drawings are
required, we will submit for review when completed.
2. Acceptance test for hood.
Response: Information received.

PART III - EXECUTION
3.1 GRADING

A. TOPSOIL PREPARATION: GRADE PLANTING AREAS ACCORDING TO THE GRADING PLAN.
ELIMINATE UNEVEN AREAS AND LOW SPOTS. PROVIDE FOR PROPER GRADING AND DRAINAGE.

B. TOPSOIL PLACEMENT: SLOPE SURFACED AWAY FROM BUILDING AT TWO (2) PERCENT SLOPE WITH
NO POCKETS OF STANDING WATER. ESTABLISH FINISH GRADES OF ONE (1) INCHES FOR PLANTERS

GRADES. REMOVE SURPLUS SUB-SOIL AND TOPSOIL FROM THE SITE.

C.COMPACTION: COMPACTION UNDER HARD SURFACE AREAS (ASPHALT PATHS AND CONCRETE
SURFACES) SHALL BE NINETY-FIVE (95) PERCENT. COMPACTION UNDER PLANTING AREAS SHALL
BE BETWEEN EIGHTY-FIVE (85) AND NINETY (90) PERCENT.

3.2 TURF GRADING

A.THE SURFACE ON WHICH THE SOD IS TO BE LAID SHALL BE FIRM AND FREE FROM FOOTPRINTS,
DEPRESSIONS, OR UNDULATIONS OF ANY KIND.

B.WATER PLANTS IMMEDIATELY UPON ARRIVAL AT THE SITE. MAINTAIN IN MOIST CONDITION
UNTIL PLANTED.

C.BEFORE PLANTING, LOCATE ALL UNDERGROUND UTILITIES PRIOR TO DIGGING. DO NOT PLACE
PLANTS ON OR NEAR UTILITY LINES.

D.THE TREE PLANTING HOLE SHOULD BE THE SAME DEPTH AS THE ROOT BALL, AND TWO TIMES
THE DIAMETER OF THE ROOT BALL.

E. TREES MUST BE PLACED ON UNDISTURBED SOIL AT THE BOTTOM OF THE PLANTING HOLE.

F. THE TREE HOLE DEPTH SHALL BE DETERMINED SO THAT THE TREE MAY BE SET SLIGHTLY HIGH
OF FINISH GRADE, 1” TO 2” ABOVE THE BASE OF THE TRUNK FLARE, USING THE TOP OF THE
ROOT BALL AS A GUIDE.

G.PLANT IMMEDIATELY AFTER REMOVAL OF CONTAINER FOR CONTAINER PLANTS.
H.SET TREE ON SOIL AND REMOVE ALL BURLAP, WIRE BASKETS, TWINE, WRAPPINGS, ETC. BEFORE

BEGINNING AND BACKFILLING OPERATIONS. DO NOT USE PLANTING STOCK IF THE BALL IS
CRACKED OR BROKEN BEFORE OR DURING PLANTING OPERATION.

1. APPLY VITAMIN B-1 ROOT STIMULATOR AT THE RATE OF ONE (1) TABLESPOON PER GALLON.

J. UPON COMPLETION OF BACKFILLING OPERATION, THOROUGHLY WATER TREE TO COMPLETELY

L.PREPARE A WATERING CIRCLE OF 2' DIAMETER AROUND THE TRUNK. FOR CONIFERS, EXTEND
THE WATERING WELL TO THE DRIP LINE OF THE TREE CANOPY. PLACE MULCH AROUND THE

A.TOP SOIL AMENDMENTS: PRIOR TO LAYING SOD, COMMERCIAL FERTILIZER SHALL BE APPLIED

FERTILIZATION MIXTURE AND RATES TO MEET RECOMMENDATIONS GIVEN BY TOPSOIL
ANALYSIS.

C.SOD AVAILABILITY AND CONDITION: SOD IS TO BE DELIVERED TO THE SITE IN GOOD
CONDITION. IT IS TO BE INSPECTED UPON ARRIVAL AND INSTALLED WITHIN 24 HOURS. SOD IS TO
BE MOIST AND COOL TO ENSURE THAT DECOMPOSITION HAS NOT BEGUN AND IS TO BE FREE OF
PESTS, DISEASES, OR BLEMISHES. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL SATISFY HIMSELF AS TO THE
EXISTING CONDITIONS PRIOR TO ANY CONSTRUCTION. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL BE FULLY

D.SOD LAYING: THE SURFACE UPON WHICH THE NEW SOD TO BE LAID WILL BE PREPARED AS
SPECIFIED IN THE DETAIL AND BE LIGHTLY WATERED BEFORE LAYING. AREAS WHERE SOD IS TO
BE LAID SHALL BE CUT TRIMMED, OR SHAPED TO RECEIVE FULL WIDTH SOD (MINIMUM TWELVE
(12) INCHES). NO PARTIAL STRIP OR PIECES WILL BE ACCEPTED.

E.SOD SHALL BE TAMPED LIGHTLY AS EACH PIECE IS SET TO ENSURE THAT GOOD CONTACT IS
MADE BETWEEN EDGES AND ALSO THE GROUND. IF VOIDS OR HOLES ARE DISCOVERED, THE
SOD PIECE(S) IS (ARE) TO BE RAISED AND TOPSOIL IS TO BE USED TO FILL IN THE AREAS UNTIL
LEVEL. SOD LAID ON ANY SLOPED AREAS SHALL BE ANCHORED WITH WOODEN DOWELS OR

F.SOD SHALL BE ROLLED WITH A ROLLER THAT IS AT LEAST 50% FULL IMMEDIATELY AFTER
INSTALLATION TO ENSURE THE FULL CONTACT WITH SOIL IS MADE.

G.APPLY WATER DIRECTLY AFTER LAYING SOD. RAINFALL IS NOT ACCEPTABLE.

H.WATERING OF THE SOD SHALL BE THE COMPLETE RESPONSIBILITY OF THE CONTRACTOR BY
WHATEVER MEANS NECESSARY TO ESTABLISH THE SOD IN AN ACCEPTABLE MANNER TO THE
END OF THE MAINTENANCE PERIOD. IF AN IRRIGATION SYSTEM IS IN PLACE ON THE SITE, BUT
FOR WHATEVER REASON, WATER IS NOT AVAILABLE IN THE SYSTEM. IT IS THE RESPONSIBILITY
