How Are We Doing?
The teen birth rates per 1,000 females aged 15-19 in Utah, for the past five years were:

2015: 17.9
2016: 15.7
2017: 15.1
2018: 13.1
2019: 12.0

According to the 2018 Pregnancy Risk Assessment Monitoring Survey (PRAMS) data, 43% of Utah teen mothers (age 15-19) reported their pregnancies as mistimed or unwanted. Another 22% reported that they were unsure whether or not they wanted to be pregnant.
How Do We Compare With the U.S.?
The adolescent birth rate in Utah has been lower than the U.S. overall rate over the past decade, but is higher than several other states. Utah and U.S. adolescent birth rates per 1,000 females aged 15-19 for the past five years were:

2015: Utah 17.9/U.S. 22.3
2016: Utah 15.7/U.S. 20.3
2017: Utah 15.1/U.S. 18.8
2018: Utah 13.1/U.S. 17.4
2019: Utah 12.0/U.S. 16.6
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
