4. BYRON–TIMMONS VARIANCE APPLICATION
The Commission reviewed a variance application involving an existing 1903 home and a request to construct a secondary small dwelling intended for an elderly individual.

Staff reviewed applicable Utah Code variance criteria, including:
· Unreasonable hardship due to ordinance enforcement 
· Special property circumstances 
· No substantial effect on the general plan or public interest 
· Consistency with the spirit of land use ordinances 
Commission discussion included consideration of hardship and accessibility concerns. However, due to the absence of a representative, the Commission determined further discussion was necessary.
