Mayor Terry Hughes called the meeting to order at 6:04 p.m. 
Dalas Jones makes a motion to approve March minutes as written, Makayla Pippy seconds the motion. 
The Council reported that there are no new updates regarding the Community Center at this time. Mayor Hughes stated that there were a couple of benches that needed to be recovered. He will take them to Salt Lake and have them reupholstered.
Duchesne County FEMA Resolution was proposed.
Dalas Jones makes a motion to adopt Duchesne County FEMA Resolution Jacob Hughes seconds the motion. All in favor.
Tati Gines presented theme for the 4th of July parade. During the meeting, the committee reviewed and approved the official theme, “Generations of Liberty,” for this year’s event. A motion was made and passed to approve a budget of $500 to support related activities and materials. The committee also discussed and selected the grand marshals Brent and Michelle Lee. 
Dalas Jones makes a motion to approve $500 for the 4th of July parade budget, Makayla Pipy seconds the motion. 
LeVaughn and Karla Gines presented a plot plan in support of their approval to obtain a building permit from Duchesne County for a 4-plex on parcel #00-0030-1246 in the Tabiona Town limits. All proposed setbacks are met per Town setback ordinance. The Council reviewed the submission and determined that a notice of a proposed zoning map amendment must be posted. Rezone would have to be changed from RA-1 to R-8 to allow for building approval. Approval of the building permit will be made pending completion of a zone change, following the required 30-day notice period.
Dalas Jones makes motion to accept plot plan pending a zone change at the end of 30 days, Jacob Hughes seconded the motion. All in favor.
At this time, we have three new water and sewer hook-ups scheduled to come in the near future. Tim Teto, Dusty Jones and LeVaughn Gines. Further updates will be provided as these hook-ups are completed.
After a lengthy discussion, a new cemetery fee schedule was proposed. The need for this update was identified due to insufficient revenue being generated for perpetual care, which is necessary to sustain ongoing maintenance and operations of the cemetery. The proposed fee adjustments aim to ensure long-term financial stability and continued upkeep of the grounds. See attached fee schedule Resolution No. 26-4(1).
Dalas Jones makes motion to adopt see schedule as proposed, Jacob Hughes seconds the motion. All in favor.
We received one bid for the summer hire position. The bid was reviewed and considered by the board. After discussion, bid will be awarded to Shannon and Tangee Lazenby for 2450.00 a month May-Oct. Additional hours being paid at 27.00 an hour Mayor approved.
Dalas Jones makes motion to award 2026 summer hire bid to Shannon and Tangee Lazenby for 2450.00 per month with any additional hours being paid at 27.00 per hour Mayor approved, Makayla Pippy seconds the motion. All in favor.
