JANUARY 14, 2015

Present at said meeting were:  Mayor Roger Swenson, Council members Tom Baltzer, Kent Wilson, Ben Orgill.  City Recorder Ruanne Leeflang, City Treasurer Cindy Nielson.  Excused:  Council members Carole Larsen, and Carol Stilson.

Also present:  Zoning Administrator Dennis Tuttle, Phil Fauver - Progress

Mayor Swenson opened the meeting at 7:35pm.  Ben Orgill offered the opening prayer.  Tom Baltzer led the Pledge of Allegiance.

1.  PUBLIC COMMENTS  -none

2.  APPROVAL OF BILLS AND WARRANTS 
Kent Wilson moved to approve all bills and warrants as presented.  Second Tom Baltzer.  Voting:  Ben Orgill – aye, Kent Wilson – aye, Tom Baltzer – aye.  Motion passed.

3.  APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING
Ben Orgill moved to approve the minutes of the previous meeting.  Second Tom Baltzer.  Motion passed.

4.  DISCUSSION WITH JASON MILLS REGARDING APPLICATION FOR BUSINESS LICENSE – KENNEL
Council member Wilson has talked with Mr. Mills about his concerns, and will tour the kennel.  At that time they will go through the application process.  There was discussion as to whether he needed a business license for the kennel.  It was decided the kennel fee of $150.00 and the business license  of $50.00 for the auto shop will be sufficient.

5.  APPROVAL FOR NEW PLANNING AND ZONING MEMBER – CAROLYN DRUSHELL
Tom Baltzer moved to approve Carolyn Drushell as a member of the Planning and Zoning Commission.  Second Kent Wilson.  Voting:  Ben Orgill – aye, Kent Wilson – aye, Tom Baltzer – aye.  Motion passed.

6.  APPROVAL TO PURCHASE WATER METER FOR SECONDARY LINE
Council member Wilson explained that because of high water usage last summer he would like to install a water meter for secondary water.  Also the Water Conservancy District will install the program on their computer then they can access the internet and be able to keep better track of usage in order to validate what the canal company says we are using.  We need to be able to verify that we are using all the water we own and not using more water.  The cost for the meter is approximately $3,000.00.  Voting:  Tom Baltzer – aye, Kent Wilson – aye, Ben Orgill – aye.  Motion passed.

7.  LANDLORD AGREEMENT – HUNTINGTON
Kent Wilson moved to approve the landlord agreement for Mack and Julie Huntington.  Second Tom Baltzer.  Motion passed.

8.  APPROVE CIB LIST – SHORT AND MEDIUM TERM
Discussion included a restroom at the Welcome Park, a fence at the cemetery and discussion regarding the recent problem with cows getting in the cemetery.  The mayor stated that it is our responsibility to keep the cows out.  There was also discussion on a walking path along Cottonwood Creek.  Need to keep moving on the sidewalks in town.  Tom Baltzer moved to place on the CIB list the following:  Restroom at Welcome Park, Walking Trail, Ball Complex Improvement, Curb, gutter/sidewalks, City Cemetery Project.  Second Kent Wilson.  Motion passed.

9.  RESOLUTION 2015-1 A RESOLUTION ADOPTING AN ADDITION TO ORANGEVILLE CITY PERSONNEL POLICY, POLICY AND PROCEDURES
Kent Wilson moved to approve Resolution 2015-1 A Resolution Adopting An Addition To Orangeville City Personnel Policy, Policy and Procedures.  Second Ben Orgill.  Motion passed.

Mayor Swenson opened the public hearing at 8:30pm.   Mrs. Leeflang explained that some line items had spent more than was budgeted.  So it was necessary to decrease other line items in order to get the budget to balance.  The general fund balance did not change.   Tom Baltzer moved to close the public hearing at 8:37pm. 11.  ORDINANCE 2015-1 AN ORDINANCE AMENDING TITLE 3 CHAPTER 4 OF THE ORANGEVILLE CITY CODE PURCHASING POLICY.
