1. Welcome, Call to Order and Pledge of Allegiance---Mayor Forman welcomed all to the City Council meeting. He asked Councilmember Summers to lead in the pledge.

2. Discussion regarding site work inclusion in the previous motion for sale of surplus property-----The Mayor is concerned that they set a reserve at $30,000 and he doesn’t feel that the site work should be included and he is concerned it will limit the pool of buyers. His thought was to take the site work out and bid on just the building. Then our guys can pull the concrete out and take care of the building. He feels there is a lot of grey area with having them haul everything away.

Councilmember Summers asked if it was a big ask for our staff. The Mayor feels we have equipment and dump trucks and that way we are just paying labor. He doesn’t feel it is to much of an ask. If we do it then it can be to our standard. 

Councilmember Atkinson about how soon it needed to be hauled off. He was told two weeks. 
He also informed Council he may be interested, and others have talked with him, and he agrees with the change.

Councilmember Atkinson made a motion to accept the revised plan for the old Francis City building. Councilmember Summers seconded the motion. All voted in favor, and the motion passed.

3 . Public Comment---There were none.

4. Adjournment from City Council Meeting---Councilmember Summers motioned to adjourn City Council meeting. Councilmember Atkinson seconded the motion. All voted in favor and the motion carried.

1. Welcome, and Call to Order--- Mayor Forman welcomed all and asked if introductions were needed. They were not; he then turned the time over to Planner Henneuse.

2. SR32 Corridor Plan--- Planner Henneuse spoke about what started the corridor study and explained how the group was created. She will review the findings and recommendations from the study with this group to get feedback and answer questions. *See packet for details and photos.* 
· Mayor Forman asked Planner Henneuse to report on UDOT’s position regarding inter-community collaboration.
· Planner Henneuse stated UDOT prefers cooperative planning among communities; absent collaboration, UDOT will proceed according to its own plans.
· Mayor Forman emphasized the importance of working together to ensure Francis maintains a voice in the planning process.
· Preferred Scenario Review (See Packet Attachment)
· Planner Henneuse reviewed the preferred scenario and key principles for Francis.
· Primary focus: Concentrating density near the city center to bring in more affordable housing options. 
· Roundabouts were discussed, including a potential roundabout at the Francis four-way stop.
· Commissioner Ciampi shared positive safety data and personal experience with roundabouts.
· Mayor Forman expressed concern about feasibility at the proposed location due to tight space, large truck traffic, and limited visibility.
· The group discussed the need to plan alternative traffic routes to reduce congestion and prevent issues similar to those experienced in neighboring communities.
City Center & Land Use Discussion
· Clarification was requested regarding proposed changes to the City Center area and definitions of “mixed-use agricultural” and “rural mixed-use.”
· Planner Henneuse explained that the proposal considered existing approvals and current projects.
· Commissioner Buchanan asked why mixed-use was designated in specific areas.
· Planner Henneuse stated an economic study indicated the need to consolidate the city center due to insufficient population to support the current plan.
· Mayor Forman noted the plan can serve as guidance but must align with the City’s long-term vision.
· Planner Henneuse stated UDOT’s primary concern is traffic movement rather than city center design but emphasized the importance of implementing alternative routes to avoid future congestion issues.
Housing & Density
· Commissioner Buchanan inquired about potential state-mandated high-density housing requirements.
· Planner Henneuse stated state guidance directs growth and high-density housing toward city centers.
· Commissioner Rich Christianson expressed concern that housing demand does not obligate our City to accommodate all growth and emphasized the need to advocate with legislators and the Governor.
Zoning & Development Impacts
· Commissioner Buchanan asked about the implications of zoning changes and potential impacts on property values.
· Planner Henneuse reviewed the legal process required for zoning amendments.
· Planner Henneuse recommended limiting direct highway driveways in favor of neighborhood access points and improving transitions between residential and commercial areas, including appropriate buffering.
· Councilmember Clint Summers stated that citizen preferences should take precedence over UDOT’s perspective on city development.
Consensus
· The group agreed that prioritizing alternative traffic routes is essential.
· Mayor Forman talked about the importance of having a plan and being proactive. Planning for growth and change and planning for where there will not be growth. 
· Planner Henneuse said that they will work on drafting a resolution to adopt this as guidance like Kamas and Oakley have done. 
· Commissioner Christiansen asked if we are utilizing tools that are out there to advocate for control of the development of our cities. Both Mayor Forman and Planner Henneuse spoke to this.
· Planner Henneuse informed the group about a scholarship opportunity coming up for a conference in April and will help them submit the paperwork if interested. She thinks it would be beneficial for any of them to attend. 

3. Adjourn--- Councilmember Hunter made a motion to adjourn the work session, Mayor Forman seconded the motion. All voted in favor motion carried unanimously.  Meeting adjourned.
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
