1. Welcome, Call to Order and Pledge of Allegiance—Mayor Forman started the meeting by leading in the Pledge of Allegiance.

The Mayor shared with the recent election Shana will be retiring and that they have a card and gift for her. The Mayor expressed it has been a heck of a ride, and she has been with the Council for 11-12 years and he shared that her sacrifice and dedication to the City does not go unnoticed. 

The Mayor presented her with a gift, and pictures were taken. 

Councilmember Querry expressed it has been great working with Shana the past four years. Councilmember Summers agreed it’s been great working with her, and she is going to be missed. Councilmember Hunter said being here for 12 years is a great accomplishment and they all will miss her.

Councilmember Fryer expressed it has been a pleasure with working with each and every one of you.

2. Consent Agenda---Approval of check register dated December 11th, 2025, and minutes from November 13th, 2025---Council reviewed the check register and minutes. 

Councilmember Hunter motioned to accept the check register dated December 11th, 2025, and approve the minutes of November 13th, 2025. Councilmember Querry seconded the motion. The Mayor and all Councilmembers voted unanimously in favor of the motion.

4. Public Hearing---None

5.  Discussion, Updates and Approval on Potential Action Items    
    A. Hart Crossing Development Agreement---Planner Henneuse explained this was an amendment to the previous agreement. Initially the City was going to take full responsibility for the park and now Hart Crossing wants to take care of the park themselves.

Mayor Forman asked if we are just changing who is taking care of the park and that the City will still pay for the water. He was told yes.

Councilmember Fryer asked if the park would just be for the Hart Crossing residents and she was told no it would still be open to everyone.

Councilmember Summers motioned to approve Resolution No. 2025-12. Councilmember Hunter seconded the motion. The Mayor and all Councilmembers voted aye, motion passed. 

    B. Frontier Acres Annexation Agreement---Planner Henneuse explained that at the last meeting in November they approved the annexation and this is the Annexation Agreement that goes along with that.

She reviewed the changes that had been made. (see staff report)

Her recommendation is for Council to review and if it meets all requirements to go ahead and approve the Resolution that goes along with it.

The Mayor asked if there were any questions and there were none.

Councilmember Hunter motioned to approve the Annexation Agreement and give authorization to Mayor Forman to sign Resolution No. 2025-13.  Councilmember Fryer seconded the motion. The Mayor and all Councilmembers voted aye; motion passed . 

    C. Burton Ranch Annexation Agreement Ordinance No. 2025-07---The Mayor explained this will have an Ordinance and a Resolution, but the Ordinance itself is just a formality to what has already been done.

Planner Henneuse reviewed what had gone on in the past. Since then, the applicant has not finalized anything. The Mayor asked Planner Henneuse and Engineer Kettle to work with the applicant on this and see what they were thinking. 

It was discussed that the City will be working on a Trails Master Plan and would like to have a trail along Lambert Lane and would like to have an acre for a trailhead. The City would like to have that added into the agreement.

The applicant would also like to pay annexation fees during the subdivision process. She explained everything that had been discussed. (see staff report)

Planner Henneuse explained if Council wanted to approve the agreement they could authorize the Resolution as well as the Ordinance.

Engineer Kettle explained they have worked some things out, because they want the project in the City.

The Mayor feels making some of these fee changes make it possible for the City to keep all of the open space in the project. 

The Mayor asked Tom if he had anything to add and he said no.

Councilmember Querry feels they are spot on, and he is good with things.

Councilmember Querry motioned to approve Ordinance No. 2025-07 and Resolution 2025-14. Councilmember Summers seconded the motion. Mayor called for a roll call vote. The Mayor and all Councilmembers voted aye. Motion passed unanimously.
    
    D. Burton Ranch Annexation Agreement Resolution No. 2025-14---Discussed and approved with above ordinance

    E. 2026 Meeting Schedule---The Mayor explained that we have stuck with the second Thursday of the month along with the fourth Thursday if necessary. He asked if there we were any questions or concerns and there were none.

Councilmember Hunter motioned to approve the 2026 Meeting Schedule. Councilmember Summers seconded the motion. The Mayor and all Councilmembers voted in favor, motion passed unanimously. 

    F. Surplus Property/Cemetery--- The Mayor explained what has been discussed and that the South Summit Cemetery District approached the City about renting or buying the old City building or some variation of that. So that’s why it’s on the agenda tonight.

He explained that we are creating a Surplus Property Code and he would like to know if they are interested in selling the building and leaving in the same location. He would like to know Council’s thoughts.

Councilmember Hunter wanted to know how many employees they have, and would the parking be adequate? He just wanted to make sure it didn’t encroach on City parking.

The Mayor explained he is a little torn personally, but he will share his thoughts later.

Councilmember Querry feels sometimes Cities lease, and he explained his thoughts on that.

The Mayor explained that the City Attorney advises not to sell the property.

Engineer Kettle explained that if the City building expands it would go back towards the old building. 

Councilmember Querry said he wouldn’t be opposed. Councilmember Hunter said wouldn’t be opposed, it would be a revenue stream for the City. 

The Mayor informed the Council that we would have the building appraised for the value. We need to come up with some evaluation. 

Councilmember Summers said if we got appraisals to clear it up he would be ok with it.

Councilmember Fryer said she would be ok with it, but she wanted to know about the shared parking. 

Mayor Forman said that would definitely have an impact on that.

The Mayor’s concern is, he loves the idea of helping out the cemetery district, but his biggest hesitation was to build this building to get rid of the old building, so that is one hesitation that he has. Maybe we still can, but that is his hesitation. The Mayor said if you take the being the nice part out then what is the best thing for the residents. 

Councilmember Querry asked when they were thinking about building more. He was told it was just kind of the general plan 5-20 years who knows.

The Mayor said they could work out details with them on who maintains it and things like that.

Councilmember Hunter asked about the duration period that they were looking for. 

The problem with their current space is it’s not heated well and no bathroom.

The Mayor is just tired of looking at the thing.

Councilmember Hunter feels with it being another government entity it would make it easier. But on the other hand, would it be better to go through the bidding process.

The Mayor said going to a bidding process you would put in bids on the building and take the highest bid.

Engineer Kettle explained they could require as part of the bid, buying the building, removing the foundation, and leveling everything out. 

Councilmember Querry felt it be would be good with a 10-year lease.

Councilmember Hunters main concern is their timeframe and duration of the lease. Councilmember Querry felt they need a basic framework of where they are wanting to go. 

Discussion will be continued.

     B. Planner Reports---Planner Henneuse informed Council that she put in a funding request for Mag of $100,000 for trails and transportation masterplan. We will find out if we get anything in January or February. 

She and Rae have also been working on the implementation with text my gov.

The Route 32 development just turned in a building permit for a new building, it will be a gym.

     C. Engineer Reports---Engineer Kettle is working on the grant as well. Summit County is working on the Right of Way preservation so we can get our money back for the purchase of the sewer property.
     D. Mayor Reports---The Mayor explained he has directed staff to put something together again for a bonfire, team of horses and Santa.

One of his goals over the next four years is to build the sense of community more. He has meet with both bishops of the wards in Francis to try and build that bridge and gap.

The Bonfire will be Friday; December 19th and he would like all Councilmembers to be there.
