1. Welcome, Call to Order and Pledge of Allegiance—The Mayor asked Councilmember Atkinson to lead in the Pledge of Allegiance. He also explained that Councilmember Summers will be a little late.

2. Consent Agenda---Approval of check register dated March 12th, 2026, and minutes from February 12th and February 26th,---The Mayor informed the Council that there was a big bill for the park and another for the generator on the well house.

Councilmember Hunter motioned to accept the invoice register dated March 12th, 2026, and the minutes of February 12th, and 26th, 2026. Councilmember Querry seconded the motion. All voted in favor, and the motion passed. Councilmember Summers was not at the meeting yet.

4. Public Hearings ---None

5. Discussion, Updates and Approval of Potential Action Items  
    A. Shandra Madsen/Kamas Valley Community Foundation---Shandra thanked the Council for having her. She passed out a handout (See attached). She explained what the Kamas Valley Community Foundation did. She is over the humanitarian section with Doug Evans. She explained some of the things that they have already done. 

She asked if the City had ways that they could get some information out. Shandra explained they are using the Kamas Valley Facebook page and would like the City to help as well.

She explained that the Kamas Valley Foodbank is in dire need of food. She explained that they just want to get the word out. She shared that they are planning on working with Kamas for Fiesta Days and they would like to help Francis as well.

Shandra explained that she would love to bring the Columbus Adult Education teaching to the valley. She explained what she had done in the Salt Lake Valley to help teach English. She would like to help those in our actual area. She explained it causes a lot of problems in a community when they can’t speak English. She shared they are looking for a building that had the space for classes. She explained that when she lived in Herriman they used one of their old buildings and she would like to find some place in the area where they could do classes. There are five levels. She then explained how their scholarships program worked.
 
She touched base on each of the items the Foundation has to offer. She feels it is a good thing for the whole valley.

She explained that the signs that they have been putting out keep disappearing. The Mayor explained to her where we normally put our signs and who she could contact. 

She explained that the trails foundation is looking at making a fishing pond in Oakley.

The Mayor said we are happy to help where and how they can.

Planner Henneuse asked about the classes and the space. The Mayor said we have the community building. Shadra said it would work for one semester, but they would need more.

The Council thanked Shandra for coming. 

    B. SR-32 Resolution No. 2026-02---Planner Henneuse reviewed the Resolution with the Council. 

Councilmember Summers wanted to make sure when they work on things he wants to make sure we are not sacrificing what the community wants and that is his only concern. 

The Mayor explained that this just means they are going to consider it.

Councilmember Summers made a motion to approve Resolution 2026-02. Councilmember Atkinson seconded the motion. Councilmember Querry voted nay. All other Councilmembers were in favor. The motion passed 4-1.

    C. Short Term Rental Discussion---Planner Henneuse explained what they had done in the past and why they had done the things that they had. She explained that on short-term rentals they have found that people are not in compliance.

One person in particular has been doing this for a long time without submitting to the City. 

So, they want the Council to change the rule because right now they can’t get a permit approved as there is already another short-term rental to close. They are upset because they can’t have one. She told the resident that she would need to talk to the Council. She also brought up another situation, and she just wanted the Councils thoughts on this code enforcement issue.

Councilmember Summers asked about the rules and what they were. Planner Henneuse explained to him how things worked. One rule had been around 3-4 years the other was made last year.

Councilmember Querry would like to leave the code as is. Councilmember Hunter and Atkinson also agreed, and Councilmember Atkinson shared his thoughts on things.

Councilmember Summers said he agrees with the rest of the Council. 

The Mayor asked where we came up with the number. Planner Henneuse explained how things came up and why they chose to do things the way that they did. 500 feet is about 3 or 4 houses between any short-term rental. The Mayor is not proposing to change it, he is along the same thought process. He is not in favor of changing the law directly after they made it. 

Planner Henneuse said she would let them know. Councilmember Summers asked how many times she has requests to change things. She explained to him how many she has had. 

She explained that we have a cap of 3% and we aren’t close to that yet. She explained that the issue they are running into is the 500 feet. 

Planner Henneuse explained that back when they were doing the ADU’s was when they were trying to make more options for affordable housing. 

Planner Henneuse said bill SB284 did talk about ADU’s, but it is not applicable to us right now, and it is the detached ADU’s. A lot of the new regulations don’t apply to us.

    D. Frontier Days---The Mayor explained that we are getting ready to submit the RAP grant application, and they are asking for money to help replace bleacher and prize money. He asked Council for anything else we should be asking for. He reminded everyone to work on their Sponsors. He has talked to Lynsi, and she is making arrangements for the queen contest. 

Councilmember Querry asked about the car show and the Mayor said he thought that was decided last meeting. They just need to decide how to handle it.

Councilmember Hunter said they had talked about ticket pricing, and they should move it up. He said he felt that they should move to at the least $12. Councilmember Querry agreed. 

Councilmember Querry said yes to the car show and definitely $12 for the tickets. The show will be Princess Bride.

Councilmember Summers would like to run the Veterans tribute a little differently and he explained his thoughts. He explained his Aunt is a retired Colonel and they have come out with a new award, but he would like to try and do the same program and get them the medal they deserve.
 
He feels it might bring a lot more Veterans into the valley. The Mayor said he did have a team that they could use for that. It was decided that he would move along with that.

6. Council Business
    A. Council Reports—None 
   
    B. Planner Reports—Planner sent them all a survey for transportation use and where we wanted to put some trails in the area.

She explained that coordinating with Summit County, there is another person wanting another contactors storage yard across from MC Contractors. She explained the County has been good to work with on that and she has been working with Amanda from the County on that. There will be a meeting on April 2nd, at the Summit County Library.

She explained that next month they will be talking about the annexation for Crittenden Farms and she explained where it was located.

Next month Harwood will also be bringing in a parking plan.

She then notified the Council that she was leaving to go to Wasatch County. They wished her all the best. Planner Henneuse shared that she has really enjoyed working with Francis. 

The Mayor said we appreciate her work and there has been a lot going on in the City and he appreciates the service and he is not sure the residents realize all that she does, so again he thanked her for all she has done.
   
    C. Engineer Reports---Prime is going to start working again on the Wild Willow Park and it should be complete by June.
  
    D. Mayor Reports---The Mayor is working on advertising for the planner job and a seasonal public works position. He explained that we will be down one employee for a bit so he would like to get things out. He said he is pretty sure everyone is aware that they need to have a closed session for imminent litigation.

Councilmember Querry motioned to go into closed session to discuss imminent litigation. Councilmember Summers seconded the motion. The Mayor and all Councilmembers voted in favor, motion carried.

Councilmember Querry motioned to leave the closed session. Councilmember Hunter seconded the motion, all in favor motion carried.

8. Adjourn--- Councilmember Hunter motioned to adjourn. Councilmember Querry seconded the motion. Meeting was adjourned.
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
