	D.  Discussion on Board Election

2. New Business  
	A. Introduction of Community Association Management, the new 	Property Management Company 
Chairman Gary Jensen introduced the new management company Community Association Management, Amanda Lamb as the Association Manager.  Discussion on what the management company services will provide. Amanda Lamb introduced herself and read the introduction letter that will be mailed to all landowners regarding the company. 
Gary Jensen made a motion, “I make a motion to accept the letter from Community Association Management to be mailed at no cost to all landowners", Craig 	Meyocks seconded the motion, the motion passed unanimously.  

B. Proposed return of property to Dammeron Corp for the proposed convenience store and gas station
Discussion on Dammeron Corp proposal regarding the agreement on the SSD land that includes the mail boxes, burn pile (training site) and the future possible development of the convenience store and gas station. Steve Jennings expressed his concern on the mailboxes needing improvements and proposed that the mail boxes be moved in the convenience store.

4. Dammeron Valley Fire Department Report, Chief Majeic Szczerbiak
	A. Discussion on upcoming control fire burning of forty (40) more acres will be burned.  Landowners expressed concerns regarding signs or notices being posted when these burns will take place and where.  Cheif Majeic Szcerbiak reported that notices will be posted on the door of the Community Center.
	B.  Continued training for advance EMT courses will be on Tuesday, 		Wednesday, Thursday and Saturday till the end of May. 
C. Three (3) additional fire fighters will be certified with the Red Cross and are doing continual training. All fire fighters must be certified.

Chief Majeic Szczerbiak stated he did contact the water department and no returned calls were made. Lisa Chaubin confirmed that no calls or messages were left with the water department. The water department would like to be notified and also given reports of the testing results. 
	E. Chief Majeic Szczerbiak stated that it is burning season and to  	anticipate on more control burns.
