Mayor Painter stated the following and then turned the time over for public comment: 
The current Mona City Fee Schedule sets the Sewer Impact Fee for new construction at $5,500 and the purpose of this public hearing is to consider updating the fee schedule to increase the Sewer Impact Fee to $6,454. This amount was originally recommended in the Sewer Impact Study completed in October; however, at that time the Council elected to raise the fee only to $5,500. Due to the significant expenses incurred by the sewer facility over the past year, the Council now believes that adopting the full recommended fee will help strengthen the City’s sewer fund and reduce the likelihood of needing to raise sewer rates for existing residents. The Sewer Impact Fee is collected only on new development and does not apply to current customers

Miscellaneous Items:
Sunrise Engineering – Natural Gas Impact Fee Analysis
Sunrise Engineer Jack Laughner provided a presentation on the Natural Gas Impact Fee Analysis. He explained that the calculation is based on the 2024 Mona City Gas Master Plan, prepared by Sunrise Engineering, which identifies an impact fee of $1,061.61. This fee reflects two categories of improvements:
· Project Improvements — Improvements that can be charged directly to a developer.
· System Improvements — Improvements that benefit existing customers or maintain the current level of service.

Mr. Clatner noted that the Master Plan identifies Mona City’s natural gas system as operating at 100% of its current level of service. The plan outlines two potential approaches for serving new customers:
1. installing additional piping to serve new connections, or
2. utilizing excess system capacity.
Because the system has no excess capacity, the second option is not available. As a result, all improvements required to serve new customers are classified as project improvements.

Mayor Painter asked how the impact fee would change if the City added another regulator station. Mr. Clatner explained that a new regulator station would provide system‑wide benefits to all customers. Since the system is currently at full capacity, the City would need to evaluate the proposed station’s location, the benefits it would provide throughout the distribution system, the cost of acquiring a site, and then recalculate the impact fee accordingly. He also referenced the Master Plan’s recommendation to eliminate the small regulator station on the south end of town and install a section of four‑inch pipe to tie the two systems together as part of a long‑term system improvement strategy.

R6 Community Advisor Shay Morrison
• Morrison reported that he has entered Mona City’s short‑term projects into the Project Portal and added the gas regulator station to the CIB list.

• He provided an overview of the purpose and function of the Capital Improvement Projects list, explaining how it is used for planning and funding prioritization.

• Morrison reminded the Council that the Regional Growth Summit will take place next week.

• He noted that the ARPA funding closeout must be completed by April 30th.

• He stated that the Hazard Mitigation Plan must be adopted by Resolution no later than May 10th.

· 2026 Preliminary Budget Proposal
Finance Director Steele distributed a budget letter to the Council and provided an overview of the 2026–2027 tentative budget. She presented the proposed tentative budget and requested that a work session be held on May 12th to review each councilmember’s budget in detail. The Council will consider adoption of the tentative budget at the May 26th Council Meeting. She further recommended that the public hearing for the final budget be scheduled for June 23rd to complete the annual budget process.
Recorder:
Stop signs at 100 North 400 East
Recorder/Clerk Hills presented excerpts from the Mona City Transportation Master Plan concerning the amount of possible speed violations on 100 North at approximately 400 East, along with the high and low speeds. The Council decided to put stop signs going all directions at 100 North 400 East. 

Centracom sign and service project on May 5th:
Recorder/Clerk Hills reported that Centracom is planning a community service project on May 5th. They will be meeting at the park at 9 am to take down the baseball backstop, paint bleachers, and clean up around the fire station. Councilmembers Kay and Ingram volunteered to purchase supplies. That evening from 5-7 pm they will also be hosting a BBQ, handing out a Community Impact Award, and having a tech question and answer session. 

Recorder/Clerk Hills also reminded citizens that the dumpsters are still at the Green Waste for the Spring Cleanup, and to make sure that garbage goes in the dumpsters and not by the sides of them.

Gas, Roads, and Water:
