Public in attendance: Todd Hauber and John E. Gidney
Board Chair Knudsen called the Redevelopment Agency of Taylorsville City Board Meeting to order at 6:00 PM and welcomed all who were in attendance. City Recorder Jamie Brooks conducted a Roll Call, wherein all Board Members were present.
Dina Blaes explained that we experienced some technical difficulties this week and were not able to get the agenda and the packet items posted to the proper websites and at the city, so the board would not be taking any formal action today. She did advise that she did have some requests to discuss the RDA and some basic elements of the RDA and how it functions. 

Dina went on to show a slide show regarding the role of the RDA. She explained it was designed to stimulate economic development, revitalize urban areas, foster sustainable growth and ensure long term prosperity. It was important to understand that even though the RDA functioned under the city umbrella and it was very involved in what the city did, it was a separate legal entity. It was established in Utah code under section 17 as the Community Reinvestment Act. It was authorized to collect property tax increment revenue, and it was really for the purpose of community revitalization. 

Dina continued to explain the difference between the RDA and the municipality, such as how the council members were also board members, and how employees of the city were often the employees of the RDA as well.  The budget structure funds must be accounted for separately from the city’s general fund and very specific records needed to be kept. RDA funds could be rolled over from year to year. Dina explained how the RDA handled property acquisition and disposition. The RDA board had a higher transparency in our community when it came to real estate options. RDA actions could only happen in that project area, with the exception of housing funds, which could be used city-wide. Dina showed a video that was a reminder about TIF (Tax Increment Financing).  She advised there were some time constraints, for example 15 years was common with TIF property tax capture areas. She showed a map of project areas and their current standing. She explained that the 5400 South area says CDA (community Development Area), but it was a URA – Urban Renewal Area. There was a CDA on top of it that never triggered. 

One of the items that the RDA staff wanted to bring to the board in the next few weeks was the action that was just taken by the TEC (Tax Entity Committee) of the 5400 S. Bangerter area. She advised that this was a very old project area formed in 2007 which was then governed by a TEC which is an eight-member committee made up of two people from the city, two people from the Granite School District (one from the administration and one from their board), two from Salt Lake County (one from the mayor’s office and one from the council office), and one from the state board of education. There was also one representative who represented all the other smaller taxing entities who was the Chief Financial Officer at Jordan Valley Water Conservancy District.
The TEC met in January to do two things. It extended the collection period of the 5400 S. Bangerter URA and it also approved a new revised budget. Dina explained that in two weeks’ time the RDA board would see a resolution adopting the TEC resolution amending the budget and a baseline budget for how that revenue was expected to be spent. 
Dina then explained that the RDA board would have more discussion in a few weeks regarding performance metrics. This was relevant to how the governance structure of TIF areas were now.  If the city formed a brand-new area now, they would be required to get an interlocal agreement between the RDA board and every single taxing entity, but it also provided greater interaction between the taxing entities and the city. We are asking the taxing entities to give up their tax increment for a period of time and dedicate it to this area and help stimulate growth. Dina explained the RDA met the ‘but for’ clause in this area and what we were able to do is a bit of a mesh between the two systems. The Granite School District and Salt Lake County were the largest contributors to the tax increment, and they were very strongly interested in having a series of performance metrics adopted as part of a budget approval. The RDA board was able to come up with some effective performance metrics, and when they received the performance metrics in a few weeks, they would have an opportunity to chat more about what those individual taxing entity interests. that we are trying to represent.   She then explained that it was in our best interest to listen to their concerns because they were looking at potential revenue loss. 
Board Member Harker asked about the last slide, and Dina explained the TEC was for the current RDA’s that required a TEC. She also explained that the TEC process was done away many years ago, but because our project areas were so old, it just travelled with the area. Board Member Barbieri said she was excited and asked how long the average time was. Dina explained that 15 years was typical.

Board Member Cochran moved to adjourn, and Board Member Harker seconded the motion. There was roll call in which all voted yes, and the meeting was adjourned at 6:21 pm.
