Kristine Berry
*Reviewed 3/10/26 – 4/14/2026 monthly budget. 
Motion to pass by Wendi Barker
2nd by Diana Udy, Passed unanimously

Josh Staheli – Culinary Water
*Lloyd Miner wants a meter by the cemetery. No waiting list right now. Wants it for animals. Mike Brown needs one as well. Signed up for one long ago and is needing it installed now. Will get together for placement.
*Sunrise Engineering – minimum water lines should be 6 inches. Many need to be replaced. Going to get a rough estimate. Would be $15,000 for drawings. Looking to do sections at a time. Would like to look for a Grant. Expressed that he is not in it to make money, since he is an excavator company. 
*Park in Plymouth Acres – Has a water meter. Going to need to pipe a borrow pit so there will be a place to park. Will make sure what acreage we have to work with. Will get with Whitaker Construction, Bulldog Sod, & Nucor to see what they are willing to donate. 
*Engineer went over the 1st phase. Went over the roads that need to be tested and fixed. Main road a big issue. Can use a Bond if they won’t cover it. Need to seal cracks. Will do a core hole sample for the rest of the roads for $3,000. 
*Generator – Contacted the concrete person to pour a pad. Needs to be a contained pad for diesel fuel. $7500 for concrete and labor. May be less if we provide the truck. 

Diana Udy – Planning & Zoning
*Building Inspector – We no longer have Steve Bench. Do we want to just use one or have a list to choose from? Garland & Tremonton use Beacon Engineering. Would like to look at County first. Need to have an approved list. 
*Ordinances – Need to be updated every 5-10 years. We need to get them simplified. 

Wendi Barker – Mayor
*Lacey Haney volunteered to do a town website. Everyone agreed.
*Bond for Plymouth Acres – does it cover the cost of the park? No, town is responsible for that. 
*Paige to retire – will get it posted when ready. 
*Merideth to look into a change in the budget with the new park. With growth, have money to increase budget.

Jarrie Rogers - Parks
*Bishop asked about a service project, June 6th. Town to spearhead it. Bleachers and bowery need to be re-painted. Make a list and prioritize. Not just a Church project, need to get the community involved. Will the cost come out of parks or rodeo? Will come out of rodeo budget. Will visit with Corinne. 
*Purchased a thatcher for $120. Also bought a push mower. 
*How to get more help for Fun Days? Get sign up sheets made up and send around at Church and the Town Hall. Josh may have some boys that need community service. Merideth got 2 bounce houses. Need help with the floats. Need an incentive for volunteers. Dance on the 3rd, all activities on the 4th. 
*Fixed the bowery power. 
*Need to plan a meeting for the 4th of July activities and put in the May newsletter.

Brent Berry - Roads
*Tractor will be split 50% to roads, 20% to parks, 20% to water, and 10% to rodeo. 
*Would like to pay off the backhoe. Will look at the numbers. 
*Can we get Craig in to explain the billing in other towns and go over his and Josh’s responsibilities?
*Lights in subdivision. Some want them turned off. Told them to have them come to meetings to express concerns. 


*Food trucks for rodeo? Have a contract with Andrea, pretty sure it does not allow them. Will need to find paperwork on contract. 
*Need to look at changes for next year and Corinne needs to be at the meetings.
