Sheriff Report Not in attendance
P & Z Report – Chairman Wayne Hansen Not in attendance 
Mayor Whiteford let the council know that there would not be a vote on the public hearing topic from planning and zoning as we have not received a recommendation from the planning and zoning commission to approve an RR-20 zone or the building of a new subdivision. They are researching and thinking on this but the council will only get it if the commission recommends it.
Discussion Items:
1. Public Hearing 5/28/26 for Truth in Taxation tax increase and Annual Budget Mayor let everyone know that this will be taking place. He states that it was recommended to him by the previous leadership that Deweyville needs to raise taxes. He has researched and found that Deweyville Town taxes is one of the lowest in the state. Deweyville gets about 1% of that and the raise will only come off of that percentage that Deweyville gets.
2. Phil Millett – Cyber Security Water System Presentation The State legislature has recognized the threat of cyber attacks. Phil is from YISDA, find out more on YISDA.com. Cyber attacks are happening throughout critical infrastructure so the State legislature passed house bill 19. IT is data, OT is operating technology. Our operating technology is SCADA. He is here to talk about an emergency response plan for this system and data if there was a breach. Our SCADA provider is Golden Spike Automation. We should have a system administrator and this organization is providing training and classes to help educate us on how to stay secure and deal with breaches if they happen. The State senate passed bill 123 which has to do with this issue. In this bill the state is requiring things but they are also funding those things so that each town gets what is needed. YISDA will work with us to get protection over the SCADA to help prevent an attack and the bill will fund the updates. There is a video on their website showing how the program will work and other Towns that endorse the program. Training will be free through the rural water association. With the funding by the State there shouldn’t be extra cost to the Town. The legislature passed these bills because they are worried about rural community systems being vulnerable. YISDA is here to help and take away a pain and risk. Nate asks if YISDA maintains the cloaking system, Phil says yes, Nate asks if the maintenance is also funded by the state? Phil states they can’t forward obligate but this funding is for 3 years and then the Utah Cyber Center is working to provide continued funding. It has been said that they intend to continue funding but if by some weird chance that doesn’t happen they will work with us to come up with a way to continue or we can choose to end the partnership. The range of cost would be approximately $3500 - $7000 a year.
	They will need an ok from us to proceed and then they will start with a   vulnerability assessment, then we will work on the grant application for the funding.
The Mayor says we can vote on this because it doesn’t cost us money. 
3. Parks and Cemetery Employee Policies See attached policies.
Action Items:
4. Shantae Madsen – Events at the Park She is aware that one of the concerns previously was insurance and she brought proof that she did have insurance. Mayor stated that he wanted to preface this with, she did nothing wrong but he was just surprised about the event and felt that he needed to address it. He assumes that there will be stricter restrictions in the future. She understands.
She is here to talk about the good this does for the community. The intimidation used toward some of her vendors has caused her to lose some of them but she hopes to build a relationship with Deweyville to continue events like this in the future. She knows that he was concerned about business licenses because of the lemonade law, cottage law, and hobbyest law. So the laws state that licenses aren’t needed for individual vendors. The Mayor states he wants to see that we get the sales tax from the event. Shantae states that there is a form that each vendor fills out on the state of utah website and sends it in to them to make sure that happens. She does these events to bring the community together, have a place for locals to sell their wares, give youth an opportunity to make money, and just help the community in general. They cleaned up so well after the event to make sure they knew they are good renters.
5. Ordinance 2026-05-1 Park Usage Ordinance

Doug currently works for the Highway Patrol and is running for Sheriff. He has been with the Highway Patrol for his whole career and enjoys hard work. He is running for Sheriff because there is a lack of leadership. There wasn’t a Deputy here tonight to make a report and answer questions and he wants to change that. He wants to be able to help and serve the community, police are part of the community and he wants that to be known. He is not partial to any political party but is here to serve the whole community. He believes we as small communities need to work together for the benefit of all of us. At this time he has a choice to retire or keep going and he wants to keep going in a new capacity to make a difference. He wants offices to be proficient, proactive, and productive. Again, there is a deputy assigned to be here and he wants to know where they are? He would love to answer questions.
The Mayor states the bigger cities have their own police but the rural communities don’t have that and so the Sheriff’s department is the face of policing for us so we want to see them here. Doug states that with quality law enforcement there is a lack of crime and he wants to provide that.
Nate thanks Doug for coming to introduce himself and put a face to the name.

