Minutes for E. C. Preservation Commission Meeting
24 February, 2015

    	 Chairwoman Shirley Begay welcomed every one and called the meeting to order.  Those in attendance were Shirley, Jan, Ed, Mervin, Vernell, LaMar and Bernice.  Ethan, Dottie and Wade were excused.
	Bernice read the minutes for the January meeting.  Ed made a motion to accept and Mervin seconded.  
	Shirley had information from Utah Historic Preservation.   May is Historic Preservation Month and they have put out a call to get at least one public event in each of Utah’s 29 counties.  Ed suggested we use whatever event the Historical Society did for the month of May.  Jan suggested maybe taking them to one of the sites we had interpreted.  LaMar suggested that we consider getting with the new Epi-center Group in Green River.  They have refurbished an old store and now have their offices there.  This group is putting together a historic tour that is part of their “Sidewalks and Trails” tour of Green River.  They would be glad to take us on one their historic tours of Green River.  Ed said if we contacted them, they may already have something scheduled for May.  Shirley asked Lamar if he would check with them and see if this is a possibility.  Ed also suggested doing a tour of Elwin Rasmussen’s old automobile collection if this didn’t work out.  The State will publish our event on their website and in a small digital brochure that they will circulate before May.
	Shirley then asked Mervin to report on the Swinging Bridge Project.  He stated that he had visited with the county and had acquired a key to the old Weed and Mosquito building and that Danny Cox will hopefully start on the cutting of the timbers the first part of March.  There is plenty of room to store the wood.  As soon as weather permits, paint can also be stored there and we can get the project underway.  
	Ed reported that he was on the agenda for the Green River City Council meeting on March 10th to formally get their support for the silhouette installation.  He will report how that went at our next meeting.  
	Bernice reported that she had talked to Eldon Holmes about doing the next set of silhouettes.  Lamar had mentioned earlier that the ones at Buckhorn looked too small.  If we can get permission to mount the Green River set on the hill where we would like, the perspective would make this set look bigger.  So she made the motion to take the smaller set from our desert to Green River and have the next set made at least life-size.  They will look better out in the flats.  Jan called for approval of this motion and all approved.  Eldon’s bid was emailed to everyone.  Basically if the 7 ½ to 8’ size (horse and rider) is $750.00 and the burros $500.00 and if we ordered the same designs—The 4 riders would cost: $3000.00 and the 2 burros, $1000.00 - for a total of $4000.00 not counting installation – cement.
	Also discussed was that Interpretive Graphics was contacted about the pumpjack sign.  Some points were clarified and Jim Peters will work on getting that coming together. 
	Shirley asked for a report on the interpretive signs for the ghost towns.  Bernice had a draft for Wilsonville and Vernell had left information for Mohrland with Shirley.   We discussed doing a draft for a 3-sided interpretive for Mohrland.  Bernice will get with Lori Ann and Kerry Larsen to work with them on the information they have put together and start on a draft.  Ed and Vernell will give directions for the draft.
