Minutes of the Bicknell Planning & Zoning Commission

Welcome, call to order and pledge by Ellen Anderson

Roll Call:  Connie Durfey, Jim Dudleston, Deanne Frazier, Ellen Anderson present.  Darcie King, absent.

Approval of minutes: March 17th regular meeting minutes approved.

First item: We have 2 applications for minor subdivisions.  This involves the 2, 1 acre lots just south of what would be 400 North between Center street and 100 east. (East of Scotts house) The owners have passed away and the estate wishes to split the 2, 1 acre lots into 4 ½ acre lots.  

The lots will be subdivided east to west allowing access to each lot from Center street or 100 East.   The lots are deeded separately and are on 2 separate applications.

The applications were submitted by the executor of the trust Von Memory.

Fees for both applications have been paid.

A motion was made by Jim to approve both minor subdivisions.   The motion was seconded by Connie.  A roll call vote followed;  Jim-yes,  Deanne-yes, Connie-yes, Ellen-yes.

Next on the agenda - Proposed amendment to the Building and Zoning Ordinance to define ‘Property Line’ and ‘Right-of-way’.

Jim said that 3 times in the last year or so, someone has shown up with a building permit application and argued that they met setbacks because they owned halfway out into the street right-of-way.   Jim thinks we need to have a definition in our ordinance to clarify ‘Right-of Way’, and Property Line.

Ellen provided several examples from the State Code which were discussed. 

 
The following 3 definitions are proposed to be added to Section 2 of the Building and Zoning Ordinance:

J. "Road" is a general term for denoting a public way for the transportation of people, materials, and goods, including the entire area within the right-of-way. Generally, roads including right-of-ways in Bicknell Town are 85 feet 8 inches wide.  

K. "Right-of-way" is a secured, restricted strip of land meant for transportation and public safety acquired by public entities, though owners may still hold underlying property rights.  It can be acquired via dedication, acquisition, or eminent domain.

L. “Property Line” is established from your legal description less any public right-of-way.

A motion was made by Jim to add the 3 definitions to the building and zoning ordinance.  The motion was seconded by Deanne.

A roll call vote followed;  Connie-Yes, Deanne-Yes, Jim-Yes, Ellen-Yes.


The meeting was adjourned.
