ADMINISTRATION AGENDA - MAYOR AND COUNCIL BUSINESS ; STAFF
COMMENTS: rSummer Water Restrictions. Scott Phillips - I don't know the plans we
may have. We had a dry winter, and other cities are looking at water restrictions and before it
gets bad, I want to know if we have anything in place. Matt Baker, Water Departrnent - we
have not had any discussions. Phillifs - so we are just the standard no watering between 8

a.m. to 6 p.m. No odd day or even day watering at this point? Matt - no. In 2022 we did the
odd and even day restrictions. Phillips - I would suggest we start looking at it and have a
plan in place. Mayor - is there a trigger, something we should be watching for? Matt -
Wells we are a month ahead of schedule from last year. We started our first well April 24th
last year, this year it was March l9th, and started another one the next day. We started the
irrigation wells two weeks later, and we started one of our big wells out west of Quichapa
last Thursday. Phillips - I think we should start to look at something. I don't have all the
best answers, but we need to be the leader in that as well as the citizens with our own
properties. Matt - if we do that, we need to tell Cedar City Parks to lead by example. Also,
the schools, SUU and churches. Phillips - yes, we don't want to be brown and die, but we
need to work around and try and have less water and have it stretch a little further, maybe a
little dry, but still green. Cox - the State has a program that pays about $2 a square foot to
take it out your grass. Mayor - we have meters to show usage, is there an education for

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people to see their usage instead of forced restriction. Matt - yes, there is a link on th€ city

website to show you every time you use your water, it is myneptune360. Cox - also the

smart controllers for your yard, I see so many sprinklers on when it is raining. Also, a lot of
people are overwatering. Maft - there are landscape companies that over water also. Phillips
I we have a conservation tier, if you use more you pay more. Galan - we should make it
more formal, put it in the newsletter about metering their own use and in the next 30 days

figure out what is needed for the rest of the year. Mayor - with the new Public Information

officer we can have her help with that. Matt - the information to check your water usage is

on the water bills and it is in the newsletter. City overall usage, not counting construction,

and we have 90 hydrant meters out now. Citywide, March 10 to l5th we used about 3.5

million gallons per day. when the temp went up to 80 degrees 4.1 up to 5 million gallons per

day (mgd), up to 6.6 mgd, dorvn to about 5.5 mgd in the beginning of April, 7.6 mgd on

April 1lft, back down to when we had the snowstorm, then yesterday we were at 8.98 mgd.

Cox - what was last year, or a couple years ago comparable to the same month? Matt - I
don't know, we didn't keep track of daily use like we can with this system. Scott - we can do

that now look at comparables' week after week, month after month, year after year. Mayor -
we did have a report of usage once we implernented the tiered system. PhilliPs - yes, the

overall household usage did go down. Cox - overall we use the same amount of water

including the growth and that's after the conservation tier. Matt - 8 or the top l0 users are

irrigation sprinklers, that includes culinary and irrigation, most ofthem are schools and

paris. Mayor - secondary system is part ofthat; we need larger users on the secondary

iystern that will have a big impact our overall water use. That is well on the way, we have

about $7 million of the $10 million that the Conservancy District has been able to get

towards getting that system in. Hopefully we can finish our studies and on the best way to do

that and get the last $3 million out of the next appropriation. Cox - We put a filtration systern

in the sewer treatment facility that we will release type one refuse that we can pipe back and

put on the big users like cemeteries, parks and schools and takes a big draw offthe aquifer.

.S"h-idt - I tulked with Eric and Kent. We have quite a few large evalts coming to the

park, and Eric has enough money; he could chip seal the lot behind the Elks Lodge and put

Angle parking to increase parking for the park. Phillips - that needs to be an agenda itern.

tstorm Drain improvement grant for the area of 200 North & Cove Drive. Kent Fugal - we

are in the application process for the BRIC grant. One thing eligible is storm drain

improvements where we have potential for flooding. We are looking from 2150 West, the

storm channel from Tagg N Go and through the fields down to Lund Hwy where we dump

into Quichapa channel gives us a lot of concems, especially from 2150 to the north side of
the railroad. We need to replace the crossing for the railroad and there isn't enough capacity.

As we go down there are capacity issues all the way down. The application is in 2 parts. The

state requires we submit a notice ofintent; we have done that they were due at the end of
April. We are working on design work to be able to submit the application to the Feds in
July. Councilmember Schmidt has been aware of that, but we want you all to be aware and

let us know if you have concems. Paul - tell them about the match obligation. Kent - it is
25% local match. If we are only able to get fundod our highest priority, which is 2150 to the

north side of the railroad, it was about a $3 million project. The entire project, the initial
estimate to come all the way to the Quichapa Channel is about $15 million. If we get funding

for the entire thing, it is a significant match. If we are successful in getting the full project

funded, we will need some budget discussions. Mayor - it would be over a few years? Kent

- yes, we do have some time. Phillips - this is part of the storm drain master plan. Galan -
there is a mechanism to space out the 25% though the life of the project? Kent - I think we

CONSIDER A FRANCHISE AGREEMENT WITII FORGED FIBER 37. LLC.
GARRETT MARSHALLiRANDALL MCUNE: Randall - a new fiber optic company
that wants to come to Cedar City to compete. They need a franchise agreement with 3% tax
to the State, and they forward some to us. Other utilities are already there. I have not heard
any complaints. Schmidt - in a subdivision we are already putting in 4 fiber companies. I
don't want to enter more unless it is beneficial. Phillips - what legal obligation do we have
where we can't deny them if they meet the criteria. Randall - I have not done any studies
recently, but past is ifthey can fit you should add them in, that is where UTOPIA got in
houble. Galan - that is something difficult to implernent. One concem I have is when South
Central started putting in all their lines, the permissions they have from us, it doesn't cover
sharing piping with anyone else, is it private property do they parallel with South Central.
Paul - they typically parallel other companies. Galan - our PUD they tore up every street
and kind ofput them back. Paul - this does not cover private streets. I would like to be able
to set down with this company and see their methods, what trenching, how quick they get in
and out with our Public Works Department before it is finalized. Witkey - do we have 4 or 5
of these contracts? Schmidt - we do, we have lnfoWest, South Central, Century Link and
TDS. Phillips - Paul is correct, if there isn't a rush, can we table it? Randall - I don't know
ifthere is a rush, the first conversation was last fall, then they asked to be put on the agenda.
Wilkey - I express the concem that we don't want to stop others from doing business. Galan
- there is no representative here? Randall - they asked what date and I didn't hear back.
Galan - I am uncomfortable approving before the meethg with Public Works and know the
scope. The contract is almost bullet proof. Cox I would ask that we go back to them for
their proposal and plan, if it is minuscule then we not consider. Galan - there has to be a
discussion. Our people need to talk with them; not all fiber optic groups act the same way.
We don't want to have endless tearing up. Wilkey - this is to allow them to use the PUE.
What Galan is referring to does this get into the specifics. Paul - we want to know what they
are doing.

Councilmember Phillips moved to table to a date yet to be determined after they meet with
staff; second by Councilmember Schmidt; vote unanimous.
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Paul - there was a time not so long ago when we considered doing our own fiber because no

one would come here.

Civil - Exhibit "A" is the official RDO 3-page document that was prepared. The prop
er, Go
erty is

on Cross Hollow and Cody Drive, behind Silver Silo, and south of Carmel Canyon Estates

and west of wildflower subdivision, the hill area that is undeveloped. we got a positive

recommendation fiom Planning commission. we are condensing the density for the overall

RDO area which is 77 acres in three pods. Pod 1 we are proposing R-3-M, Pod 3 we are

proposing R-3-M, and Pod 2 leaving as R-1. Currently all the property is R-l except a sliver

utong cri.. Hollow which is Central Commercial, it is part of the property, but is not part of

ttre iOO, and will be left Central Commercial. There are 4 units per acre allowed with R-l

zoning, there is a density bonus given with RDO's. The density is shown at the bottom of
gxfritli *e., which if left as R- 1 would allow 3 10 units, with the RDO bonus density they

are allowed 464 units, but they are asking for 400 units which is 90 more than would be

allowed with 4 units per acre but less than allowed with the bonus density. The way the

ordinance is written there should be a community benefit for an RDO. Our proposal has 77

acres, Pod I is 14.69 acres, Pod 3 is 5.63 acres and Pod 2 is 57.06 acres which is the majori[
of the property. we have a Development Agleement accompanying the RDo with two

items. We proposed, there are two dead end streets in Wildflower Subdivision, Church Street

and sunnyvali that are dead ends, we are proposing to develop Pod 2 in the same fashion as

the houses adjacent to it as R-1, 10,000 square foot lots, and complete these streets. Chuch

Street would be a cul-de-sac with houses around it and Sunnyvale; we would bring a road out

and put a cul-de-sac. There is a master plans around it, we will talk about church Street, it is

supposed to tie into cross Hollow. When we went tkough Sketch we entertained Master

Plan Amendments. The city is going to require modeling studies with those, so we decided to

show as is and we will do the studies and do the amendments later. Some comments we got

from staff were conceptual access plans, (Exhibit "A", sheet 4). Pod I an existing road into

Sunset Canyon we wiil match there, we will have a looped street, and with density requested

it would be over the 80 units with one access, so we have shown one access through one of
the commercial sites as an access. Pod 3 Leavitt's are planning a signalized intersection, and

we are waiting for the location to match it. Offof the existing neighborhoods, it is a cul-de-

sac concept and then we will extend the road out to a cul-de-sac and have R-l homes around

it. This sheet is just a schernatic to show a concept, in order to do that we would have to go

tkough the masier plan amendment to remove the road. I did do a conceptual road concept

and alstraight grade it is at 12% which is a challenge. we are assuming the master plan road

will go away. RDO Color Map Markup Exhibit "A" sheet 4 the gray areas are area of
development, after we plat and develop the roads, the remaining plat, the green area give to

the city, we dedicate 39-40 acres to the city. Parks have standards for paved trails, and it

wouldbe a challenge to meet those. There are existing dirt tfails. wilkey - I know the

property, it is sage brush, why do we want it, it is unbuildable? Dallas - to preserve the

isthetics and the trails. The city has already accepted property from carmel canyon Estates

and Sunset canyon. There are power lines and trails. The residents and parks see the value

ofpreserving open space. The topography does not lend itselfto development or paved hails

There is a tax burden for the property owner. Cox - you could move the top to the bottom
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and terrace it like they did across the street, so there are options that are not desirable. Dallas
- we could cut it all up, but preserving it is more beneficial to everyone. If the city doesn,t
want it, it can stay with the developer. Mayor - the idea of the RDO the density is because
the developer is giving something that is ofpublic good to go through the process, that is the
only give. Dallas - the way the ordinance is written, there should be some community
benefit, PODS I & 3 will be developed as PUD's, so minimum open space amenities there.
one ofthe benefits is the open space. The second part of the Development Agreernent that
Planning Commission did a non-recommendation was storm water proposal. There is a
master plan road to Church Street, a random 12" water line, the main one is storm water. The
city master plan shows a 5-acre detention pond and an S-acre dike. The RDO map lays out a
preliminary volume with a reasonable footprint. There is a curb inlet grate across fiom the
LDS Church, there is a 5- and 8-acre dike, that location is very challenging, I propose that it
be moved up. With the storm drain outlet in Cross Hollow we can discharge. Hydrology
there is hard surface increase we generate that we are responsible for, there is an area of 16
acres, and it drains to the dike and the 56 acres drains to the pond, the 136 acres drains to the
dikes. We recognize we need to provide for our runoff, but the majority of the runoff comes
from above. If the RDO is approved we would give the land and the city would pay the cost
to upsize, we said we want to be paid for the upsize of the construction and the land. We
were 12Yo ofone basin and 22%o of the other. The major issue we have is they are proposed
on the flattest property. I do feel the best location of the dike is moved or broke into multiple
locations. There are issues down here and that was parl of the 2022 storm drain master plan.

Wilkey - the two pieces proposing to leave R-I, the developer does not plan to keep those
pieces. Dallas - we are asking for the upper threshold but still held to the underlying zoning
and this is the most clear-cut standard. With my experience with cul-de-sacs there may be 4
houses and maybe 15 with the other lots. On the west side we could make larger lots,Yz acre,
% or I acre lots. Wilkey - our master plan already shows the detention at this size, what are
they giving us? Kent - the master plan doesn't say how it has to be designed. Our practice
has been that the upsize to accommodate all the water not coming offtheir property and we
reimburse for the construction cost. They were also asking the city to pay for the property but
have backed off. Cox - their property may have 1 acre foot run offand we require a 5-acre
foot pond. Dallas - I consider this a regional basin, there is a big up stream runoff, and we
are a small percentage. We are required to do our part, but there is an issue with the city, and
we need a regional facility. Wilkey -l met with the developer, where I struggle, at the end of
the day he is choosing to buy a piece that is mostly undevelopable and wants to take a small
portion and put all the density on one piece and leave the open space. He did say he would do
some open space in the RDO. Mayor - are there any limits in what the council can ask for?
Randall - it is mostly open, ifyou don't want the RDO you can say no. Ifyou consider it,
you can put in conditions and negotiate in good faith. It should be reasonable and rational.
Mayor - this area is frustrated with townhomes going everywhere, I took Ryan to a property
in Enoch to show him where he could build. Wilkey - I am about the American Dream, I
want to see something. It is a long and busy road. I see why he wants to do what he is doing.
Dallas - the R-3-M zone is more popular than R-3-1, I have never done an R-3-l
subdivision. When you talk about a buildable product ofthat size and want a decent size
house, you have an R-2-1 lot. The RN you get closer to the minimum. There is a 300-foot set
back from R-l, RE, if we want a R-3-1 or RN you end up with a 7,000 square foot lot. Cox -
it is our restrictions that are preventing that. Wilkey - I do work in Desert Color and some of
their lots have 3' setbacks and it is better than a town home. Dallas - when I talked with
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Ryan about smaller single family detached, we looked at Cody Drive, I wouldlave a hard

time having homes front that road, and I don't think the city would allow it. If we go from

public to pivate you need a roundabout and you have a 5-acre basin. There is a slope and

curve coming offcody. we have one access offcody and one-offcross Hollow. There are

a lot of challinges. Ryan mentioned that he talked with you and Scott about that, but to put

something in Gre that works and the concession with land, it is 3 acres within 14 acres that

we are giving to the city and can't be developed. Double fronted lots on cody drives up the

costs alio. Schmidt - the houses on top, my understanding was that it might be sold or Jones

is keeping the property. why are you putting this on the map. could you build as palt of the

RDO? Dallas - yes, Jones have had this for a long time and does not have an interest to

develop it. schmidt - they could sell these in this RDo? Datlas - it is part of the RDo.

There are two owners, Ong and Jones, everything to the west is under conhact by the

applicant, everything to the east is the Jones'. If this RDO is approved, there is no way 50

liomes will be built in Pod 2. That area is locked in as single family homes. The city wants

the roads completed, especially Church Street, they want a proper cul-de-sac. The red, grcen

and gray as R-l and the rest is left as open space, ifthe city accepts it. Modeling studies need

to be done before we can do everything with the inlets. Mayor - there are fire issues with the

open space, and we take on liability so we will have additional costs to think about in that

area. Wilkey - Ken, are you comfortable talking about the green space. Ken Neilson,

Leisure Servies - we met with Dallas, it is not a location for a paved trail. We do not have

dirt trails; we don't maintain dirt trails. Armbrust shoots offour trails for walkable space. If
the City wants to get into that business, they will have to decide. Galan - there are some

qualifiing aspects for an RDo and the only thing I hear as qualifuing is giving us the land

that we might not want or do something with it we might not like. Tell me the RDO

definitions. Dallas - the ordinance vaguely said community value. Galan - it could be a

historic overlay, transit overlay, affordable housing, I don't see that. what are we defining as

RDO. Cox - if we can make sure the setbacks we have high density on the higher traffic

roadways, get the setbacks where it can pencil and get the single-family homes within. The

more density the less roads we have to snowplow. Don Boudreau - the ordinance states: an1l

public or prtvate amenities beneJiting and adjoining the residential zones, i.e. parks, trails,

schools, churches and other such amentties as approved with the master plan.lt is very

discretionary decision on what benefits the city is gaining. We have unbuildable slopes that

offer the city as open space, it can be argued that open space as you urbanize can be a

benefit, but there are challenges we would have to take on related to fire. I am not convinced

that concentrating all the density downsheam is potentially the best idea, it is going to put a

lot of homes down in the watershed as opposed to spreading thern out. It is very discretionary

and opportunity to master plan an area as opposed to the macro scale that we see in the

general plan, we can really look and see what makes t}le most sense here. The city has needs

for drainage in this area. Randall - initially the applicant indicated we should pay our
percentage of the land in addition to other things. We responded back that this is a

discretionary thing, and according to case law and State Property Ombudsman, we can

require reasonable amenities that we think fit and so the demand is you pay for all of it, the

land as well as the improvernent costs for those master planned improvements for drainage.

They responded back with what you have in your packet, donating the land, they rernoved

their complaint or,rgument for a percentage of the land value as one of the claimed

amenities, and then they asked for the rest. It is within your discretion; you don't have to give

it at all, it is more just a contract negotiation more than a taking' Wilkey - I consider the

detention and the dike working together, but I don't on the green space. Phillips - why is
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Pod 3 against Cross Hollow Road? why could it not be moved behind the other commercial
areas? I am tired of seeing town homes along Cross Hollow Road. Dallas - there is some
topography that it will not work. Also, you can't see, initially we had a 4s pod we pulled out,
there is 10 acres of commercial left on Cross Hollow Road. Cox - is the applicant willing to
keep the open space and take care of it and still do the drainage. Dallas - I have been in a
number of meetings with dirt trails, the fire risk is new, I see the value in preserving it, we
look at previous RDO's and look at what concessions they made, and I have not seen any to
this magnitude. If you say in order for this RDO to go, we need to see a park in Pod 2. We
proposed a major chunk to be open space. The developer has some park ideas, and I am
cautious about putting them in a development agreement. Schmidt - the biggest benefit I see
in the green area, a lot ofpeople walk through there. If the city doesn't take it then you take
the liability and you won't want everyone walking and riding their motorbikes through there.

