
Town of Tabiona Council Meeting & Public Hearing

Mayor Terry Hughes called the meeting to order at 6:02 p.m. 
Dalas Jones makes a motion to approve April minutes as written, Tanna Lee Strebel seconds the motion. 
The Council reported that there are no new updates regarding the Community Center Mayor Hughes is still planning to take benches when he goes to Salt Lake and have them repaired.
Dax Lamb stated that the annual CCR report is complete and needs to be posted to the website. Mayor Hughes will call JR Bird to have them set up a profile to allow Dax access to the Scada system. Mayor has purchased back flow valves for all residents as part of cross connection prevention plan.
The Council discussed ongoing concerns regarding dogs within the Town limits. The Mayor expressed a desire to review the current animal control ordinances and determine whether revisions or additional enforcement measures may be necessary. Further discussion and recommendations will be brought back to the Council following the ordinance review.
The Council discussed the rezoning request submitted by Levaughn and Karla Gines. The proposed zone change and its potential impact on surrounding properties and future development were reviewed. Residents voiced their concerns. Kris Gerber voiced opposition in allowing the zone change. Kris Gerber spoke regarding the proposed rezoning and multifamily housing. She discussed parking requirements, shared observations from multifamily developments, and encouraged the Council to study what types of development would be appropriate and attractive for a small town such as Tabiona. Parking standards and measurements were identified as key considerations. LeVaughn and Karla Gines stated that they met the size and parking requirements and would like to build a rental property that would benefit the needs of the Town. The Council discussed the need to clarify zoning ordinances. 
Dalas Jones makes a motion to table the rezone approval until zoning ordinances were clarified and amended Jacob Hughes seconded the motion.
The Annual Budget Hearing was opened and the proposed budget for the upcoming fiscal year was reviewed. Also, the revised budget for the previous fiscal year was reviewed. The Council discussed the projected revenues and expenditures.
Dalas Jones makes a motion to approve the revised budget for 2025-2026 fiscal year Makayla Pippy seconded the motion.
Dalas Jones makes motion to approve the proposed budget for the 2026-2027 fiscal year Tanna Lee Strebel seconded the motion.
