A RESOLUTION OF THE HYDE PARK CITY COUNCIL AMENDING UTILITY 
BILLING PRACTICES TO ALLOW ONLY ONE BILLING INVOICE PER METER

WHEREAS, Hyde Park City provides municipal utility services to residential and commercial properties within the City; and

WHEREAS, the City Council has identified administrative inefficiencies and increased operational burdens associated with billing multiple parties for utilities served by a single meter; and

WHEREAS, the City Council finds that clarifying responsibility for utility billing, eliminating unused or difficult-to-administer rate programs, and allowing year-round enforcement of utility shutoffs for nonpayment will promote fairness, fiscal responsibility, and operational efficiency; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of Hyde Park City, Utah, as follows:

One Utility Bill Per Meter
1. Hyde Park City shall issue one (1) utility billing invoice per meter.
2. The property owner or landlord shall be billed for all utilities associated with the meter.
3. The property owner or landlord shall be solely responsible for:
· Payment of the full utility bill to the City; and
· Collecting any utility charges from tenants.
4. Hyde Park City shall no longer bill tenants directly for utility services.
5. This policy change eliminates the need for:
· Splitting utility charges on rental accounts.
· Sending multiple bills for a single meter; and
Requiring, tracking, or refunding tenant utility deposits.