The Mayor is concerned about the facebook post requesting vendors for the 4th of July. He is concerned because his daughter is running the Cook Shack and the 4th is her biggest day of the year. He says he thinks that it is unfair to have vendors when we required his daughter to jump through hoops to be able to do that. So he would like to know who is the Event Coordinator for the Town Events. The council states that it would be the Council Member over Activities. The Mayor states he doesn’t intend to limit who can come but wants to be sure that they have the right permits. Marlene wants to know why it was a problem to have it on facebook page, Mayor stated that he just didn’t want people to sign up before we talked about the park events issues. Nate wonders if we have a lot of vendors do we have parking and where will we put them? Marlene states that will be considered. Are we ok to look for Vendors, asked Marlene? The Mayor stated yes. Brianna stated she is here just to find out about what was happening with activities because she was veto’d on something previously by the mayor when wanting to do an activity in the park so she wanted to know why it was ok for others. It was stated that the 4th of July has been being planned all year, with plans for vendors at the park, and goes along with what was planned last year.

6. Proposed Animal Control Contract with Raelene Penman Raelene’s contract was up at the end of April and needs to be renegotiated. She responds to stray animal reports and impounds them and tries to find where it belongs as well as animal welfare checks on animals.
She is wanting to raise her fees to $500 yearly and a $50 a case, she wants a back up person assigned if she is out of town. It was mentioned that no cases have been reported to the town this year so we need a reporting system for her to make us aware if there has been a case and animals should not be released until the payment is made.
Eric states that we just need to have people come to the town, pay, get a receipt, and then show that to her to retrieve the animal.

Council Member Reports:	
Nathan Spackman  Water looks good right now. He has thought about purchasing some leak detection equipment but doesn’t know if it’s worth the $4000. He also stated that if he is out late doing water stuff he is generally checked on by a deputy so he knows they are here and present often.
Eric Page There is a major water problem at the cemetery. Conner is working on the sprinklers at the cemetery and the upper portion is having a huge problem that will need to be dug up and fixed. Melanie is working on getting bids to replace at least the upper portion sprinkling system. She believes this will be an ongoing problem if we just try to put a bandaid on it. Eric believes that there are things that could be done to fix it for relatively inexpensive without having to replace the whole thing. The pump is working great. Eric will work on getting graves filled in for Memorial Day. Eric will turn the drinking fountain on at the walking trail. He may want to look at buying another water fountain to put in at the Park. In talking about the side by side, he is worried about it being street legal. Mayor stated that it is street legal.
Melanie Hunsaker She was also going to talk about the cemetery sprinkling system. It needs to be a priority to fix as it is getting to the point where the small fixes aren’t going to be enough.
Marlene Berger – Easter Egg Hunt Review, Baby Lamb Day Council member voting for the t shirt contest. Winner is Nykki Remley. It will be posted on the Facebook public voting post.
As are as Easter goes, we probably need a microphone in the future. There was some confusion on where to land the helicopter. But overall it was a success.
We sponsored baby lamb day as part of America250 and it was a success.
The Memorial Day Ceremony is planned and ready. Set up for the event was discussed. Flags will be put on all veterans graves Thursday night by Nykki’s family. Eric wonders if we are putting flower bouquets on undecorated graves, Nate suggested we have them there and kids can put them out to get them involved in honoring those that served.
4th of July preparations are under way. We are making it bigger and better with America250 funds.
Mayor Curt Whiteford Got a proposal for the road 3000 W for us to consider. He has been interjecting throughout the meeting on things he has been working on. He is working hard on the budget. He needs council members to let him know if they have capital projects to put in the budget. We have to show in the budget that we need more money to complete the projects or we can’t raise the taxes. He is working on the tax increase proposal to help us get the projects done that we want to get done so we have to put them in the budget. If Stephanie is asked by a council person to do something she is going to first pass it by the Mayor first so he is in the loop on everything.