Mayor Nelson opened the public hearing. Donny Cook - most of this is what will be built
and not if it should be other than commercial, as it is prime real estate and increase in value.
Four years there was a city master plan designating most of this area as R- I and open spaces,
and I took it into consideration when I bought my property and built my home. There is
approximately 60 or 70 homes valued at $1 million each that will be directly impacted by the
zoning changes with $60 million in real estate and the property taxes generatd that will be
affected by your decision. Growth is inevitable and needs to be managed also esthetics that it
creates and the atmosphere. The cunent Planning Commission and City Council are looking
at the proposal as a business transition between the city and developer and not manage
control for the current owners. Storm water, Cody Drive and flooding washed out parts ofthe
road. New Smiths their request to hold water up above and released downstream which is the
Cross Hollow area. You allowed a variance and the bike trail undemeath the road will be
unusable at that time. Last and most important the failure ofthe city to secure land for the
freeway interchange. When I spoke to UDOT representative and said what is the plan when
they finish their responsibility, he smiled and laughed and said it is the city problem.

Scooter Williamson - I ask you to deny the RDO as proposed, the proposal is not a small
neighborhood adjustment. According to your own staff report it increases baseline density by
90 units or 30% while concentrating most of that density into 2 pods along Cody Drive and
Cross Hollow Road. The density increases much more when they exclude a large chunk
because it would cut into profits due to excavation costs. The developer is asking to reduce or
modiry infrastructure obligations including discussions surrounding master planned roads

and major storm water detention requirernents. To many residents this feels less like balanced
planning and more like an attempt to maximize profits by increasing density and cutting
development costs while shifting long-term impacts and liabilities onto the city and
surrounding neighborhoods. Most importantly, city staffrecommend denial. The report states

that the applicant is requesting bonus density, changes to master planned infiastructure, and
for the city to take ownership ofsteep hillside land that comes with maintenance, fire
mitigation and possible flooding liability. Staff then conclude that the applicant is offering
nothing in exchange for these requests. The report also says that traffic impacts cannot be
evaluated or recommended because of limited access points and concentrated vehicle trips. I
would ask the council to consider why approve major density increase before fully
understanding the impacts. Staffadditionally note that much of the proposed open space is
steep, rough terrain that is generally undevelopable. The city may inherit long-term
maintenance, wildfire, drainage, and liability concems in exchange for allowing substantially
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more density. The staffreport states that RDO'S are discretionary and not required' I also

think it is important to recogrize that the residents ofThe Sunset Canyon neighborhood and

many surrounding areas are predominantly long-germ and well-connected mernbers ofthe
community who are deeply invested in Cedar City and care greatly about the responsible

growth, public safety, infrastructure, and preserving the character ofthe area. They are

watching this decision closely. I respectfully ask you to follow your qualified staff
recommendation and deny the proposal in its current form.

Ann Clark - I would usually say follow the General Plan. I am conflicted. I bought my

house 20 years ago and could go to the arena and it was the old west. I like the raw land' I
drove down there and Leavitt's have demolished an entire hill, will there be any hill left.

Maybe the trade offis the green space. The problem is the RDO takes over the General Plan,

they say one thing and do the other. I think the green space is worth it. Randall - the way

the RDO is *ritten, it shows pods that are approximately how it will be, the numbers can't

change. Dallas - based on my recommendations to the Jones', the low hanging fruit, it could

be pushed out, 30-49 acres, not changing the road configuration, it could be bigger lots. It is

approximate road configurations, the minimum is % acre lots, but the range is could they

could be larger.

Julie Cook - who are the Jones you are talking about? Craig and Sherry. I am a Jones. I
grew up on 200 West. I knew everyone on 200,300, 100 and 700 West and there is a huge

value growing up in a neighborhood, you know the good and the bad in your neighborhood.

What bothers me, it is not just a switch and bait, there are approximately 3,000 people living
down there we don't know, but I also see a freeway, there are times I can't get out of
Crescent Hills, I would like a change in traffic to 30 mph, everyone is going 50 mph. I
object to the RDO. The Henley going in is 1-,2-and 3-bedroom apartments, it destabilizes

the area. It is doubling the size of the Henley. Slow down.

Travis Att - I bought my lot before this was changed, before DR Horton and I spent 2 years

of my weekends building my home that I now hate. I can't let my kids play in my yard; I
have found drug paraphernalia in my yard. This has ruined Sunset Canyon. I owned this lot
when this happened and I would rather have a flood ruin my first level than have this crap'

The people in the townhomes don't have enough parking spaces and they park on Cross

Hollow Road; there is zero visibility. I would appreciate it ifyou took a look and said you

have damaged this area enough, leave it R-l, they can make money in other areas ofthe
valley. I am stuck, I will never get value out of my home. You have million-dollar homes in
the area and no one compensated me for my property loss.

Jan Gilbert - Cedar City is growing over 370, U ofU study respondents said the rate of
growth is too high. We will grow, my concem is that the type of zoning change accelerates
growth, they can put up 350 apartments in l8 months to 2 years. Look at the Henley
Apartments in 18 months, most of the population growth has been in migration. I am not
anti-growth but 3.2% is high growth but you need to plan for it. A lot ofjunipers and

cedarwood need fire reduction. No bus service on Cross Hollow Road. The city housing
study it says the city needs more single family housing.

Jelisa Robison - I need to stand and fight for my home and neighborhood. Trying to get out
ofthe neighborhood, there are cars everywhere. Our kids can't ride their bikes through the

neighborhood. we have so much on the west side of cross Hollows, please do not let it come
to the east side where our kids play, they ride to the church. Cody Drive is already really
busy. As we keep adding developments like this makes it hard for our kids to play. We have
invested a lot of money and time in our homes. we already struggle with water pressure in
our neighborhood. we bought 9 years ago and none of this was there. Let us preserve what
is left.

John Henderson - I live in the 55+ community, September last year was not a big storm and
the water coming down the street, you won't have houses there. The people on the comer
ruined our view. They didn't do the two lots because it drops offso much because of the drop
offand your public works trucks get stuck. I was in fire service 36 years, we can make this is
open space and modifu the fuel.

Brenden Watkin - we just bought two lots to build a home, pod 1 would greatly affect us,
none ofus want it or see the need for it or see any reason to change it from what it currently
is. Some say we need affordable housing; we aren't wealthy, we make livable income and
we scrimp and save to build on one of those lots, it is not impossible to build a single-family
home affordably. I would rather have smaller single-family homes. I echo what has already
been said. No value or reason to accept what has been presented.

Kelly Newville - I want to introduce you to me, so you understand the integrity of the
development of Section 16 that was owned by the Jones family who was my grandfather. I
am a lifetime resident of Cedar. I am the great granddaughter ofthe statue in front of your
building, Henry Lunt. I am also the great granddaughter ofLehi Willard Jones who
developed and worked in this area harder and longer than almost anybody that I can find
research on. My uncle is York Jones who has more integrity and love for this community
also than anybody I've been able to match. He has written books to try and show their
integrity and beauty ofour community. I am a licensed real estate broker; I represent Jones
and Lee family partnership for 20 years. We have met with many engineers, many developers
trying to stomach what has happened to the Jones' parcels and to the parcels below that have
several names. The master plan and the flooding greatly affected these people, but their
desire was to still do this the right way. After many efforts of trying, Ryan Gregerson came
to the table, who also loves the community. You say he is making a lot of money; he has
spent a lot of money to try and resolve for the Jones family who he cares for. It is Randy and
Sherry Jones, they aree wonderful people, they are first cousins, they are my family. This
canyon is beautiful. I have a listing and a buyer's agreernent with Ryan Gregerson. Dallas
has spent countless hours trying to work through this. With Sectionl6 being developed the
drainage ran off and affected the Jones' who is in the master plan with steepness and
elevation. The open space, do you know how many people use it, it is beautiful and many
people use it.

Wilkey - what we allow in the R-3-M is a wide variety, as part of the process, if we want to
say nothing 3-story, can we put that in? Randall - yes, but they could come in later and ask
for a change. Dallas - this RDO is a much more restrictive than the zone change, before the
RDO. Wilkey - with higher density. Dallas - yes but less than R-3. They are paper numbers
that still need to be designed with engineering and zoning standards, and I would be shocked
to get 400. Cox - I would prefer that you look at single family housing and lower cap of
households and we minimize the setbacks. How much flat land if you built just single-family
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homes? Dallas - the market plays into that. of the 70 acres, Fobably 20 acres is unbuildable.

Based on market conditions it is not feasible to take offhilltops. If we do on a paper base, 77

acres, 310, we propose 400, if we widdle it down to 310 does it make a difference to you?

Cox - it does to me, it is less on the infrastructure. Cox - we need to give a little because of
the drainage issues, maybe 350. If there is some compromise, I would be interested to hear it.

I would rather have singe family detached. Schmidt - this will increase the traffic quite a bit,

are you also improving cross Hollow past your second pod? Dallas - as the commercial

tlevilops. schmidt - I am looking for cross Hollow to be fixed because it puts a lot of haffic

to the end ofyour other Pod. Wilkey - per our ordinance, ifthey were not to deed it to us,

when they do Pod 3 where do they do the improvements? Randall - it might have to be done

with Pod l; we would really have to look at it.

The hearing closed.

Councilmember Phillips moved to put this item on the action agenda; seconded by

Councilmernber Wilkey; vote unanimous.

PUBLIC IIEARING TO CONSIDERADEVELOPME NT AGREEMENT FORA
PROPERTY LOCATED AT APPROXIMATELYIl5T SOUTII MAIN STREET
(SMITII'S MARKETPL ACE). AWA/RANDALL MCUNE: JeffRandall, AWA - we

are here to work through the Development Agreement. See Exhibit "B". This is similar to the

Smith's in St. George at Sun River. Main Access to Cedar Knolls, with two other accesses on

Main and also one on Greens Lake Drive. Your ordinance requires 5 loading bays, Smith's

requests 3, this is what all their stores have. E-commerce pick up area, the stalls are a little
smiller than what your ordinance requires, but the cross hatched areas make it larger, so the

parking stall is smaller with larger loading area around it' A 35' sign in the front is higher

ihan code. Don - a monument sign is 30, they want 35. Staffdidn't have much concem due

to the size ofthe project. The price sign on the trail I am not sure is necessary. Jeff- it is set

back due to the drainage channel. This is for the Greens Lake traffic. The only digital is the

price ofgasoline. Kent - Randall asked about a site distance safety concern, that is a design

issue for the location. Galan - what would be wrong with adding the extra 5' to the other

sign? Kent - aesthetics, the sign does set back further fiom the street than others. Jeff -
safety, we do have site distance on those. Phillips - are the lights all pointed downward? Jeff

- yes, they are all dark sky compliant. Utilities, we are asking for a public water system

running through this property. We will provide public easements, they are in driveways, not

in landscaping. water meters and fire lanes adjacent to the buildings. we will have full city
inspections and make sure the city has access. Paul - they are going to connect to existing

infrastructure on the north side of the property, they will connect the main street line through

Mr. Geiger's property and connect to Greens Lake, that is a plus. The soil in the area are not
good and with us owing the line we are liable if the building settles. Galan - if they take the

liability are we ok. Jeff I can speak to the allergic soils, this site does not have collapsible

soils, it is rocky and we will have the crush rocks to put in the lines. I have worked in other

soils in Cedar City; it has better soil than I have seen in Cedar City. Paul - there are

settlement issues in Rocking Horse Subdivision across the channel. There are settlement

issues to the east. Schmidt - I like public, the two vaults you no longer have circulation, and

you don't have looping. Paul - it loops our system back to Greens Lake. Wilkey - is there a

way to make it public but you hold us harmless if there is a settlernent issue? Paul - we can

make a noble atternpt; there is a risk that we miss something. Cox - are we just going to T
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offthere is no loop. Jeff- W7 has a note only to use with 13R fire which is for residential.
Mayor - if there is a city waterline on a city street and the water goes to a building and the
building sinks are we liable? Randall - we have paid. Paul - chances are we would settle
Main Street first before we settle a street. our lines are usually a distance aom a building;
this is next to a building. Schmidt - with this drawing you are increasing the chance of a
leak, ifyou put them in the building, they are less. Paul - but if they are not our lines, we are
not liable. Jeff- I don't see in code we are required to have a private line. Randall - 37- 13,
State law does not require us to receive anything so that is what I would hang my hat on.
Paul - we also have practice where we have not done this on a large scale, they are all
private lines. Cox - did we ask Wal Mart and Home Depot to loop their line to increase
pressure? Mayor - why is it beneficial to you to have it public rather than private? Jeff- the
pressure issue, we need to get it back up. The design you are asking for is very expensive.
We do projects all over Utah and outside Utah, only one other city has made us do this. paul

- we called on the Sun fuver, they said the fue loop around the building is public and the
private is going into the building. Jeff- once we tap the main and tap the meter it is all
private. Cox - they are doing a lot for our system. Schmidt - I hate to see these vaults; they
are hurting us all over town. Jeff- there are city asks and some Smith asks. We have to
build a bridge over Greens Lake and cwb, gutter and sidewalk and it has a 6-figure cost, we
will save some on the water but still feel it is a win to the city. We want a win/win scenario.

Matt - We have the current Smith's, Home Depot, Wal-Mart, the schools, SUU, the hospital,
manufacturing plants out west, PUD's all have their own private fire systerns. They are
maintained and tested by the owner. This practice has worked and we have had no issues
with it. Cox - did we ask any of those to loop our system or did they just T offour line?
Matt - Wal-Mart does connect offCross Hollow, and it runs over to Providence Center.
Mayor - I want to clariry, are we asking them to loop the system? Paul - we had Ridley, our
consultant, run models on the two options to loop our systern. One option to loop our systan
is completing that line along Main Street to the north. That loops our system all the way back
to the Greens Lake system, it ties it all in because that line to the north actually dead ends
from the Greens Lake system. Once you connect it to the pipes that go south on Main Street,
you are looped, it's not a micro area that we're talking about. Mayor - so are we asking them
to loop within their project as well, does it give us benefit? Paul - we also asked Ridley to
run the numbers to tell us the benefit oflooping on the north end versus looping through
Greens Lake, I don't know the numbers. Jonathan Stathis - I did share the numbers with
Smith's; they quoted the numbers I gave them. if they make the connection to Greens Lake, it
helps the city considerably with the pressure on fire flow. The overall system, the connection
at Gieger's helps quite a bit more than just looping to Greens Lake Drive. Mayor - are we
asking for both? Jonathan - we need the one at Gieger's, not Greens Lake, but Greens Lake
does help their fire flow. Kent - the loop at the north end oftheir project, they are doing a
standard city requirement. Matt - the original was two on Main Street and Greens Lake; to
do Gieger he didn't have to go through the ditch. Kent - the public line through development
is very common in other areas. The last city I worked in, the older shopping centers had
private lines, and the newer ones did not. We were acquiring easements over the private
lines to put public lines over them. That doesn't mean that is what we need to do here. Can
we find an engineering fix for the fire issues I think we can, Main Street does not get us
there, but one corurection to Main and one to Greens Lake would do it. There are solutions
either way, I think public systems are a better way, but that is my opinion and I respect
others. Matt - 2021 when we were doing compound meters, we have moved away from that
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and we run 4,000 gpm. Exhibit "C" was read. Jeff- the storn water came up as a concem, it
had a stormwater discharge, it goes under main street and down Cedar Knolls. We were

asked to look at options to get water to the storm drain, which is up hill about 30-40 feet. We

are putting in a detention systern underground and a pump to pump it to the channel, the

pump is about $100,000. We are proposing a discharge of 5 cfs to the drainage channel to

reduce the size of the detention to offset the cost of the pump. If we do detention and so we

are asking to have the impact fee waived. PauI - if we waive storm water detention and

discharge at a higher rate and they are discharging at a higher rate. Kent - ifyou detain the

standard rate, you would get the storm water impact fees. Paul - the problem is the total

waiver; it will have impact downstream which is what we make improvonents with. You are

getting a smaller detention and discharging at a quicker rate. Kcnt - you don't have the right

to discharge all your water, to have a place to release it you have to get it to a place to hand le

the water, it could be to the high school or to Wal Mart, we gave you a solution. The concern

I have with this design. Not all ofyour site gets to the underground site and gets to the

channel, and you have two pads that you have not accountable for. The two pads on the

north side. Jeff - they will retain their water on site. Kent - does your drainage report say

that? Jeff- yes. Wilkey - what is the dollar amount? Jonathan - the full impact fee would

be $120,000. We did look to prorate the fee if they released and it would be $50,000. Phillips

- that was my concem, is there a percentage. Also, il will all go right to Cross Hollows.
Galan - I think there is an equilibrium we can get to. I want to get this project going, but I
also don't want to get hurt, and you are investing in a solution. If we don't discharge

everything, you will still get a big percentage if we don't do something. Mayor - putting it
into the freeway would not have been an option in the beginning and the State ofUtah would
not allow that, so we gave an option. Paul - the impact fee is for capital upgrades. I say don't
waive the total impact fee; they are not doing a total solution but give thern credit for a
portion. Wilkey - what is the volume difference. Jonathan - they are allowed to release 3.3

cfs, the pump would discharge 5.5 cfs. Kent - the way our ordinance, the storm drain is

based on the area of the structure, how does the outlying areas be charged at the time of
development, there are other out parcels. Jonathan - the other parcels will be charged the
pro-rated amount as well when they develop. The amounts were for the Smith's and the fuel
center. Phillips * the way you are connecting to Greens Lake, I want to make sure there is a

bike rack. Jeff- we will have bike racks; we have added them to other stores that connect to
trails and they are used a lot. Wilkey - why do we care how many loading bays? Randall -
we base it on the size ofthe building; we don't want them to take drive isles. Kent - our
ordinance is written for a typical application; there are good reasons to allow this.

Mayor Nelson opened the public hearing. Dr. Justin De Blau - as a cyclist, I am concemed
about the signage, we almost get hit all the time, I don't know why you build a fail and then
break a trail for an intersection, I ask that it be moved as far away as possible. This will just
transfer jobs from the current Smith's to this. I wish we could keep the trail preserved; the
trails are not maintained. I have leamed that we build things and then we don't maintain
thern. Ben Cozzens, Active Transportation - it will cut the number of people that ride on the
trail.2/3 will ride when no car interaction down to 10% when cars are around. Ifyou choose
to do it, move the sign back. Also queuing, cars don't care about pedestrians, so you have to
go around than.

The hearing closed.
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Councilmember Wilkey moved to put this itern on the action agenda; seconded by
Councilmernber Phillips; vote unanimous.

CONSIDER CWS COOPERATIVE AGREEMENT WITH UTAH D IVISION OF
FORESTRY. FIRE & STATE LANDS. DANNON HULET/MIKE PHILLIPS: Mike-

Councilmernber Phillips moved to put this itern on the consent agenda; seconded by
Councilmernber Schmidt; vote unanimous.

CONSIDER DISPOSAL OF CITY PROPERTY. MIKE PHILLIPS: Mike Phillips -we
just purchased a new fire tender, we had our old one since 1995, it is a freightliner and has a
4,000-gallon water tank with it and it has just under 100,000 miles. It was a gift from Three
Wishes to us and has made us a lot of money. We would like to donate to Kananaville Fire.
The benefit is when we have a fire they come and help us. We had a fire on the freeway two
nights ago, Kanarraville was shuttling water to us on a semi fire. We had the freeway closed
just north ofexit 5l

Councilmember Schmidt moved to put this item on the consent agenda; seconded by
Councilmernber Wilkey; vote unanimous.

CONSIDER THE SELECTION OF AN AUDITOR. LINDEY MATHESON: Lindey
Matheson, StaffAccountant - I am here to ask you to authorize the Finance Director to enter
into a contract agreement with HBME, LLC as our new independent certified public
accounting firm to audit our financial statements for this most current fiscal year to end June
30,2026. We received three proposals, we chose and interviewed them and we felt they
would be the best to audit the city financials. Cox - Waldo and I were on that committee.

Councilmember Cox moved to put this itern on the consent agenda; seconded by
Councilmember Galan; vote unanimous.

CONSIDER THE BLM TANKER BASE LEASE EXTENSION. TYLER GALETKA:
Tyler Galetka, Airport Manager - the lease expired in 2024, the extension agreement came a
few months ago. Total square footage is 16.014 acres, 697,569 square feet ofland. The way
the agteanant was established in 1997 was $l per year, we are authorized to do that because
it is a public safety for firefighting. We are proposing a new rate, I reached out to 9 airports, I
heard back from 4 that have air tanker bases on them. Pocatello charges 3.3 cents per sq ft
with 451,000 square feet. Twin Falls is about 7 cents per sq ft, Prescott is 6 cents per sq ft
and Casper is 5.7 cents per sq ft. I do feel we should give them a discounted rate, others are

between 3 cents to 7.7 cents, the landing fees are substantial as are the fuel flowage fees on
good years. There is still maintenance we do around the Airport for the Tanker Base. Right

Dannon Hulet with Forestry, Fire and State Lands is here also. In 2017 the city sigrred a
cooperative agreernent, and it is time to renew our agreement. It is an agreement that ifwe
have a large fire in Cedar City, we can order aircraft and other stuff to fight the fire at no cost
today. They put it into a lO-year average, take out the high and the low, and they base our
participation commitment which is around $22,000. That $22,000 is paid through our
wildland program. Paul - the $22,000 match is Mike's guys going around doing mitigation.
Galan - it is cash flow neutral. Paul - we pay our guys. Phillips - it also provides us
additional safety because ofhow the program is set up.
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now a t)?ical hangar owner is paying 40 cents a square foot, if we look at 10% ofthat it is 4

cents it would generate about $27,9O2. lf wego to the low which is what Pocatello is at it is

$20,900. Each cent we increase is another $7,000 we see in our budget. If we go toward the

high at 7 cents it is $48,829 per year, the average ofthe four airports is 5.5 cents per square

foot. Mayor - do we have any competition we would lose the tanker base to? Tyler - not

directly. They have put a large investment in our airport, so relocating it would be very

expensive. Phillips - any discussions with them to get a feel for that. I think we need a 4 to 5

cent range and who do you negotiate with? Tyler - there is a local representative, Courtney

Christensen, he is the Air Base Manager and Tori Meyer, she manages the financials of the

region out of Denver, they said it takes out of the total operating budget for staffing. We are

a critical tanker base in this region. Hill Airforce Base is the only other one in this area'

Phillips - will it be retroactive to 2024. Cox - can we give him a range to negotiate?

Randall - I would not recommend that. Galan - what is the length of the agreernent? Tyler

- it is a 25-year agreement, we can look at a cpi or negotiate every so many years.

Councilmernber Wilkey moved to put this itern in a closed meeting; seconded by

Councilmernber Cox; vote unanimous.

CONSIDER THE SCHMIDT EXCHANGE OF SERVICES AGR,EEMENT
EXTENSION. TYLER GALETKA: Schmidt - recused himself for this item.

Tyler Galetka, Airport Manager - original was in 2015, only had one bidder, we are looking
todo the second extension, we extended in2020, this is the 2d extension. The only change is

we have added inflation in the expected amount of work that we expect to receive and the

labor rates have also increased. This has been extremely beneficial to the airport, we have got

a lot oflittle projects done that we don't have in the budget. Wilkey - second extension, if
we wanted to put it out for RFP would be best to do it at the end of the 3d extension? Yes.

Wilkey - is this the pit on the west side? Tyler - this is inside the Airport fence between the

Bulloch pit that the city uses and the airport runway. We have a low point we are filling in.

Phillips - how do we quantifr cost of services, how do we make sure it all equates out, who

does that? Tyter - they are allowed to dump 210,000 cubic yards, it was established in 2015.

There is a chart that is supplied by Schmidt Construction and the hours it will take and I
deduct that offwhat we are doing for the total contract value. Wilkey - is it ever audited?

Terri - the independent auditor looks at all the contracts. Wilkey - does it say how much of
a credit we allow? Tyler - I don't know if there is a cap, we have used up all the value of the

contract.

Councilmernber Phillips moved to put this itern on the action agenda; seconded by
Councilmernber Cox; vote unanimous.

CONSIDER RELEASING LINDA BENSON. RANDY ALLEN AND NEAL SMITH
FROM THE RAP TAX ARTS COMII{ITTEE AND APPO INTING KELSI LEAVITT.
ELAINE VICKERS AND KYLE BIS HOP TO THE RAP TAX ARTS COMMITTEE.
MAYOR NELSON: Mayor Nelson - the names are there. Phillips do we thank these

people? Mayor - yes.

Councilmember Phillips moved to put this itern on the consent agenda; seconded by
Councilmember Cox; vote unanimous.
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CONSIDER A RE SOLUTIO N TO AMEND THE CONSOLIDATED FEE
SCHEDULE. RANDALL MCUNE: Randall - do you have any questions, other than the
declaration of candidacy, mostly if they are serious enough to run. The fee is small. Mayor -
there are time we spent time to run primary elections we want to make sure people are
serious. Phillips - banner program, I think $10 is a lot, it is total to put up thern up and down,
I would suggest $8.00. Have we not charged for swim meets in the past? paul - I think it is
for private swim clubs. Heritage why $75 to $80, why not $100. Cox - do we charge
baseball, basketball, etc., all across the board. I know we charge at Cross Hollows. paul - we
don't charge basketball because we don't have facilities. We charge all the others.

Negotiating
back and forth they will release that rec amenity for $500,000 and we will settle that and we
won't spend any more on that facility. Phillips - will it help us with other projects. Mayor
- he will still contribute to the trail system, and he wants to separate this from the other
property. Payment has to be made by the end ofJuly.

CONSIDER ENTERING A CON CT WITH TORUS FOR ENERGY
AGEMENT SERVICES. PAUL BITTMENN Paul - they have a process where

they take power from the grid, spin it through a machine and charge batteries, they take it at a
low charge time and store it, and it provides us limited battery backup for our facilities such
as the Treatrnent Plant and our wells. They will install the equipment at a location we help
determine. Rocky Mountain Power (RMP) pays the capital costs, over $3 million and then
we pay Torus to operate and manage the technology on our site and we would see a modest
power savings. It evens out the power flow and makes the power more reliable and there is a
benefit to the power grid, taking power during the nighttime. It saves us about $1,200 over 5
years. We save $600 a month on the power bill. Phillins - it would help with ou. power
surges at the wells. Have we done any studies if it is environmentally safe, are they noisy or
creating heat? Paul - the noise will not be a problem, the Treatment Plant and wells are on
large parcels of property and are not a problem, I don't know about extra heat. Galan-l
have a systern in my home, I push more electricity to the grid, there are software reliability
issues, they have software and computer to track, I don't know how proven the system is.
Are we going to have someone on site to maintain it immediately? Paul - I don't know.
Galan - the inverters make noise, but not much. Schmidt - it doesn't replace backup
generators? Paul -no. We have a project to rehofit all the wells out west. These systerns
would still work with a variable speed pump. Wilkey - something happens to a battery; we
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don't have an expense? Paul - if we want out of the contract, we pay back RMP and rernove

the equipment and send it back.

FY 2026.27 BWGET PRESENTATIONS Mayor - the process is different slightly from the past,
after we met with departmerrts and we made cuts, I had them come back and we discussed why we
made cuts and if they disagree they can ask for things here, but they have the thought process ofwhy
the items were cut. The things we took out, there is $1.2 rnillion ifyou change nothing else that is still
available that can be added if the majority wants to add things back into the budget. Wilkey - it is
unallocated general fund? Mayor - yes.

MAY 1

MEMBERS PRESENT: Mayor Steve Nelson; Councilmernbers: Robert Cox; Waldo D.
Galan; R. Scott Phillips; Phil E. Schmidt; Carter Wilkey.

COLA / MERIT / RETIRE / HEALTH: Natesha, Human Resources - a compensation study was
completed, and all ranges were updated using a combilation of comparable averages, intemal equity,
ilstitutional knowledge ofpositions, and we have a point value system that we use. We did a
combination to get the ranges we have today. The departments updated the job descriptions. We
compared 20 entities that were selected by Paul, the Mayor, me and the consultant and they are of
similar size or proximity. We used some fue and sewer districts also. Some ranges shifted
significantly, some minimally, all employees are now within their ranges. Each employee was
brought to the minimum of their range or given 2.5%, whichever was greater. The significant shifts
were mostly from public safety. Mayor - we need to pay a competitive wage. Rather than just point
values, I feel like that position we are competitively paying to recruit for that position. We used
averages to make sure the point value system did not tie our hands. Galan - the consultant, did we
tell them where to look for data, or did they go based on our makeup? Nrtasha - they use TechNet
which municipalities and districts add their information. There were a few that I had to go on my now
and look. Not all cities have positions that are the same. A water worker I in Cedar City might not be
the same in St. Gmrge. We try and make the same comparisons. A lot of cities dont have Patrol 3

like we have. We have job factors we compare. Police and fire also get more hazard pay than an
office job. Mayor - the list is gmgraphically, Washington, Hurricane where they can live here and
still commute. We then looked at similar city sizes or ones that are a hub like Cedar City is for Iron
County like Richfield is for Sevier County. Galan - apples to apples, what did we end up in the
range? Mayor - within the average after the study. Gdsn - what is the percentage increase total.
Natasha - let me give you more information. Not every range shifted by a certain percentage, low
range could have shifted by $15,000 and some by $1,000. I don't have a percentage for every
position. 2.570 was to move everybody. Mayor - in the policy, our attempt is to do a cola increase of
2.50lo for everyone and then those out of range got more. The second side ofthe policy has a merit
increase. Natasha - the cola is 2.6% this year. We have another 2.57o merit that we aim for. Galan -
not everyone gets a merit, but the average is 2.5%. Natasha - the policy says a cola of 2.5% and the

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merit you have to get a 3olo on ycur evaluation. we are doing something different this year. we gave

each department an average of 2.5o/o of their budget. They can use that money for performance,

compression or whatever they want in their departrnent, but they must justifu it. Galan - who review

that, you two guys? Paul - yes. Nttasha - they have to have their evaluations in by May. Mayor -
tell them how many times you hrve seen someone not get a merit. Natasha - less than a handfrrl.

Mayor -we will do something ditTerent next year. Galan - every tier has a number of employees that

has multiple departments. Natrsha - no. Galan - normally when you have pay grade ranges, they

have a cross over effect to simplify, and everyone in the city would fall under one ofthe ranges

within thc city. There are departments where crossover can be achieved. A number of ranges and

everyone falls within the rangcs. In order to make the process fair, everyone falls within a category

and there is a team over the rangcs that talk about why sommne should get an increase and then it
goes to the executive board. It is a process where there is a reason to give merit, but they question the
performance ofa person, and they have a conservation on the person and it filters up. Paul - some of
what we are trying to do, the crerv to evaluate is from within the d€partment. Darin didn't come up

with it on his own, he uses others in the department. Smaller departments may not have as many to

look at that. Mayor - because of some compression issues, we told the departments to fix that also.

Natasha - we will revamp the compensation policy, and it will come back to you. This year we will
implonent the new pay ranges. Galan - it forces every organization to come up with a good

recommendation because that manager has his piers evaluate if it was warranted. It challenges the

system and puts presswe on it. Phillips - ifemployee A is on a lower range they get a 10olo increase,

does it include the 2.5%. Natrsha - they don't get both. Phillips - ifthey only get 1.5%. Natasha -
then they golthe2.5o/o. Philips - citywide what does that represent? Natasha - I don't have it here'

Gahn - I don't have a total headcount either. PauI - do you want it by depadment or citywide?
Gelan - citywide is ok. ln the future it would be good by salary range, I want salary and benefits.

Paul - we don't have the set up you are looking for. Natasha - every job has thet own range. You
are talking more like a step and grade systern, we used to have that system, we went away from that

about l0 years ago. Galan - the Ford Motor company had 275,000 ernployees with 6 ranges.

Neteshe - we could go back to that systern if it is beneficial. Phillips - I want the merit and pay

increase citywide, the total co6t. Wilkey - public safety, the total increase is $600,000, the majority is

because they we under the range, Natasha - the majority were public safety. Cox - it is hard to
compare an engineer to police, fire and water worker.

Natasha - we have many different retiranent policies, tier I was hired before July 1, 2011. The
public ernployee and police rates decreased a little for tier 1, public employees by 1% and the police

by %%o utdthe fire department rernained flat. For tier 2 it increased for public ernployees from .81 to

I .31. URS requires the ernployee to pay that, we have given the ernployee an allowance to offset that,
and that mayor's budget includes that this year. Public Safety increased from 4.73 to 5.98 and URS
allows the city to pick that cost up. Health lnsurance you approved a few weeks ago. Terri - there

are also 27 pay periods this year and it includes that as well.

ANIMALC ONTROL: Darin - I want to express gratitude for your support; it was a positive budget
presentation this year. Clint Pollock - Anirnal Control we have a few changes, we asked money for
the building for the doors to the kennels, we will try and use money we have to take care of thern. We
asked for a Conex box for more storage. We will let Brittany decide what she puts il that storage

area. Phillips - I am not a fan of Conex boxes. Galan - every department I found janitorial supplies
had massive range changes. Paul - 5 years ago each individual budget included a line item for
janitorial supplies and them onc person would go and get the supplies and then everyone would fight
over who pays for them. With Bart, we would strip everyone's budgets and have him get all the
money to purchase supplies and he will allocate the supplies. We hire our own janitorial people.

Wilkey - under Animal Control, the fint two lines they are blank. Terri -The total is Police and

Animal Control together. Phillips - look at the flag poles, one is leaning. Darin - the bases are in
sand and they move in the wind. We will look at them. Galen - we have a reduclion in social security
by $7,000. Terri - I will trace that back to see what happened. Clint - the Conex will go behind the
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shed. wilkey - what about the position not funded. clint - we will adjust hours and shift some part-
time to allow her to do the business. wilkey - how long can we hold off without the position? Darin
- she mars the front and takes animals to Best Friends, we just need to make sure she has a position
to man the front counter. A few years ago, we decreased the hours ofoperation, it is more cost
effective if we only have open hours 4 hours a day and she can close when she goes to Best Friends it
will work. Wilkey - it is if people need to drop an animal off. Also, reduce the cost of the Conex to
$7,500, they have come down in price. Darin - the mayor and I talked about an increase in pafiiime
wages to be competitive, the SheriffOffrce is paying more.

POLICE: Darin - Travel and training have increasd we appreciate that for admin and for the K-
9's, we have two now. Computer and tech services have increased, including body cam and lens lock,
it is an annual cost. Flock safety and Axiom for forensics, which is requird we have added
computers and software to enter into an MOU which we can do with the Sheriff s Office. Wilkey -
is this where you want them instead ofcapital? Terri - yes, that is my preference. Galan - is there a
separate category to give that, we are spending a ton ofmoney on computer and tech services, I
would rather look at it on a separate basis for specifrcs like cameras. Paul - everyooe brings a storage
capacity. We have had a problern where there have been problems people have just charged to other
line items. we want software or technical programs with computer purchase and maintenance, so we
know how much we are spending. We did a study in February, it came back to $400,000 and so we
talked to the Departments and found they were putting them in other line items, so we put it tog€ther
and found it was about $980,000. Darin - small increase in investigative supplies. Schmidt - you
have zero on maintenance. Chief - that is vehicle maintenance, how are you paying for that? Darin -
both, the Street Shed or Cedar City Motor Company or Preinier. Mayor - it is a zero increase. Galan
- liquor enforcement. Darin - it is a grant through the State, we get money on the number ofalcohol
relate outlets and the number of alcohol related convictions. Historically that has increased. On
capital we are trying to keep pace. We asked for l0 in the budget, we needed 9, we purchased a
Bronco for alcohol enforcement, we don't pay for out ofthe budget. We have several that we are
trying to strip down and sell or repurpose. We will keep the trucks for administration, but the
explorers will be best for patrol. Schmidt - what about drones? Darin - we have Ma$ Joseph who is
an fuBtructor at SUU/Southwest Tech and we use him. He is part ofthe volunteer program. There are
entities that do that, I would love to do that as first responden. Paul - the biggest reason we don't
have drones is the insurance requirement. Chief - the tasers and gas masks, driver feedback signs,
AED's were all funded. As far as persorurel, we follow the study we had done. We were funded for a
patrol, detective and traffrc enforcement officer. Galan - the salary and wages, the increase $615,000,
that includes merit, additional personnel. Psul - we moved the salary ranges and ifpeople w€re
outside, we moved them, the police department we had to move several to get into their range.
Schmidt - what is the entry level police officer Chief - $29.30 per hour if they haven't been to post.
$68,000 a year for lateral certified officer. Paul - we still are not Salt lake or UHP, but we are
competitive.

RECREATION: Phillips - is it more people or higho wages? Krthleen - more people, a few new
prog:uns. I am going to run a sunmer camp; I will do a mini camf in July. My goal is to offer it from
when school is out to when school begins. We will add a family yoga prog:irm. I am trying to add
programs I think the city could benefrt from. Phillips - are we having a hard time getting part-tine
employees? Kathlee[ - no, I get a good group ofSUU at]rletes. The high school kids are a little
timid, but I get a few. Galan - do we make money? Kathleen - With summer camp we should make
money. Mayor - I was impressed, she is trying to make some money without a gynnasium. Wilkey
- I have an idea. Money has been budgeted towards a gym, I know why it wasn't funded this year. I
would like to put it on a ballot. I talked to Jon Whittaker, and we can get it on the ballot, ifthe voters
vote it down, then I say we put the money to the Fiddlers Park. Mayor - how fast do you want to try
and get it on the ballot. You want to make sure you have your ducks in a row. Wilkey - do we have
the money for a revenue bond or a GO bond. Cox - it is a disservice to just put it on the ballot
without a cost. Paul - we have a design, we have the land, the first design was more lavish with an
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upstairs walking trach and we have a simpler option with 3 gyms with curtains down the middle and

storage a,rd seating. Witkey - if we can do it in time, I want it to be transparent, total cost, cost.per

housJhold. Paut -lou need to consider G0 bond rather than sales tax bond which is getting thinner

each year. Cox - I think instead of us pushing this we need residents with a passion, why when the

residents don'f have a passion. Also, we have a need for a fire station and this is a want not a need.

Krthleen - there havJbeen people over the years come to the meeting for the wants of the gym and

they have been shut down. Cowboy money is different than athlete money. Gelan - one ofthe things

we keep leaving on the table is grants, there has got to be national, and state grants we are missing.

Phillips - if we pursue this, I want to look at other entities, I don't want it on with other bonds. Cox -
basketball gymnasiums serve a narrow scope. A1l ages use parks and trails. Mayor - in the past there

has been a lot ofpush to have it, I am uncomfortable with 5 ofyou and one ofme increasing taxes,

but if it goes to a ballot, I am ok for a recreation thing. Cox - we need to have the rec group tell how

it will bring people here, show the extemal component. Ken - we have done all the bidding,

engineering, we have a number to it at s5.3 million. Hurricane just put a 4 gym facility into their gity

a month ago. It is revenue based more than Scott's arena, cheerleading camps, winter volleyball, that

is revenue based. Hurricane put it in because it was revenue based. As soon as it was done, they had

volleyball camps. Gymnasiums are revenue based. My wife is in the cheoleading world, and she said

good luck keeping it available. My relationship with Jean is 40 years old, but without her the arena

isn't there either, and that doesn't happen everywhere.

CROSS HOLLOWS: Wilkey - what kind ofcoolers and bleachers? Scott - portable so we can

move them outdoor and indoor. Schmidt - did you figure out your 3-phase power? Scott - We are

going to RAP tax to ask for it there. We need another 200-amp service box. Wilkey - is the tractor

additional? Scott - yes. wilkey - what is scott comp time? PauI - we are moving scott to exempt

status, since he doesn't know how to take time off, we need to pay him out. Cox - why don't we look

at our policy and lower the comp time. Paul - we do have a max, but we need to look at that and

reduce them. Phillips - how many sets ofbleachers are you looking at? Scott - fou, they are only 4

or 5 rows high. Phillips - maintenance worker is a new positiorL and you will keep the others? Scott

- yes. I appreciate all you do. cedar city is a fantastic community. People that come to the facility
love coming to the area, not just the facility but the community as a whole. Wilkey - no electronic

sign in the budget? Scott - I have a long list of things that need to be done before a sign, we need

stalls, water truck, parking, lights, RV dump, the list is so long. I will present the list to our

committee. Ifthey want to change the list, they can do it.

AOUATIC CENTER: Wilkey - are chemicals just going up in price? Marcie - they have for four

years. Wilkey - acoustic sound panels for leisure pool, is that just to quiet it down? Marcie - yes, but

it was not firnded. Cox - I would like to see the revenue. Marcie - we increase by adding more

programs, we have added evening swim lessons. Terri - you can see the revenues in the budget.

Wilkey - do we nrn our own concessions? Terri - yes, we run our own concessions. Galan - what

goes undpr sundry. Terri - parties, feeding the kids, employee recognition. Cox - there is not a single

increase for revenue in this budget, it is the same as last year. Marcie - we have added progmrns' so

the revenue is increasing. Cox - I get a lot of comments about the money we lose up there. Mayor -
we need to be thoughtful about what our goal is and where to get to. Wilkey - why are we charging

the School District less? Marcie - we charge thern more. Ken - you have to consider we had the

mine shaft in the pool for a few months and that reflects a lot in the budget.

G(!!E Wilkey - you requested $20,000 that was not budgeted, what is that? Jared * the mayor told
us what he was going to propose. During the winter has been open, we hope to be able to close. I
think the Golf Course has the lowest part-time wages of any department. My highest paid part-time

employee is paid $12 per hour. Mayor - ifyou can' hire someone it is not good. Phillips - just

berause you can do it doesn't mcan you should. Jared - it has been more challenging this year. Golf
Carts was a big discussion. I came from a private side. Golf Carts $36,000 and Golf Cart Maintenance

$5,000 h:ve been the same since 2014. For $36000 we could buy 6 golfcarts, it now buys about 3.5
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cans. We have 2013 carts in our fleet. A lot of times with our Golf Cart distributor is a S-year lease, it
is a wash, but we will bave brand new golf carts. we are a big boy golf course not and there is a lot of
maintenance. Galan - did we do the numbers keeping the old ones for the water Treatment plant.
Mayor - the use in other facilities does not me€t the same use as the Golf course. Jered - if we keep
5 it is $5,000 or $6,000, so it will affect it a little bit. Wilkey - what will the lease go up to in 5 years?
Jered - about $80,000. This isjust for golfcarts. we want to add the GPS to the golf carts. you can
do some advertising. Phillips - I would urge us to look at RAP tax funding to increase golf cart paths,
so we don't have the wear and tear in the winter. Jlred - the little putting green we are landscaping.
Schmidt - by #7 where they have been storing junk dirt, we need to clean it up. Jared - we bum it
once a year. Steve Carter - we have talked with someone would maybe do some trade to clean it up
for some passes. Part of the problem is the prairie dog fence blocks access. We have to figure out a
way to get someone in there to clean it up when it is cold and frozen. Wilkey - is that a new
bathroom in #5? Jared - yes, we got $25,000 from restaurant t,lx, w got $100,000 from the mayor.
Prul - Golfhas sinking money, ifyou budg* $125,000 and it comes in $25,000 lower it goes back to
golf. Jared - I have never worked with a $eat goup of people. Thank you for all you do also.

PARXS: Anthony - our urban forestry program is going up $10,000. We are doing rffictive instead
ofproactive on the trees. I would like to be proactive. It gets more expensive, but we have to hke out
the work on the larger trees. We are looking at a couple of mowers; we have new areas so we can
maintain the ones we have. A small collection mower for the cemetery is a large need. The currenl
one is 2009 and they don't manufacture parts for it anymore. Schmidt - you need to work from the
upper half and trade them off, not the lower half and pay to maintain them. don't run on the bottom
line. Anthony - the south center for the Cemetery renovation this year. In front ofthe cemetery
office, most of the large trees will have to come out. We will replace the trees. Schmidt - the best
way to break a sidewalk is to plant a tree next to it. Galan - is there another design study that needs
to be done? Anthony - we are doing the design in house this year. At Fiddlers Park we asked for $1.7
million, we got $850,000; it is out for bid right now. The city has done a lot of work there. Phillips -
is there a RAP ask for this park this year. Is there still money left? Paul - the bids are due. Schmidt
- this is a lot ofmoney to pay for a park. I would like some grants or people to pay for it. Anthony -
we applied for grants and we did not get it. Wilkey - Utah Outdoor Recreation did not let parks apply
in the past, they liked skateparks and stuff like that. Anthony - we did get some money for trails. Iron
West asked $562,000 and got $281,000. I don't think the fields will be ready. Paul - there is $l.l of
impact money we have to allocate between this park and Fiddlers Canyon, the discrepancy is we
didn't want to over budget them. We hope to move some Fiddlers Park money to Iron West. Schmidt
- are we responsible to ga the road from the parking lot? Anthony - from the intersection to the
parking lot. Wilkey - we are decreasing the part-time to a full-time worker? Anthony - yes, we are
taking a part-time worker that has been working 40 hours a week that we will make firll-time.
Anthony - we have $53,000 to connect the Old Sorrel Trail, is that because of Leavitt Development?
Mayor - yes, there will be a light there and we might need to wait for that.

LEIUBE: Ken - this is also Facilities Services; Bart is out of town. Paul - there is not good fit
anywhere. Leisure has the space to house the position, and they get the benefit because this person is
very attuned to that building. Ken - all the janitorial has been moved to Bart. There are part-time
employees in each building. Wilkey - is there a sinking fund for roofs and parking lots? Paul -
depends on the building, there is for the Aquatic Center, but it is inefficient. When we built the pool,
we hawested some of the heating equipment from the old pool, so it is 20 years on the hill and
whatever time from the old pool. This building relies on the general fund- IGn - thank you for your
support, budgeting options for Leisue, we are getting busier in all areas, everS4hing continues to
gow. Anthony and Scott both needed help and we appreciated all the help. Both pour and play areas

are in place, Discovery will open on Monday. The pivot at West Canyon will go away, Big T will
have a different water feature that will last, it will be a great opportunity for the little kids. RAP tax is
due this week. Our ask is for Aquatic sound panels, electrical for arena, and $30,000 to resurface the
Cross Hollow Trail, we got a grant for the rest. We will apply for a grant every year to resurface a
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trial. The other RAP Tax is we need to replace the play structure at the Aquatic Center, the bucket and

slide, URMA has tagged, it is rusting, it has met its life. Schmidt - everything you do the public sees;

do you need more help? Ken - we will be in the arena, we are in golf, Anthony may need more help.

Parks take care of the Hills, Little League and Bicentefffat fields. Schmidt - everything you do is

very visible. To me you need a little more help, do we need another person for Anthony? Anthony -
more help is always great. April to end of May we are low on seasonal help, we do ok, but another

guy will be great. Help would be good, but we understand where priorities are. I think we can make it
work for another year or two. I have a lot offaith in our guys. Do we miss things? Yes. This new

position will help. \ ilkey - he is already working full-time. Anthony - he is bouncing around; he

will have his own area which will help. Galen - With Fiddlers and Iron West how long will it be?

Anthony - in the spring. Wilkey - if we are not doing our parks justice we need to know about it,
that is what I hear is we build things and don't take care of them. Ken - when we get into
toumaments 15 fields are going 6 days a week. Wilkey - it is not safng they aren't doing a good

job, it is saying why don't you give them more people.

ENGINEERING: Kent - most of the things we felt we needed were funded. One thing not included

was money for an access management plan. There is 56,500 we can carry over, which is not elough.
Various classifications for roadways are where access can be located. Higher classifications of
roadways become more problernatic with the ac.ess being too frequent or in the wrong places. If we
had better policies, when property is redeveloped, we would consolidate accesses where able. We are

very weak in access management policies; it would be good to have efficient safe roadways. Doing
this would take 34 months. Phillips - we don't possess those skills? Kent - I have the expertise and

can help staff, if we have the time. However, some proposed policies are better received from outside

input. Schmidt - this would help the city when one subdivision won't allow the other to access. Kent

- it would help, but it is more traffic safety. Limit access points force interconnectivity. Mayor - we
didn't talk about this in our follow-up meeting. The note I had was we have a guy I trust as much as

anyone I would hire. Galan - that works if we have the time. This is very statistical and will require a

number ofhours. Kent - the statistical analysis has been done; it is more literature review and fining
information on results of different policies in cunent guidance. We wouldn't do a lot ofdata
collection and analysis. Wilkey - what was the total ask? Kent - it was about $6,484. We had

requested to add $40,000 to that. We could do in-house and are happy to do so ifneeded. We thought

there would be advantages to having a consultant do it. With the money we have we could have a

consultant do a peer review. Wilkey - the $60,000 for transportation impact fees, that is another
study? Kent - yes. Mayor - what is your bandwidth to do this in house? Kent - we could do, I
would need a project engineer to help with the time. We didn't get the front office expansions.

Mayor - we need to fi8ure out space with police and engineering; it is bigger than this. Kent - yes

and add some security and additional office space. Phillips - there is no place in this building for us

as councilmernbers to meet with constituents. Kent - there is the one table and there are meetings
from time to time, but it is not private. Galan - do you think it is something that we don't need a

place holder for? Mayor yes, we will work on this during the year. Wilkey - don't we have a line
itern for street widening? Paul - yes for that and upsizing for water and sewer and storm drain, we
put a number in. Wilkey - why under capital? Terri - it is easier to track. Kent - there is a project
for the widening of 1500 N Lund. We may be higher than 562,000, maybe $75,000 for review
software. If our best value isn't the cheapest, we may be looking for more money. It could come with
a budget adjustment if necessary. Wilkey - where will you put a project engineer? Kent - we will
make creative uses of spaces. Tom's office is really the cab ofhis truck. We can hook up a docking
station somewhere else and put that employee in his o{fice. Schmidt - there are so many things going
on right now, if we really want to keep control ofwhat is going on, we need another inspector, he

doesn't have time to get to every job, every other city has an inspector at every job. I am concemed
about so many things going on and no one is looking at thern. Kent - I don't think the budget can
handle multiple new employees or a place to put them, we know this project engineer would help Lisa
with plan review plus help the inspector. If we ga a young engineer throwing them in the Iield makes

them a better engineer. Galan - are we sure the process is robust enough to reduce waste, is there
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software to reign in these tasks. Kent - the new software will help in that regard. One thing that hurts
us is battling the software, and we are working with two different packages in the building department
and the engineering. Part ofthe objective is to have one software for both. Also, software that better
meets our needs to guide us through the process. Galan - does the software include all of those
modules? Kent - yes. Galan - look for the one that covers the broader spectrum and get rid of the
modules we don't need. Kent - it will be a joint evaluation with myself, Lester, Don and Lisa. Gahn
- the quicker we get into this the more streamlined it will be. Customer frustration is inqeasing. Cox

- permitting revenue, as a note can you put the revenue next to the department? Terri - yes, it is in
the year-to-date revenues, and we are a half million over than the projections. Schmidt - if Lisa
retires can we replace her? Kent - yes.

EL!)re. Lester - Exhibit "A" is a snapshot of where the building depadment is at year to date.

Wilkey - a plan review is different than a building permit? Lester - every permit has a building
permit fee; some don't get a plan review fee. Any home or commercial project gets a fee. Wilkey -
what is the difference on Building pemrit and plan review? Lester - plan review is in the process,

but the building permit has not been issued. I have requested to change the pemrit fees, Hope has to
count the number of bedrooms and bathrooms, most use a percentage and that is what I would request

that we change to 35%. Wilkey - you were not approved a full-time position. Lester - we are

holding off on this position for now. Schmidt - are we causing delays? Lester - we lost an inspector
last weeh the guys are rururing 45+ hours a week. Everything runs smoothly when I am fully staffed,

but when someone takes a day off it makes it hard. Mayor - there has been a slow down in the

industry. He has functioned a lot this year without a guy, so get someone hired and see how we go,

use a part-time contract employee and give an option of private inspections before we hire someone.

Cox - we are down, from last year on permits. Lester - we are about on par from last year, but I
thhk it could slow down. Wilkey - do they have the option to use private? Lester - if we don't have

someone within 3 days, they can contact someone in our pool which is hon County, Enoch City and

Brian Head. We get to all inspections within 24 hours, if not we make contact with the conractor. I
have an amazing team.

FIRE: Mike - thank you for your support, for the raises and the equipment and the operating budtet.

I have met with our partners, and this is their opportunity to comment on the budget. They were

gratefi.rl for the additional 3 people last year, we were able to staff the north and west stations on an

altemating basis, two days at the north and two days at the west. They did ask for more full-time
staff, but understand the mayor's concem that we don't have another station to put them in' They pay

40% ofthe operating budget and pay into equipment preservation funds. Iron County went down
l.lVo to 29%o, and Cedar City picked that portion. Enoch pas l0% and l(anarravtTle lo/o.

Tyler Allre{ Kanarraville, we are good but wish we got 3 more people. Thanks for all you do. Mike
really takes care of the County; we are a great big group. Ryan Robinson, Enoch City Manager - we

are appreciative of all you do and are working on getting a fire station in Enoch. Mike - we are

getting ready to graduate another recruit class. We have been to Texas twice, Georgia. LaNor Warby
we appreciate all you do, the firll-time people are important, but volunteers aro very important in our

community. They put hundreds of hours in certifications, the same as the full-time employees. We

have I engine crew that can respond to a fire and that will not put a working fire out. We need

additional resources and engines, and we depend on the volunteers. You know how busy kids are and

they take time to study and work and come to taining to stay certified and I am appreciative ofthern.
It will be some time before Cedar City is full-time. I appreciate the need for an administrative
assistant, that is so important. In the past 2-3 months I have had 2 calls from people in my ward who

have tried to call the fire station, and they don't feel comfortable calling 9l I , the crew is out doing

inspections. The smoke detectors and carbon monoxide detectors have a life, and they go off and they

call the fire station, and no one answers the phone. Also, you need to offload all that is on the chiefs'
plate to get the administrative duties done. Schmidt - what is the pay to the volunteers? Warby - it is
on the percentage ofthe drills and fires they aftend. Mike - it is about $7,000 annually, Captain
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probably $20,000 a year. We use 24 volunte€rs every weekend. On holidays we have 6 scheduled,
we pay $275 a night. Wilkey - how many volunteers? LiNor - 41. Schmidt - about how many
hours? Mike - we don't track hours, it is illegal. Schmidt - they say they make $l I an hour. Mike -
we have to keep a percentage of a full-time based on FLSA. Galan - what is the tum-over rate?
Mike - not much, Jon is going to retire in November. LaNor - we have some that just train and have
full-time jobs that just want to stay here. Some are full-time in other communities. Wilkey - pay out
to retirement, what is that? Mike - that is to pay out Jon when he retires for his comp time and
vacation. Galan - what is your thought on the fire station funding? Mayor - we need to find another
way to fund that. Wilkey - I have met with Senator Vickers and Representative Shipp to set down
and talk about sales tax options. Phillips - uniform allowance for $89.50 was not funded. Mike - it
was not increased; it was not cut. Schmidt - can you use money when you send people out? Mike -
we could, but that is not how it has been set up, we have put it for vehicles. Schmidt - can we find a
private person to build a fire station and lease it back? Psul - yes.

LEGAL: Phillips - what is the $6,000 for over+ime? Rrndr - that is for Kari to get the new
Assistant Attomey up to speed getting him online. Paul - Councilman Melling had an idea to get
some software to have SUU students write parking tickets, it never happened, it was removed from
the budget.

ADMINISTRATION / FINANCE: Terri - the line item other professional and tech services is even
up what we took away from administration. Prul - up until last year Finance budget ran through
Admin. The previous Finance Director, Jace Bunting said he did the budget for the entire city and
didn't want to do a budget for finance. Terri - on professional and technical services I want to do a
user fee study, to hire someone to do a study on all fees except impact fees and user fees. It has never
been done but we have not been challenged either. Legally you are only supposed to cover costs, then
it is a tax, not a fee. Meyor - I am sure we are not even covering costs. Terri - they will tell us this is
how much it cost for that service and then the council decides ifyou want to charge the firll amount or
if you want to subsidize some of it. It is in my budget, Airport and enterprise budgets. It would cost
around $50,000. Paul - pull up the fee schedule, it is everyhing but the user rates and impact fees.
Schmidt - what are we doing now? Paul - impact fees and user fees.

ADJOURN; Councilmember Wilkey moved to adjoum at 4:22 p.m.; second by
Councilmember Cox; vote unanimous.

I looked at Economic Developmert
olfice for their budget; you want to make them comfortable. They are putting their money where their
mouths have been, and we have not been very welcoming. Mayor - I have a list of things not in the
budget I will send out that I think should be discussed.

ffill$ Brandon - operating budget, $25,000 additional for event account for events that are not
races, Downtown Lighting, Spring Fiesta, etc. I think Downtown lighting generates more than you
would think. We jumped from 10,000 attendees in 2024 to 13,000 in 2025, which is a huge leap. We
need to start taking more safety precautions. Paul - do you know the numbers when it snowed?
Brandon - no, 2023 we had 7,000, then 9,600, and up. We bave in mind to make it safer is more
walking paths, places to move and places to stand and watch. Also LED screens so people are not
crammed around the stage, designated places for people to stand and watch. The growth for all
events, the $25,000, won't cover all, but we can make it work. Wilkey - when he brings in revenue,
where does it go, back to general firnd? Mayor - yes. Peul - there is a receivable account that books
the revenue, I don't think it offsets his budget. Brandotr - the economic impact is greater than we see

in race entry. I did a study for the downtown lighting. I also bring in more with sponsorships above
the $50,000 that goes back into the general fund. Paul - you will see that dudng the budget
adjustments. You can spend TRT fi,rnds on anything general funds can be spent on. Cedar City chose
to set up a fund for this operation. Galan - on revenue we have a state grant reserve. Brandon - it is
a grant we don't apply for anynore; it was before I came in. Galan - there is a residual. Brandon -
we may have used it for the UServ grant. I am also requesting $20,000 for the race series. The Half
Marathon has grown almost half in size. We are looking at a full marathon which would be a big
boom for us. Galan - do we have a Ragnar Race? Brandon - no, I have reached out, it is a hard sale
without an intemational airport. We have BWR which is a bike race, and it has grown every year. We
have so many trails that we could use, but we need more personnel. Galan - there is the Saint to
Sinner Race from Salt Lake to Vegas and it is massive. Brandon - the two irr operating is the
525,000 and the $20,000, there is also the $20,000 for road closure and $10,000 for the 4e ofJuly.
Capital is an addition ofa box truck for the department since we go back and forth from storage, I
rent U-Hauls now, the trailer holds the chairs and tables. Galan - what was the $70,000 estimate.
Brandon - I put a few estimates for various trucks, they go up to $70,000, but talking with the Mayor
and Street Department has an old Blue Stakes truck that would need some work, but we could have.
There is also some money left from renovating the storage facility. We bought two 40' Conex. We
are using the basement and the old Animal Shelter and one from Tom Jett's property. When we are
done with renovations there is some money left. I wanted to carry some over to put roofs over the
Conex's and we may be able to use some to gut the truck. Meyor - there won't be any cost to gut the
truck. Brandon - I talked with Maria to help with wrapping my traileq there may be help for the
truck. Personnel, I am asking for another part{ime person, I have one now, she helps with th6
general organization. I would like a part-time community organization and grants coordinator. We
bring in $50,000 from Maria's office and sponsorships from businesses. I believe if we had someone
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dedicated to 20-30 hours a week, we could multiply the amount we bring in significantly. Because we

have the sinking fund, we have been cutting into that. Eventually that will get back to the $50,000 and

my d€,partment would take a big hit; this position would help that a lot. Mayor - this is a sponsorship

type persor\ not a grants writer. I am comfortable with Brandon managing someone to do this'
Phillips - where will this person work? Brandon - my assistant works in a cubby; there is no

answer. This person would be out ofoffrce meeting with people. We can work out a shared cubical

space for now.

ECONOMIC DEVELO PMENT: Dryid - I have tkee budgets in my department, events, RDA and

Economic Development. Both Brandon and I have a lot of experience in grants. A lot ofplaces will
not give a gmnt if the person writing it is getting a commission instead of a wage. First, RDA, over

the past few years we have needed professional services, attomeys to work with developers that are

related to the RDA, this is to budget for those fees. Schmidt - hiring attomeys, why not use the city
attomeys? David - sometimes we need attomeys with expertise, I go to our attomeys first. The

funding is not always spent. Gahn - it is the RDA's funding, it is not Economic Development
budget, we just oversee that budget. Cox - the increase in Port l5 revenue. Paul - you should ignore

that, it will change in January, it is a placeholder, we don't know what it will be until we receive the

tax revenue. We will probably revise it in December. Paul - it is set by contract; the percentages are

set. The County Assessor collects the tax, they send us the increment, we split it up and send it out.

SITLA owns the underlying land that is not built on. Wilkey- we keep the administrative fee? David

- there is a 5olo and I 1.2% for incentives, when American Packaging and GoEx came we upfronted
infrastructure costs for each of them. in total allocations has been $6.8 million and the developer in
2033 or when they receive $7 million. In calendar 24 was over a million and in2025 about $900,000.
Phillips - we are deducting debt service of$125,000 and interest. Paul - we are paying offLin's.
Galan - what is the lighting? Poul - Street lighting in on Main Street. We have been working on that

for 8 years. Part ofthe revenue has been used to pay offthe debt on Lin's. Phillips - we talked about

a priority to be downtown, and I want money to do that. Schmidt - how far does that go down? Paul

- to Golden Corral. Schmidt - that needs to be done before the South Interchange is done. Paul - the
Engineers say ifyou budget the money they will get it done. Phillips - the priority was for
downtown, we need to do something from Center to 200 S. either the electrical and poles for lighting
or the trees, but nothing is in the budget. Prul - you might want different funding options. When the
work was done down here, it was a SID paid by the neighboring property owners, the city up fronted
the money, the payoffwas the property owners, they recognized the value. We could possibly do that
ifyou have an idea and sell it to the property owners. Phillips - we have the idea; we spent a lot of
money with UDOT and Blueline. rililkey - the firnd balance unappropriated, $191,800 what is that?
Terri - we are taking what we have left over to pay what we have budgeted this year. The
unrestricted fund balance was $557,000. Wilkey - you are pulling $ I 9l ,000 from that? Terri - no, I
am adding to it. David - what is some ofthe restricted funding going for? Paul - D6cor Worx, Port
15, the Hampton, Inline Precision. David - I sent to each ofyou the Downtown Plan, my hope is that
over the next year is to start working with you to see what projects you want to see so we know what
we want to start implementing. Phillips - I don't want to be a year from now with nothing done.
\ ilkey - I think we sometimes feel we plan ourselves to death. David - with 3 new elected officials
I don't know what you r ant done. Cox - the RDA money is not just for downtown. If it benefits
them, they should pay a portion, I don't know why we don't help all ofthe businesses. David - I
would like to identif, areas in the city that we should be investing in or identifu project areas. Cox -
for the overall health of the city if they can bring a few hundred ernployees in to work. Galan - if you
look at the expenditues. Mayor - I hear all the time fiom pmple; pan of the driver is that we still
have a viable downtoum. It shouldn't be overweighted, but I think downtown is an overall benefit.
Dayid - it is the gem that shows what we can do. Port l5 and Decor Worx are other great examples.

The Economic Development budget, the request was for more hours for part-time sta{f, the Historic
Downtown Coordinator has 10 hours a week, I am asking for 20 hours a week. In the past it was a

contract anployee; we moved it to a part{ime employee. We had the Historic Downtown Committee
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Thursday, they asked what they needed to do to get more hours for this position, they wanted me to
provide a letter to you for more hours. wilkey - it was the committee that asked for this. David - you
can't manage grants or sponsorship or create relationships with l0 hours a week. This person works
with the state and National group. I had already identified that we needed more hours. wilkey - how
are we currently paying for that? David - it was a contract employee, and we had $g,000 that didn't
get shifted to the budget. We had staff tumover and we had some reserves. Cox - do you have
expectations on what the extra 20 hours would be? David - the outcome, our part-time Main Street
manager, we need to know befter our main street businesses, issues and vacancies. The outcome is
managing the grants and grant applications through the Main Street program and maintaining all the
requirements for the grant. I thinl we need a few people that do different things. Wilkey - was the
$8,000 a one-time grant. Phillips - we had it for 3 years. It is not being awarded anymore. Gahn -
we need to put fencing around money attached to expectations, that can start at me€ting people and
then what are we getting out ofthis person. I am happy to fight for extra $10,000, but the explanation
is not enough. David - this position was able to get a few different grants, Cedar City was a pilot city
for Main Street Uta\ they directly reimburse us. Mayor - the reason I did what I did is the same
reason, I am supportive, but to spend time without a clear expectation and a plan to get the results.
David - a result stat, when I did grant writing, it was you received one in very 12 grants. The
expectation is to get more grants and dollars. This position is an element to bring in business and
dollan, but that is only half, the frst halfis to have the relationship. Mayor - if it is a liaison of
building information on a bwiness, what is the square footage, and is there a grcase trap, what is
available, that has not been in a proposal. Galan - we had a meeting with you and your staff, there is
a lot oftalent in the department. I would suggest, based on our concems, get together with the
depanment and put out a list ofthe day-to-day effort and you can show progress and put numbers to
performance and then look to other areas to help your team. David - I thought you were walking
dollar amounts. Galan - you need both. Phitlips - this position staded as the Main Street Program
grant, what the mayor said is exactly what I want. We have 3 buildings with x amount ofspace, so
many grease traps, etc. I know Rachel does a terrific job, but she needs more direction from you.
David - that is what I meant, I just wasn'l getting it across. I appreciate the clarity. Cox - I don't
expect you to know exactly what is going to happen, but I want you to know how many gants you
will write each month, an inventory, etc. some guidance for them.

LIBR{RY i HERITAGE: Phillips - you are very explanatory. Dallin - our only large capital is a
server and computer replacement; we stagger replacing the computers for public use every 3-5 years.
Cox - you haven't budgeted any increase in revenue. We need to look at the revenue increase. Any
technology, we need to have a conscience process. Wilkey - where are things at with fines. Dallin -
they are for damaged or missing items. You are more likely to get the book back ifyou don't charge a
fee. Cox - how are we trending. Phillips - we pay in property taxes a library fee, is that so all our
services are free. Paul - there is a library tax imposed by Iron County. Years ago, we got an
agreement with the County, we get the bulk of that, it doesn't come close to paying for the library.
Phillips - we have rooms that are booked all the time, are they &ee? Dallin - they are free for non-
profit. Phillips - maybe we should have a reduced rate for non-profit but still charge somahing.
Terri - $ I 78,500 is from the County. Wilkey - there is room rentals, fines. Dallin - we charge for
room rental, fines, copies, and book sales. We do apply for grants. Paul - we have a lot of revenue
from a lot of different sources. Mayor - think of ways to increase revenue at the library.

Heritage Gahn - why is there reduced amount of revenue? Terri - that is year to date. Cor - what
is the drop in the revenue? Jason - there are various rooms, if someone is renting a less expensive
room we bring in less. Cox - do you know the ability to target. Cox - what made the difference from
2024 to 2025 to fill the $30,000 gap. Jason - I have increased the rate of the highest used rooms.
Wilkey - the Heritage Center user fees is upstairs and the theatre? Jrson - yes. The county owns
Festival Hall, they put forth money to make it a convention center, but they don't put forth the money
to administer it. We keep the operating fees and they use it Aee of charge. They have helped with
some capital improvements over the years. The big ask is another $l million for the upcoming
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renovations. The facility has had a wonderful nm for 20+ years. We have asked for modest increases,

we try and keep them low, a lot ofgroups are non-profit. I hope to have another increase next year- I

hopeio really ieview the fees, contracts, rate schedules and what we want to accomplish during the

renovation. In the past I was asked to get the facility filled, we have done that on the Theatre side' Do

we want first come, first serve or certain organizations? I think we roll that out with a refreshed

building. Mayor - I want a real plan before we invest in the theatre. phillips - I felt the rate increases

were too small. Beyond that, I think we had discussed as a previous council to move forward on the

renovation, I advocate the remodel is very important. In your opinion, are conventions more lucrative

than live performances? Jason - what holds us back for conventions is the dining spaces, I am limited

to the 300 max. I think if we could expand that we could tap into the conventions. The problern is the

threshold to accommodate their needs. Phillips - I believe we can get substantial changes for about

$3.5 million, and I am going to ask my fellow councilmembers to add some funding for the

renovation. Theaters never pay for themselves, not anywhere, we need to increase the revenue. I
would like to reinstate some ofthat money. Schmidt - I appreciate your efforts, at a business

standpoint, I would hope you would consider a review to make a little more money, we told Jaled to

raise the fees at the Golf course, it needs to be more viable. There are things on the punch list that

need to be repated, take care of things that are detrimental to people coming. Jason - sound and

lights, ifthey don't work you don't have a functioning theatre. Schmidt - I would like a breakdown

ofthe plan, we have to do something, we need to be on an upward trend. Galan - a read an article a

few weeks ago, they study places and use tourism as part ofthe economic foundation, one was the

island of Guam, it is beautiful to bring tourism, Guam loved the revenue but didn't reinvest to

continue to attract more, and they just lost revenue. They built a casino thinking China would come

and it was never finished and tourism went away. I was thinking about our revenue, Shakespear

Festival, our Theatre, we need to gather the people involved and take a hard look at the future of
tourism within Cedar City, it doesn't run long on auto pilot. I do agree that things need to take place

now, sound is one, there are safety issues. Mayor - the events that bring people into the community
are very low, they are local events. If we don't have a plan, it is all sunken costs. We need to have the

theatre generate more money. We are far below the opportunity that is there. Maybe we need to do

national advertising.

PUBLIC WORKS FACILITIES / ADMINISTRATION: Ryan - we appreciate working with the

mayor on this budget cycle and the things that we need to look forward to planning for. Operation is

status and we didn't ask for any capital, that was administration. Facilities, operation, we asked for
an increase in overtime, this is for blue stakes to mark utilities, there are times he is called in after

hours. Cox - transfers, is tbat based on a function that is variable? Ryan - it is split between

orterprise funds and general funds; it is a set percentage. Psul - the percentage is not based on the

budgeq they are based on the percentage ofthe facility. Cox - is there a different calculation? Ryan -
that may have been when we were doing a new building. In capital of the facility, I asked for
$30,000, we have sections ofasphalt that are breaking up that we would like to fix and replace, that

was recommended, it is split out among the different divisions. It looks like $198,000 was proposed,

we only asked for $30,000, it may not have been subtracted out.

ELEgg Ryrn - they are static from last year. The $5,000 is for the study. Corey - the computers
service is higher; the costs are going up. Ryrn - the software we are using now is going obsolete,

Corey has evaluated other programs, RTA is putting out a new program, they have 19 years of our
history in software, it is fleet management and diagnostic and fleet software. They are going to web

base that is not user friendly. Corey - We are investigating other options, and have not found what we

like, we added money to the budget to stay with RTA, they have made some improvernents. We are

paid to the end ofJune; we will probably stay one more year and see ifthey improve. Paul -
transferring that data is hard. Corey - they say they can do it, but I am not sure. Ryan - it is hard to
lose that history. Corey - we are connected to the old system and the new in case it doesn't work on
the new system, but I only have 2 months of that left. Schmidt - you have a fleet control software

system; do you also have one for the machines like cat? Corey - yes. We switch to another system;
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we have all different models. We hired a mechanic that knows the system well and it has reduced our
cost by not paying for each individual software. Ryan - previous administrations we had different
direction at the management level ofthe fleet; we are looking at direction on how to manage that. Do
we want maximum trade in value or run until they don't run anymore. Our dump trucks and garbage
trucks are on a rotational basis, we are talking all vehicle, smaller ones. Wilkey - are you talking
police or all others? Paul - we run the equipment a long time, he is talking pickup trucks and cars.
The police are not included. Ryan - We worked up a recommendation about 8 yean ago, but it went
away because the previous administration did not want to do that. Paul - you can look at lease
options, but I would not recommend that for public safety. We bave engineering, events, and public
works. Mayor - I am a run into the ground person when you have your own maintenance department.
Wilkey - I am ok with that, but not for the public safety. County moved to hybrid Toyota vehicles
they are cheaper to run. I see a lot oftrucks that people are iq and I wonder ifthey need trucks.
Galan - one of the best managed fleets I worked with was in Lima Peru, they run in the ground and
over the road semis that have a lot of weight, they have a life by miles, tire could service 4 trucks,
they did other things as well, they had semi's for 15-20 years that looked new. It was home grown
and very thought out. I think our diversified fleet prohibits that, probably going until they drop is the
best solution. There is a way to have them last longer. You know what you have, I would like the
makeup of our entire fleet. Corey - we are doing some of those things, in public safety, we do that
with tires, we don't fix a tire for public safety for their vehicles, but we fix it and put on another
vehicle. Schmidt - run as much as you can but take care of thern. If they start to become a hazard, we
are done. Galan - oru garbage truck and equipment is all in house, have we looked at outsourcing
that and a real recycling. Mayor - we will talk about that during collections. Ryan - we had
recyciing, all the distribution centers stopped doing it in St. George, it cost too much to send it to las
Vegas. Psul - the metric that we looked at was the cost ofthe landfill or recycling.

CATS: Ryan - are we going to expand or not, the budget is staying where we are. Nothing to
increase. Capital we just got two replacement buses and two replacement vans; we are up on oru
vehicles for a few years unless we expand. Cox - the complaint is it takes too long to get where they
are going. Ryan - they wanted to reduce the route from 75 to 60 minutes, but that cuts 30 percent of
the coverage. We could do 30 minutes, that would double our salary, and it was not recommended.
Phillips - what about shelters, they were budgeted last year. Ryan - they are in the yard; I was
waiting to have the put up to see if we were expanding the route. There are areas that didn't have

room to place the shelters. Phillips - the two places I see is by Wells Fargo on South Main, and by
the Ramada on 200 North. Ryan - the busiest is by Smith's bul with them moving we will wait.
Ridership is up to 18,700 last year.

STR.EET: Wilkey - operations there wasn't much, $500 increase in uniforms. Capital, dump truck,
plow and sander is rotation. Eric - we are still behind. Wilkey - sweeper. Eric - we have one that is
not working well and needs to be replaced. Wilkey - Clark Parkway to 2200 West, Gemini to Flying
L, do we have all the easements and land? Paul - we have some land acquisitions we still need some.
Cox - there is an easement. Wilkey - What is Eagle Ridge sinking? Eric - that is a fund to punch
that road through. Paul - the grant is small urban highway, there is an upper limit, we may have to
apply a few times. Wilkey - we are starting a sinking fund? Paul - correct. Schmidt - are any of
them designed by engineering? Paul - designed enough for a grant, but not for construction. Schmidt
- 800 West is in the process of being designed now. Ryan - it is not on the summary; it is a carry
over from last year. Paul - we are subject to UDOT process, it will go to bid in the next fiscal year.

\ililkey - 820 South 170 West didn't get funded. Msyor - that is a timing issue. Ryan - we are

looking to coordinate into one budget season for water and sewer. Schmidt - can we apply for grants.

Wilkey - Asphalt hot box. Eric - that goes in the back of the truck. Wilkey -The road behind the
Henley apartments. Schmidt - is this in conjunction with the Leavitt's. Mayor - no. Paul - when a
developer subdivides, the double chip will be ripped out. Witkey - relocate fence along Wedgewood.
Paul - Terribles southbound that is in our right-of-way, when it got deeded Linford didn't move the
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fence, he wanted us to move it we said no. Wilkey - widening Wedgewood, do we have all the

property? Paul - no. Schmidt - Center Street is more important' Rysn - weed abatement, there is

misconception on what they do, we are spot spraying thistle and whitetop, not an all-out spraying. We

would need more resources to do it yearly; we could put together a plan. There is also some

beautification we have heard the council would like. We have some contracts that will micro seal

instead of chip seal, we are happy with results, there is potential to do more roads, and it would free

up staffing to do weed abatement and beautification. Cox - doesn't the County do that? Eric - they

do the county area; we do the city. We do some areas in conjunction with the Corurty; we are doing

Coal Creek right now. Phillips - is this the company that did Fiddlers? Eric - we didn't get the
quality or the life span; we have another company that is doing a betterjob that is more local.

Schmidt - did they dol 100 West, it was done right, is that the company? Eric - yes. Schmidt - I
don't like the chip seal roads. Paul - does it preserve the asphalt as well? Eric - yes, and we use a

black aggregate also. Ryan - they have a product they use for higher traffic roads. Schmidt - the

weed abatement, the area from the movie theatre to keep the weeds offthe sidewalk and along Coal

Creek, I would love to see the city do more and clean the town up. Eric - we can put a proposal

together. Cox - is it a machine that puts the product down? Eric- yes. Phillips - are we still putting

a traffic signal at 1100 W and 600 S, I want you to reach out to the homes on that comer. Ryan -
Engineering is designing and they are meeting with the homeowners; they have to redo some ofthe
sidewalks. f,ric - 200 N restriping, I am micro surfacing that road from Veterans Memorial to Main
Street.

soLID WASTE: Eric - Equipment maintenance goes up every year. Schmidt - you are on
rotation? Eric - we run them 6,000 hours, then we put them in reserve. We keep them for holidays
and back up. We see quite a bit ofgrowth, we will probably ask for another body and truck in that
department. I am going to repurpose the chassis from an old truck for a roll-offtruck. Ryrn - Eric
has proposed that we have done a lo, o1.6p116cting for the roll-off dumpsters, he would like to do

that in house, there are other opporhrnities that are contracting out that we could bring in house with a
small inveshnent. Galan - what is the revenue? Eric - the average roll-offbin is about $300 a month,
the Arena is doing it 3 times a month. We have the equipment and think we should do it in-house. I
already have one truck. We use the roll-off when we do spring clean up and when we are sweeping
streets. Ryrn - the request is for what we currently do. Mayor - until we have the numbers and know
the savings lets hold off. Eric - we can handle it now; it will add staff next year. Ryan - pre 2020 we
were purchasing 300 cans a year; we are now 550 to 600 cans a year.

STORM DRAIN: Eric - professional and technical services is for the fee study. Wilkey - walk
behind concrete saw. Eric - to replace a wore out saw. The new channels where I had access on both
sides are putting walking trails, and we can't put equipment on it. We need rubber wheels; we will
have to beefup the trails. Schmidt - the County did that, you have to be 100 feet back, engineering
needs to look at that. Eric - they are also looking at doing that. We can also use that equipment
during spring cleanup. Wilkey - storm water betterment for south interchange. Eric - it is our part of
the south interchange project. East ofthe Indian Village by the Golf Course, there is a sink hole we
need to get fixed; it is affecting two homes. Wilkey - Fiddlers Canyon Road master plan. Eric -
continue to Main Street to Canyon View. We may need to look for a grant for that. Engineering has

made them put storm drain in, but it dead ends. Ryan - it was onsite retextion; they used the road to
move the water to main street. Eric - theirs does pipe into the pond. Paul - storm drain master plan
will focus on the northwest portion. We updated 2-3 years ago in the older part of town. Some ofthe
areas to the north, west and south need a lot more information, this plan will focus on that. Phillips -
Cross Hollow retainage project expanded, what is that? Eric - they wanted to do the walking trail
under the road by Silver Silo and I strongly oppose that. Paul - last storm the grate closed. Eric - we
put a piece of equipment there during every storm. Wilkey- storm drain 56 and Cove Drive. Eric -
we are looking for a grant for the entire portion. Ryan - when we submitted the budget we didn't
know we were going after the grant. This may be in two phases with the grant. If we don't get it the
$500,000 will allow us to fix it by the railroad tracks. Paul - we discussed this in council meeting last



week- Wilkey - 800 West. Eric - that is the Watson and Smit property. Psul - SUU fixed their
portioq we want a pipe north from 200 to Coal Creek. Wilkey - Greens Lake Dam sinking fund.
Paul - we ran out ofmoney. NRCS have told us they are a year away for the past 5 years. Wilkey - 2
new operators. Schmidt - a few months ago the farmers called about irrigation ditches, I talked with
Eric, Jeff Hunter and the irrigation companies, a lot ofthe work was done by an employee tbat did it
on his own time. Eric said he could do it with additional employees. Eric - I would like a
maintenance agreement with the irrigation company if we go this route. Schmidt - I talked with Paul
Nelson and they are grateful. Eric - it helps us with other projects; we can do things a lot cheaper in
house than engineer estimates. Wilkey - the number includes salary and benefits? Terri - yes.
Schmidt - I am glad the mayor agreed to that. Eric - I think it helps our staffing level a lot. Ryan -
we have been at $63,900 and he has ovorspent that the last two years in the operation budget, that
needs to be upped. Paul - for years, storm drain, streets and solid waste has used each other's
resources and paid each other's stu$ you will need to be tighter on that. Eric - I have not cross filled
in two years. I try and keep them in their line items. Paul - persorurel you need to show.

AIRPORT: Tyler - adjustments with salaries are due to the wage study. Travel and training we
asked for $2,000 because they ar€ costing more. $3,000 for new equipment, we are over budget on
that as well to maintain the equipment. Professional and technical services are for the fee study.
Computer and technical services I am not aware. Terri - there was a study done and that is to code
your stuff correct. Tyler - S2,300 increase to badge everflhing. Capital, AIP is the 5% match for the
design. Airport Terminal expansion for the camera in the airport terminal, we want only one system.

Snow removal equipment for a command vehicle, that was taken out ofthe budget, this would be to
buy and equipment, it is non-FAA eligible. Ryan - I talked with Eric and Corey about finding
something for him to use. Tyler - our current vehicle has 250,000 miles. Reroofhistorical dome
building, it is the 1945 hangar, we lease that building. North Hangar storm water, it was taken out of
the budget. The original desigrr had the hangars at different grades with small dirt channels; this was
for piping the runoff. Phillips - is that our responsibility? Tyler - the area is our responsibility, they
have to get it out, but no one has been required to put it between the buildings. Ryan - there is one

hangar that it gefting flooded out. The mayor is ofthe opinion that it is their responsibility, one

hangar is getting the brunt of it. Tyler - They are required to have a 1olo slope. The smaller hanger is
higher than the larger one. There are 20-30 feet between thern. Paul - the hangar owner is not going
to fix it? Tyler - one hanger owner did for his but doesn't feel it is his responsibility to fix it for all
the hangars. We don't have the grade and slope to do a good run off. Galan - why do we pay to do
that ifthey own the hangars. Wilkey - if we own a regular rental propedy it would be the owner
responsibility. Paul - it is a land lease at a reduced rate. Gahn -the liability runs up hill. Tyler-
east apron gate relocation, with the National Guard relocating we are having a lot oftraffic, and we
are looking to move the gate. We put a piece of equipment on the runway when we closed it, it was
taken out. We are covered on the FAA projects; the contractor is required to provide them. We asked

for $5,500 for a new diesel tank, it is leaking and we need a larger one. Schmidt - put a liner under it
for your own safety. Tyler - lighting and T-hangars, we requested $7,000 to put that in. we will
reevaluate the lease rate when that is complete. We will request a full-time person for safety next
year. Phillips - I had a conversation with Congresswoman Malloy about Air Traffic Control tower.
Ryan - gas, utility and telephone, Tyler has overspent on all ofthose items the past few years. We
don't budget those; they are carried over. Paul - he needs to request those. Terri - code that to
utility. Rysn - Tyler is the only one that is on call, we need to look at possible over-time budget to
shift that to his firll-time staff. The Air Tramc Control tower, we have applied for a control tower, we
have applied for sta{fing, if we get that the FAA will pay that, we will have to pay for environmental.
We are applying for $ants to build the tower, but we are required to equip the tower. St. George did
not see all the costs when they built theirs, we want to be on top ofthat.

WATER: Matt - office supplies $7,000 is for mailing the water bills. $15,000 is for chlorine.
$50,000 for utilities. S15,000 for professional tech services. $34,817 is for Neptune. $1,000 uniform
services and $250 employee recognition. Cox - what are the meter sales? Matt - city meters. Paul -

it is a transfer. Matt - fee and rate increase, 1" and 2" we charge $90, I called local conhactor they

charge $650 for I" and SI,150 for a 2" meter. Mayor - we are allowing people to tap into the water
for $90. The fee he is suggesting is market rate. The other option is to tell people that the city doesn't

do it and they can call a contractor. The user base fee is increasing from $17.00 to $17.30. Paul - that

is a user rate, but that is based on what it costs us to pay Neptune to run that system. Remember that

when we do the rate study. We will also get to a point where the financial advisors will recommend
you raise that base fee to cover the bond. Wilkey - or you can hold off and do them both at the same

time. Phitlips - people are more educated that water will cost more. Matt - Capital, replace the water
line on Monterey Drive 400 S to Monterey Dr. Two new trucks and a hydro truck. Take down the old
Cedar Canyon Tanlq $50,000 if we have to demo it ourselves. 1600 N water upsizing we will upsize
that to a 12" tine. We sill need the extra connection from Port 15. Westview waterline by SUU Farm
it will complete the loop, it is a 16" line and a fire hydrant. Update and recalibrate the water model.
Redo the waterline under I-15, that line runs behind Discount Tire and through the parking lot of
Maverik. Ryan - we will get two conduits, UDOT will reconfigure and redo the sheep tunnel, they
will put two conduits, we will pay for the materials. We will relocate around Maverik, and on the
other side of the flyover, they will pay for that since they are ripping that out. Paul - that tunnel has

served as a storm drain since it was put in. Matt - carry over culinary well on 3000 N, 1700 W water
line, not additional, adding money to chlorination system and Enoch I well. Schmidt - what is the
culinary well at 3000 North. Mayor - we need one more well before the Water Conservancy District
takes that over. It is a placeholder for one more well. Wilkey - water rights acquisition for $100,000,
where does the other $ 1.4 million go? Paul - to an account to buy water rights. We don't have a clue
how many water rights we will buy, we will do a budget adjustment if needed to purchase water
rights. It is place holder. Wilkey - what is in water acquisition reserve now? Terri - $1.4 million.
Mstt - Matt read Exhibit "A". Schmidt - you are taking out two-meter readers? Mayor - my
proposal is different than Matt's. I have a vacant water worker I position. Matt - I would like to make
it a water worker II position. The skills, we have a guy trained to do a water tap, a contractor dug a
trench and ran a line over a boulder and we caught it? That gives an operator I, and one meter reader
that is maintenancdlaborer can give shut-offnotices. I asked fora new position, but weputit offto
next year. Wilkey - Water worker II is a new position; we should have just had the difference. I was
going to reclassifu one ofthe guys and make operator II a new position. Now we don't need the new
position. Mayor - he is asking flor reclassification and keep the people he has. Ryan - he has 13

people, the mayor proposed, ifhe takes the open position. He needs to open an operator II and
reclassi$ one to a water worker II. Natasha -ifhe reclassifies it would be $10,000. He has a current
opening, if we reclassifu one ofthe meter readers, he could keep the existing staff. If we reclass a

water worker I to a water worker 2 it would cost $4,000 to $5,000, and if you reclass the meter reader
to water worker I it would be another $5,000. Matt - that leaves me down one guy. I still want l3
positions. Natasha - ifyou do what he is asking, you will need $87,000. He has 573,000 in paa time
wages, so he would use that money he would only need about $7,500 for the reclass. Schmidt - Tom,
the city inspector does not have time to watch everything. If we keep all the staff together, is there
someone to help watch the developers, very few people watch the waterlines. Someone on tle crew
could watch water systems. Ifthey hadn't caught that line over the boulder, that line would have only
been 6-8 inches underground. Phillips - watch water lines, what do you mean? How will they know?
Schmidt - inspect the waterlines. Mat-t - we know subdivisions coming in, they get one year
warranty. Ryan - several years ago the water department did that, that is how Engineering got that
inspector. Tom is overwhelmed, we try and fill in when he can, and we will continue to do what we
can. Cox - from level I to level II do they get training? Matt - they have to get certified from the
State ofutah. One ofmy guys is looking to jump to another position in the Collections. Cox-I
don't have a problem with that. Galan - you wanted to reduce that because ofthe water maers and
they are installed. Mayor - yes. History, the two meter readers, they don't read anymore, there is still
maintenance. They both applied for an open position, and neither were given the position and so I
said why not eliminate one and move the better one up and then reevaluate the other down the road if
the work is to much to reopen another position. Cox - I agree with that also. Mayor - by no means
do I devalue water or do I want water understaffed. Galan - the people that installed the meters were



COLLECTIONS: Randy - only increase is the $1,000 for uniforms and the $5,000 for the rate
study. Pickup truck, BZI trunk line upsizing, the $500,000 is our rehab each year. We did manholes
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hired for that purpose. Matt - they read meters and then they changed meters whan they were done.
The part-time kids worked after school. Schmidt - are these two guys worth keeping? Matt - they
are getting better. Natrsha - one is Matts relative, he can't be a pad, so the lead worker, Shawn
Glover takes the role, he had two candi&tes apply, he said we won't promote either. I talked with
Shawn this moming and after talking with Shawn, we opened the position again and we will see what
happens this time. He spoke to the guys on the crew, and they chose not to promote, they gave good
feedback to the employees. They told them this is your opportunity to step up; we will reopen the
position. There are part-time employees that are eligible to put in for this position also. Wilkey -
overall, do we have a number, this is the budget ofpayroll, this is what it had, this is what it would
be? Paul - you add another $15,000 from his cunent budget. Cox - maybe think outside the box and
open outside. Ryan - he has 13 positions, the mayor suggests 12. Ifyou let him reclassi$ from 1-2
and a meter reader to 1. Mayor - he still has 577,000 for part{ime. I am ok to reclass from a I to a 2.
Mett - I have 4 ones and 3 twos. Schmidt - the question is are we going from 13 to 12 e,mployees.
Gehn - we have l3 heads or we don't. You can't be in both places at once, the budget is there for 13.
We arc trying to figure is if you need 13 heads in your department. I say keep 13. Schmidt- I say
keep 13 and help with irspection. Wilkey - you proposed for 12 plus part-time. Cox - I am ok with
13, but I want them qualifred. Phillips - we have a position and 2 of our people were not hire{ that is
my problem. Peul - we post internally firs; we don't go to the whole world. Galen - if the two fail,
move on. Water is precious and you ne€d to Fotect it.

TREATMENT: Ryan - operation he asked for additional firnds that was denied. Chemicals prices
go up, he asked for S39,000. Building and ground maintenance increase was not recommended.
Professional and technical services were funded. Special department supplies for $3,000 which were
not funded. On the professional and technical services, we had $5,000 for the fee study, but we it
shows $135,000 was added. Terri - that is for the expansion study. Phillips - why not up the
equipment maintenance. Jeff - it is not important that it is there, if needed we can add it. Paul - last
year a boiler went out, it was a $50,000 item. Equipment maintenance is day to day, ifa piece of
equipment goes bad, we will fix it and there is a bank account to do that. Ryatr - there is a varied
amount each year, this was his first year. Capital is a skid loader lease; it has been a cheap rental for
us. We have two clarifiers for Sl .4 million, two in this year's budget, this is for the last two. A roll
olf dumpster truck for $260,000 that was approved. Wilkey - how many do you have? Jeff- we
have one, purchased used from the County. We move the biosolids every day. His truck stays there; it
doesn't go anywhere else. Wilkey - what is the plan for the old truck? Jeff - it is a backup for us and
it can be shared. Ryan - two golfcarts were approved for $27,000. Paul - Jared was here yesterday;
he will probably have a few used golfcarts for you. Phillips - what is the chanical pump addition?
Jeff- we need a pump system to feed chemicals. It was removed because I have enough money to
purchase it this year. Schmidt - is this the line to upsize for the Water Conservancy District? Paul -
Eric Bonzo tried to figure out the size when he was here. We just need to add a line and let them
drink water. Jefr - what held it up was the wells. Ryan - cameras for $60,000 and pump station for
$200,000 proposed. Effluent is a holder, and the expansion study, we need to look at that soon.

There may be interim things we can do before the expansion. Schmidt - have we talked to Stantec,

are they doing it? Paul - it will have to be bid out. Schmidt - the new facility, there is no ventilation
system in the building, when it stads to run, we will have to put a ventilation system in. Jeff- once
the water is no longer spoken for, we plan to run the frlto for a few weeks. We do need a ventilation
system in that building. Ryan - when we start running it, it will have to be done. Jeff - there are state
regulations to move the air one time per minute. Ryrn - we need to talk about the gery exparsion.
They have been in violation for the past 6 months. Jeff- we have had warnings. Ryan - we will go

from 100,000 gpd to 300,000 gpd, we have got to get a handle on that. You might see some fines
coming through. Jeff- at the beginning ofthe year our bods were 70 percent we are at 90 percent
today, we hope to get them under control.
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and we have done 200 South, 200 East, we are cleaning up existing lines. Ryan - he is using them on

BZI this year. Schmidt - there are a few lines in town tuming red. Randy - that is on upsizing.

Stantec does the flow study, they run a calculation, they have an average and run it to go through the

lines to the plant. If it triggers it will show a yellow and thor an orange, we can use impact fee money

for those. Ryan - update to sewer model, upsize lines also. Schmidt - are we good with everlhing
going up Fiddlers, is there enough sewer capacity to the plant? Rrndy - yes, they have to pay Stantec

to run those numbers. When they change their model, they run the numbers again. For the Dairy we

need solid numbers, that affects the 2300 outfall line. We are very strict with the county uotil these

are done, we need to keep a solid count, and we report that to the state. Ryan - 800 West exteruiion

was approved. Personnel we asked for a reclassification to a lead worker and that was an increase of
$4,500. Randy - we also added an employee. Phillips - what is the BZI component. Paul - a couple

components, start at the Y and go north our master plan calls for a 30" trunk line and a large lift
station. BZI put in their 30" trunk line. We had to upsize the trunk line, we have to split that between
us and the County. There will be an agreement to split the cost for the lift station between us and the

County. There will be another agreement for a development next to BZI for the upsizing with us and

the County. Those three projects will be in the millions of dollars of impact fee money. The county
signed their agreernent we are asking them to change it by 2.5o/o. BZI has put theirs in, the

development south ofBZI we are meeting with them to consider aru:exing. Ryan - 5 years ago there

were 35 miles of line they were maintaining, they are now maintaining bout 50 miles of line.

Pubtic utitities are the operating backbone of modern communities. Ctean retiabte water.
The crews who maintain this inf rastructu re-such as pipes, pumps, meters, and retated
treatment-need to be deve[oped, maintained, and managed. These services are essential
to pubtic safety, pubtic heaLth, and economic devetopment. For teaders in city government,
workforce development-retated to utitity operations shoutd be viewed and funded as a
strategic investment rather than an optionat human resources (HR) program. The reasons
are straightforward: operationat resitience, regutatory compliance, cost containment,
succession readiness, and community trust att depend on managing a wett-educated,
trained, and ethicaI workforce.

The water operator's role is important, affecting the pubtic heatth and safety of everyone in
a community. A bad doctor, nurse, or dentist onty affects the patients they serve, but a water
operator impacts everyone. so, it's important that operators are on top of their game 24/7 tot
365 days of the year. ln 1987 in carrottton, Ga. A cryptosporidium outbreak in the
community. operators reported that their kids came home from schoot crying because the
other kids said that their dad had made their famity sick. This kind of situation is a powerfut
reminder of the important job operators do. ln 2000, 2 operators (who were brothers) were
on suicide watch after being responsibte for more than 2,300 ittnesses and at Least 7 deaths.
These and other tragedies are tragic reminders that water treatment is more than "ticking
boxes" on a report or fitting in numbers on a tog sheet; it's fundamentatty about protecting
the pubtic heatth of entire communities!

- we had a lengthy discussion last time and got feedback from council. Earlier today I sent

out some exhibits. I was going to go through some schematics and then the changes in the

Development Agreanent. Mayor we have had a lot of communications throughout the

week. Since there are modifications from last week, we will allow the citizens to share

thoughts on the changes from last week. Dallas - the original map with some redlines, I
want to clarifu that Pod I is currently proposed at 250 units total to go to Cove Drive' We
would have up to 50 potential homes on Cody Dr. on Pod 3 and we reduced from 100 to 80

units, and the Cross Hollow lighted intersection we will match that. We reduced the single

access to 80 lots for Pod 3. Pod 2 is the largest parcel with the open space dedication we

have proposed from 400 to 350 units; these represent the upper bounds of what can be built
as exists. There are 10 acres we set said as part of the Ome property that is existing
commercial, so we will still have a commercial corridor, and it is not part of the RDO. Pod 1

will access Cody, Pod 3 will access Cross Hollow and Pod 2 will access Sururyvale and

Church Street. Schmidt - you will still need two accesses? Dallas - yes, we will have

discussion when we get there. With the commercial we might have a private drive through

the commercial. Those are the only proposed changes in the RDO, the rest are in the

Development Agreement (DA). Exhibit "C" was reviewed - with the single-family detached

component, I don't know what council wants to see as scope' I boxed out the regional master

planned pond. The layout reflects a 4,500 sq ft minimum lot with a 20 ft front setback, 22-

foot garage with 5' and 5' side setbacks and l0 ft rear setbacks. The language in the DA
commits to single family detached residential component, our intent is to buffer it off Cody

Drive. We put the number of 1 5 single family units. Do we just need a single row of single-

family. We still might go to a patio home driveway home route; we will commit to a first
phase with 15 single family homes. As far as access discussion, the roads shown are a typical
PUD minimum road, 34' right-of-way, if we line it up with Sunset, we could possibly get 2

roads with 234 feet separation, it doesn't quite line up with the LDS Church parking lot.
Kent - we will need the Fire Department to weigh in on the accesses being that close.

Barring the fire code issue, it seerns workable. Dallas - I think we would still have an access
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through the commercial. Phillips - in a PUD you are following the guidelines of driveway
lengths? Dallas - yes, we would have the 20' setback offCody, we will need a block wall
along Cody. We would have a 5' setback on private roads,20' on the main structure and 22
on the garage. Cox - I would suggest making a 1' side offset and a wide one on the other
side to give you access to your back yard, and instead ofa number, meet fire code. Dallas - I
am in favor of that. Wilkey - with the schematic as drawn, is there an exception not to have a
cul-de-sac? Dallas - I showed a circle ofa cul-de-sac, fire code says 150 feet, if we do a
hammerhead we would want an exception from the cul-de-sac. With an ernphasis on
interconnecting subdivisions, I think we are on our way back to 150'. Cox - for some ofthe
residents, I read through the RDO and there is nothing that would allow an apartrnent
complex. Dallas - there are not restrictions on Pod 3 or Pod l, but Phase I we commifted the
l5 single family homes to buffer from R-3. Cox - if you put higher density, you are still
maxed out at 350 residents. Dallas - we are locked in on the pods also. Phillips - how do
you see the tmnsition into the more R-3 into the rest of the pod. Dallas - it depends on the
type of building. If this concept works well, we may continue. He wants the ability to pivot
and then see if the patio home concept takes offwell. If we do 4,500 square feet, then we go

to patio homes, we want that flexibility. The roads depend on if it is a twin home or 3-plex or
4-plex. For conventional homes, there aren't many homes that fit on these lots. We have to
develop floor plans and market research to see what will fit well. PhilliFs - my concem is,
once we make the zone change to R-3 there is no going back, so the more detail the better.

Schmidt - I like the desigrr of single-family homes, and I think we have better response if we
don't put apartments in pod l, consider that. Galan - I like this better than what we saw last
week. There were certain things written to several ofus by the developer and I need to know
if they are really going in there such as gymnasium and pickleball courts. I will insist that
they are clarified on the agreement before we approve it. Dallas - as far as the amenities,
they are things that fall within the PUD, the PUD ordinance gives a threshold, my
understanding is they are included in pod I . As far as who they are for, they are for the
residents. Does a developer kick people off, I don't know. Galan - I appreciate that you
clarified that, we wondered about that. I am ok with that as long as we know when and where
it is going. Dallas - if we make those commitments, then what standards do we build to, so

putting them in a PUD is cleaner. Mayor - are you saying not having a DA and putting in the

CC&R's later? Dallas - no, he wants it in the development agreement. If it goes in the
development agreement we need an exact list. Wilkey - our PUD ordinance requires a
square footage. Dallas 3% of the square footage area. If we go to a single-family lot we
wouldn't have guest parking. Cox - putting amenities in that are private, what incentive is it
for the city? Mayor - if it is a quarter acre lot subdivision and we give concessions for size;

it is a reasonable concession to make it a neighborhood. Cox - they will also retain the water.

Mayor - if we don't put them in, they don't put them in and we let down the neighborhood.
Galan - we didn't ask for it they offered it and now I am holding their feet to the fire.
Schmidt - I hope we don't have a bunch of cars on the street. We have two big
developments where people park on the street. We are not parking on the road. Mayor - then
we need to change the ordinance. Dallas - with single family, it can accommodate on the
lots. If we go to patio homes, we have guest parking. If we do the small lots, we have a two-
car garage and driveway we don't have guest parking. \ ilkey - you can do non-PUD's in
the R-3. By ordinance he has to put amenities in a PUD. I appreciate the effort he is making.
Dallas - we made reductions in Pod 2 and Pod 3. We did not show a reduction on Pod l, but

with single family we are reducing the units so we will lose 30 offthe top. Cox - but it is
capped at 350. Phillips - the alignment of the streets, you still have parking to the east, can
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it shift? Datlas - it starts to get steep, there may be a way to incorporate some drainage, but
we are pretty stuck with aligning up Sunset road.

Exhibit "D" shows Pod 2 off Sunnyvale and Church Street, we reduced from 50 units to 20
units, it shows reasonable low hanging fruit for R-l type lots. Staffwants to see these roads

finished out. We show a cul-de-sac on Church and a trail access and at the end of the
Sunnyvale cul-de-sac the ability for the road to get out to the trails. Once Jones' reviewed it
they were comfortable taking it to 20 lots with access to the open space. City ordinance says

we can only have 500 feet for a cul-de-sac. Schmidt - the ordinance changed, we are now
750 feet. Kent - we could work something out. Mayor - I have a lot of empathy for Sunset

Canyon who bought R-l and thought this was R-l. I do believe the RDO concept is the best

way to make this work and feel we could make an RDO process work. I wish Ryan was
comfodable with RDO throughout, but I know development is also a risk. At bare minimum,
townhomes can be done nice and I would like not to have apartments. Cox - we could
exclude apartments and allow duplex. Schmidt - I agree with most of the feedback, I would
not want to see apartments there. Last week it was talked about a fire hazard in the open
green space. What does the developer agree to do on that. Dallas - Exhibit "E" is part ofthe
DA. The fire code is a bigger issue that was discussed. We talked with Chief Phillips, and I
spoke with an arborist to see how big of a commitment it was. In Pod 2 we will take on the
initial treatment, the 3-5-year maintenance is more manageable by the city. If the RDO is
approved, we commit to the open space dedication and the initial treatment WUI and the city
do the ongoing. The arborist had reasonable knowledge, he said $50,000- $70,000 is
reasonable. Schmidt - are you still looking to do a retention at the top and the bottom of the
basin? Dallas - that is my preference. The way it is written, the open space dedication would
happen after final plat, the area treated, staffsaid we needed to do studies, I would like to see

the dike moved up higher and the power company also does some mitigation, if they all align
the fire trim area is reduced. Schmidt - is that one ofthe first things you would be doing?
Dallas - it depends on how we develop. If we do a first phase of 15 units, it depends on how
much is flowing to the subdivision. Mayor - won't that be worked out with the development.
We can't put that in the DA. Randall - Master Plan improvements we try and get them in as

soon as possible, you want to say at what percentage it has to be in, otherwise it will remain
until the final phase. Schmidt - I would like it done first and eliminate problems for you and
for us. Kent - on the two master planned storm drains, the pond and the dike that stores
water behind it. What we phase up top is to prevent the downstream properties from
flooding. It is tied to when the downstream properties are developed. Dallas - if I got to
pick, the basin would go in with phase 1. Wilkey - I like exact with numbers. We receive
ernails with 255 signatures asking for us to deny this request. Within this % mile there are
520 high density homes. I think Pod 3 is great for R-3, that makes sense, Pod I I have a hard
time with. Cox - I have been following housing;' it is 25Vo high density to 75% single-family
in the community . ln 2026 it is I I %. Phillips - I have sat in this chair a number of years.
About 2.5 years ago Fiddlers Canyon was in these chairs. 18 months ago, it was people in
Cross Hollows about Henley and DR Horton, then Lund Hwy. Growth is happening all over
the ciff and we don't pick winners and losers, but we do listen to constituents, we all live in
the city. Dallas - reviewed the POD amenities in the DA. Wilkey - when do we take the
pond versus leaving it private? Dallas - when they are 50 acres. Kent - it is a regional pond,
we need this. Dallas - we are also required to do a trafiic study. Phillips - is it 400 or 350
units, it will increase the traffic and we need modeling. Dallas we did antidotal traffic
study; we got 6 cars per minute on Cody. With the removal of the road of Church Street, we
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are required to model anyway. Mayor - it is a master planned road. Galan - the other reality
is you can't take into account the development that is not finished, they will have children
that will need to go up that road. Dallas - when we do a traffic study to remove the road and
the loading that happens on each, do they run the modeling like water and sewer? Kent - the
change to the master plan for the elimination of Church Street, the model is built if we
remove that road. Does it lead us to other mitigated measures, are we ok with that. On the
development itself, the consultant will have to look at what traffic looks like when
completed, and the projected background traffic volumes and add this trafEc to it. They do
have to look at the other developments in the area.

Katy Berry, Sunset Canyon thank you, it has been awesome to see how much you care. We
are a tight knit community. I had the opportunity to get signatures. We would like it to stay
R-l or R-2-1. We would like single family and curb and gutter. I walked the neighborhood. I
went on an LDS mission, and I didn't like that part. Everyone signed the petition; all had
different sentiments. We are not opposed to development. Across the street was for
commercial. This lot was R-1 and backs to R-l and it says how it should have minimal
vehicular traffic and that is no longer the case. It is very busy. I don't like the patio home, but
they don't have places for people to walk. If it is self contained I don't think you would hear
a peep. Crescent Hills is a great neighborhood, and we wouldn't be opposed to something
like that. We feel like we are not given privacy to our neighborhood.

Jan Gilbert - I spoke at the last meeting and I sent an ernail. I am familiar with patio homes,
and I have seen them work. Across the street from Silver Silo don't forget about Hidden
Canyon Commons, they show high density housing behind the commercial, you have
potential for a lot more. You addressed the fire concems. We are making progress, but the
generai population wants to see less density.

Mary Watkins - I am also a resident of Sunset Canyon, I am renting and I own two lots
north ofPod 1, the house to the west ofus had to be lifted and had their foundation rdone,
that can be a concem. I was also out canvassing; I had a few tell me they didn't sigrr petitions
but supported me. Thank all of you that read my email. We did not expect this fie1d to stay
the field forever; we just wanted it done in a thoughtful way. Henley isn't done and it is not
full; I don't know the market support for so much high density. I have been an apartment
manager. Tenant quality goes down when they are not filled. We want it to stay R-l or R-2-1.

Brenden Watkins - I want to reiterate everything that has been said. Density concems,
traffic and I am opposed to second access onto Cody, as much as can should to go Cross
Hollows.

Ann Clark - thank you all for trying to make changes for Carmel Canyon and Sunset
Canyon and they all looked at the zoning before they built. My problem is we have got to
zone and mean what we say. Really think about it. Drive down Cody, this will be a tight
needle to thread, and it will be that way all the time. I don't trust RDO's, they have too much
flexibility. On Cross Hollows high density looks like a lot. They will do 15 single family
homes, and they will do high density on the rest. Tie it down tight. Think about the people
that were there first.
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Randall - I am hoping you will table this since you have not read the proposal, I have not
read through it all. A few things clmi$ the location ofthe single-family home and have
phase 1 done before phase 2. Clariff the effect of the tra{fic study, it is great and wonderful,
you might mitigate, or there is no way to make it possible, so if it says not possible, don't
allow it. The ordinance requires a 1O-foot PUE along all access. Dallas - I had the
discussion with staft all the private roads are PUE and a 10' beyond the PUE and around it is
a PUE. I hadn't thought about the private road. Randall - we require the 30' triangle to not
have a trafEc danger. We talk about pod specific limits, almost every RDO has come in and

shifted units from pod to another. The applicant said they will stay pod specific, put it in the
DA. Amenities are in, if you want it specific put it in. Parking on Cody Drive if you want it,
say what you want. Block wall, be specific in height and location. We may say meet all other
ordinance requirements. Dallas - I was thinking a 6'. Schmidt - don't leave a blank space

that no one takes care of. Randall - no language on Cody Drive. Rernove 3-5-year fire
maintenance, just don't have it in, we will do it as the fire department does it on timing and
budget. Timing of the storm drain improvernents, put what you want. That is a lot, so I hope
you will not vote on it tonight.

Galan - there is still a lot ofquestions, so we will push the approval until we can look at

everything. I would recommend after today's conversation look at what you have come up
with and talk with us. Dallas - we want to define private amenities inside the PUD. Galan -
we will not include them until you come back to us. Cox - add the setbacks to meet fire
code. Randall - anlhing less than 3 feet the Fire Departrnent won't go through. Phillips -
the 10' setback along Cody Drive, is there not a landscape requirement? Randall - that is
along Cody Drive. Phillips - why not match what is along Cross Hollows.

Councilmernber Schmidt moved to table this item to May 20th; Seconded by Councilmember
Wilkey; vote unanimous.

CONSIDERA RESOLUTION APPROVING A DEVELOPMENT AGR-EEMENT
FOR A PROPERTY LOCATED AT APPROXIMATELY 1157 SOUTH MAIN
STREET (SMITH'S MARKETPLACE). AWA/RANDALL MCUNE: Paul we have
had a lot of discussions with the engineers with Smiths since last week, you have a copy in
front ofyou. The sign, storm drain and water system. Phillips - what is the difference
between red and blue. Paul - the red was changed last week; blue are this week. They will
move the sign to help site lines. The next is the water improvements, they will connect along
main street to the north with our existing system. Every pad will be served by an individual
line coming off individual meters offof Main Street. There will be a fire loop around the
property which is private and it will have a W8 vault, no W7 vaults. For the storm drain they
will get a discount commensurate with the size of the underground system. Those are the
changes.

Wilkey - we are ok with the variance for the 3 loading bays and the extra 5 feet on the sign.
Paul - those are not controversial issues, and the e cortmerce was not eithsr. We only
focused on the three issues with disagreemarts. Cox - you are ok with the new water desigtr.
Rick Magness, AWA - yes. Schmidt - what size is the green and purple line? Paul - the
lines don't mean anything. It is a big drawing. Kent - it is just a big picture ofthe overall
site. Phillips - page 1 of the agreement, look at G and H, it says the main lines of the water
system serving the property shall be owned, operated and maintained by Cedar City.
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Schmidt - that is in the street. Phillips - then it says H. storm water system be designed to
facilitate waiver of storm water impact fees. Paul - we will modiff that to fit the rest of it.
Jeff- we love working in this city. For Smith's we feel like staff as well as you expediting
this, your staff has been amazing. We did have a bit of discussion last week, but through that
discussion, we were able to get to where we needed to be. We are ready to move forward.
We are about two weeks before we start gading; we do have permits for the retaining wall
and the grading. We are excited to be part of this community. We will be open next year.
Paul - the two portions you referred to, G & H, there's a portion in this agreement that said
this is what Smith's wanted and a portion that said this is what the city wanted, the G & H
you referred to is what we were negotiating. The following provisions in the contract say
here are what we ageed to.

- can one department pay the other department. Phillips - we asked them to come up with a
plan, if they get that we can get it in the budget. Paul - are we doing public or private land.
Phillips - our sidewalks, interchanges, medians at ahport. If we can't take care ofour
property, how do we expect others to take care of theirs. Wilkey - one person. Paul - ifyou
give them more money for chip seal and they do the altemative road maintenance they can
free up their own staff. Cox - the county did spray private property, ifyou called them you
paid for the product and they came and sprayed. Galan - that is how we do it in our HOA.

Currently the South Interchange plans have a retention pond, I would like numbers to pipe it
to the detention at Cross Hollow. Schmidt - they are keeping the box culvert. It would be
worth looking at.

Angle parking on 100 West, extending it to the south. Paul - the concq)ts are not well
thought out, and the cost estimates can be a lot. Wilkey - Downtown Parking Authority, they
have talked abut the bulbing.

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Mayor - discussions on the zoning ordinance and master plaffIing. Seek and find other

places that have R-1, R-2 and R-3 and look at other density zoning, include money for
consultant for zoning.

Citywide storage facility. Wilkey - I went with Chief Adams to the old treatment plant, we

have so much land, we have how many Conex boxes. I would like to start building one major

storage facility that can be shared with various departments.

Iron Leaders, annually from City staff to participate, it is 52,800 a year. Pay enrollment cost

for one person, possibly our PIO officer.

Grant writer concept.

Hosting Budget. Paul - we can accomplish that out of existing financial resources. Add
$2,000 to $3,000 in administration sundry budget.

Galan - at the airport we talked about the pads we lease where they built hangars. I walked

tfuough this will Tyler and I got a better feeling about what he was talking about. There is a

drainage issue and liability issue, the second pad up has taken mitigation. We allow them to

build their own but don't make provisions for drainage. We have more property east above

what is built out that we hope to recruit tenants to build their own buildings, we will then put

in drainage, so we don't have a liability. I recommend we take what is there and run 50' of
drainage pipe to the flood channel and from then on, we make everyone tie into that as they

build east. We have $56,000 plus it will cost another $50,000. I would like it to be taken care

of sooner rather than later. We also talked about the need to develop a business plan for every

revenue-based operation in the city, we will form a small committee to look at a shategy for
the airport and then look at what we control and what we don't. What we control, create a

plan going forward and measure it. We can also start looking at what we need to get involved
in or re-purchase and control what the airport represents in the community.

Schmidt - clarification on the water department. We met with Matt today about moving one

anployee from level 1 to level 2, eliminating two meter reading position. Have level 2

become an inspector and give Matt 2 openings for level l. One is posted already and can post

2 more. Paul - we are trying to know what we need money for. Galan - there was a

perception that we were pushing to keep the ernployees that were made redundant because of
lack of meter readers, that is not what was on the table. We want the head count to stay at l3
and find the individuals that fit the qualifications that fit the jobs. The cost was about

$15,000. The meter readers would have to apply for thejobs, and it would be handled by HR.

Wilkey - would there be a cost to add a bond initiative? Renon will you get the cost to add

the bond initiative on the ballot. Also go back to who engineered it. Paul - we had a

conversation about if we want to put it on this year or next year. Wilkey - I have had
discussions with other taxing entities today.

Phillips - I do want to consider adding $10,000 to Economic Development Department for
the Downtown Coordinator, I think we can get there.
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Councilmember Wilkey moved to approve a resolution adopting the 2026-2027 fiscal year
tentative budget; second by Councilmernber Galan; vote as follows:

POD 2 CONDITIONS

The Project's RDO Map supplemental exhibit, Sheet 3, identifies a majority portion of Pod 2 as

proposed natual open space to be dedicated to Cedar City Corporation. The proposed open

space includes existing dirt trail networks currently used by the public and is intended to
preserve natural open space and provide public trail access within a largely developed portion of
the City. The proposed dedication area is anticipated to range from approximately 30 to 49

acres. with the final acreage and boundaries to be determined after completion and recordation
of the applicable final plat or plats for the two upper road areas. including the areas associated

with Church Street and Sunnyvale Drive.

Prior to dedication of the Pod 2 open space to the City, Developer shall complete an initial fire
fuel mitigation treatment \,!'ithin the proposed open space area incompliance with the Wildland
Urban Interface (WUI) standards. The Panies acknowledge that the Cedar City Fire Chief has

indicated that. following initial treatment. ongoing fuel mitigation and maintenance on an

approximate three-to-five-year cycle would be a more manageable maintenance obligation for
the City. Upon completion of the initial fire mitigation treatment and final determination of the

dedication boundaries. the open space shall be dedicated to Cedar City Corporation. subject to
City review and acceptance.

As part ofthe Pod 2 open space and trail access plan, Developer shall provide public trail access

to the dedicated open space from both upper road areas. Such access shall be provided by
sep.uate 20-foot-wide public trail access parcels. or similar dedicated access corridors
acceptable to the City. located to provide community access from each road to the public open

space.

Development within Pod 2 shall be subject to the R-l zoning requirements and shall be

restricted to a maximum of twenty (20) single-family residential lots. The Parties acknowledge

that development ofPod 2 will require completion and extension ofthe existing dead-end stub

roads. including Sunnyvale Drive and Church Street, and that such road completion provides a

mutual benefit to both the City and Developer. The City has expressed a desire for the existing
dead-end road stubs to be completed in order to improve public access. fire protection. snow
removal. trash service. and general neighborhood circulation. Developer desires to complete
such road improvements in order to allow limited residential development within Pod 2 and to
provide access to the proposed public open space dedication.

Due to existing topography. existing dead-end stub road conditions, road layout constraints.

limited residential lot count. and the proposed open space dedication. the Parties acknowledge
that certain variances or modifications frorn City engineering standards may be necessary.

Specifically. the City shall consider and, as applicable, approve a variance or modification to
allow Sunnyvale Drive and/or Church Street to exceed the standard 500-foot maximum dead-

end cul-de-sac length. subject to final engineering review and any required public safety

conditions. The consideration for such variance or modification includes the limited residential
density within Pod 2. the completion ofexisting dead-end road stubs. improved municipal
service access. and the dedication ofpublic trail access and natural open space to the City.

RESIDENTIAL ESTATI,S ZONE TO BE TIIIRTY-THREE Pf,RCENT OF
FRONTAGE UP TO FIFTY FEET

WHEREAS, the state legislature has gmnted general welfare power to the City
Council, independent, apart fronq and in addition to, its specific grants oflegislative autlority,
which enable Cedar City !o pass ordinances as are necessary and proper to provide for the

safety, promote the prosperity, impmve the peace and good order, comfort, and convenience of
the city and is inhabitants, and for the protection ofproperty in the city; and

WIIEREAS, Cedar City has adopted Chapter 26 of the orrdinance of Cedar City,

Utah, and said provisions contain specific requirements goveming the contol ofproperty
through zoning laws; and

WIIEREAS, the Cedar City Council desires to update and amend Chapter 26 Article
V o modift the allowed width of driveways in the Residential Estates Zone; and

WHEREAS, the City Council finds that it is in the best interests of the health, safety,

and general welfare of the citizens of Cedar City to make trese changes to the City's code

regarding driveway widttrs in the Residential Eslate Zone.

NOW TIIEREFORE, be it ordained by the City Council of the Cedar City, in the

State of Utah, as follows:

SECTION l: AMENDMENT "Section 26-V-18 Access To Parking

Facilities" of the Cedar City Municipal Code is hereby on ended as follows.

AMENDMENT

Section 26-V-18 Access To Parking Facilities

A. Driveways: Access driveways shall be provided for ingress to and egress fiom all
parking and loading facilities. Each parking and loading space shall be easily

accessible to the intended user. The width of driveway enfances and exits from a

DISCUSSION:

l've again updated the proposed development agreement to address the concerns brought up

last week. After this many redlines, it's a little hard to track, so here's a rundown of what I changed:

I modified the first paragraph to collectively call the owners "owne/' or "develope/' since we
don't use "Owner 1" or "Owner 2" anywhere else in the a8reement.
I changed references from "resolution" to "ordinance" since an RDO needs an ordinance, and

l've combined both the RDO and development aBreement to be approved by the same

ordinance.
(ltlXAXi)(b): Specifically listed the lo-foot setback for the wall along Cody Drive - this matches

current ordinance and what a couple of council members said they still wanted.
(lll)(AXi)(h): Changed "Phase 1" to "Pod 1." Struck examples as redundant.
(lll)(A)(i)(i): added some details to no parking on Cody goal. l'm open to other suggestions, but I

figured no private Bates and any required guest parking being closer than Cody drive should
help.
(lll)(AXilU): created a unit-count timeline for the listed amenities. As I don't know what order
the developer or Council prefer to complete the amenities, I designed it to be easy to change.
The developer will get through at least phase 1 before he'll need to construct anything, but he

won't avoid the final amenity simply by not constructing the last few units.
(lltXA)(ivXc): changed "serve or protect" to "fol' to allow further discussion post-agreement on
the appropriate reimbursement for storm drain facilities.
(lll)(A)(iv)(f): added the one-year warranty exception to the City taking over maintenance of the
storm drain facilities.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CEDAR CITY COUNCIL ADOPTING THE RESIDENTIAL
DEVELOPMENT OVERLAY (RDO) PLAN FOR TIIE CROSS HOLLOW RDO

LOCATED ON APPROXIMATELY 77.38 ACRES OF PROPERTY LOCATED IN THE
AREA OF CODY DRIVE AND CROSS HOLLOW ROAD.

WHER.EAS, the owners of property located in the vicinity of Cody fhive and Cross

Hollow Road have petitioned Cedar City to adopt the Residential Development Overlay (RDO)

plan on approxim ately 77.38 acres ofproperty, the property is more particularly described as

shown in the Cross Hollow RDO, attached as Exhibit A:

WHEREAS, after providing public notice as required by City ordinance the Cedar City
Planning Commission considered the proposed RDO plan adoption and found that the adoption
is reasonably necessary, in the best interest ofthe public, and in harmony with the objectives and

purposes ofCedar City's zoning ordinance. On April 21,2026, the Planning Commission gave

the proposed RDO plan adoption a positive recommendation conditioned upon the petitioner's
agreement that they will not put any more units on this property than what the approved RDO
plan allows;

WHEREAS, the landowner consents that Cedar City adopt the RDO on the above

described property and the landowner further agrees to limit the total number of dwelling units
constructed within the RDO boundary to the number units allowed and number of dwelling units
within each pod according to the designated zoning on the RDO plan and as referenced in the
table on the RDO plan, said plan included in this ordinance by reference and binding upon all
parties;

WEEREAS, the City Council after duly publishing and holding a public hearing to

consider the proposed RDO plan finds the proposed RDO plan furthers the City's policy of
establishing and maintaining sound, stable, and desirable development within the City,

promoting more fully the objectives and purposes ofthe City's general plan, zoning ordinances,

and/or correcting manifest errors.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of Cedar City, State of
Utah, that the City's general plan is amended to adopt the RDO plan on the approximately 77.38

acres described herein, and City staffis hereby directed to make the necessary changes to the

City's land use map; showing the Cross Hollow RDO name and boundary on the city's land use

maps. The City Council approves the RDO and Development Agreement with all the terms and

conditions contained in the RDO plan, attached as Exhibit A, and Development Agreement,

attached as Exhibit B.

This ordinance, Cedar City Ordinance No. 0513-26, shall become effective immediately

upon passage by the City Council and published in accordance with State Law.
