1. Call to Order
Mayor Austin called the meeting to order at 7:00PM and welcomed all in attendance. 
2. Thought/Prayer
Councilmember Atkinson offered the thought and prayer.
3. Pledge of Allegiance
Councilmember Hall led the Pledge of Allegiance. 
4. Vote to approve agenda
Councilmember Atkinson moved to approve the meeting agenda. Councilmember Allen seconded the motion. All voted in favor; the agenda was approved.
5. Vote to approve meeting minutes
Councilmember Atkinson moved to approve the meeting minutes for May 20, 2026. Councilmember Hall seconded the motion. All voted in favor; the minutes were approved.
6. Open Comments
Mayor Austin invited public comments. No public comments were given.
7. Public Hearing
Mayor Austin invited public comments on Resolution R-26-13 the Final Budget for 2026-2027.  No public comments were given. Council then asked questions with the City Treasurer.  Councilmember Atkinson moved to approve the Resolution R-26-13, adopting a budget for the city of Garland for the Fiscal Year 2026-2027. Councilmember Hall seconded the motion. All voted in favor; the Resolution was approved
8. Old Business 
a. Discussion and Possible Action on Ordinance, O-26-04 An Ordinance modifying the free water overage benefit for qualifying City Employees, Volunteer Fire Department Members, Retirees, and current City Council and Planning and Zoning Members; establishing a maximum water overage benefit cap of 20,000 gallons; and providing an effective date. 
Councilmember Atkinson moved to approve the Ordinance with an amendment to Section 2 line 2 , "Qualifying Members of the Fire Department," adding the requirement that members be in good standing. The motion also included a provision to revisit the Ordinance in two years from today. Councilmember Munns seconded the motion.

9. New Business 
a. Discussion and Possible Action on Garland City Treasurer
Mayor Austin informed the Council that City Treasurer Tiffanie Smith has submitted her resignation, with her last day of employment being June 26, 2026. The Mayor requested Council approval to make a lateral transfer of Deputy Recorder Jessica Howell to the position of City Treasurer. Councilmember Munns moved to approve request.  Councilmember Allen seconded the motion. All voted in favor; it was approved. Jessica Howell was sworn in as the new City Treasurer. 

b. Discussion and Possible Action on the City to recommend amending the Magnolia Farms development agreement for the inclusion of a park impact fee credit. 

Riley Nielson, representing Kartchner Homes, requested that the City grant a park impact fee credit for the park and open space improvements proposed within the Magnolia Farms development. Valerie Claussen advised that Garland City should not grant the requested park impact fee credit, citing the RM-12 zoning designation and associated density requirements.
Councilmember Atkinson moved to deny the request for a park impact fee credit based on the recommendation of the City's consultant. Councilmember Munns seconded the motion.
The motion carried unanimously. The request for a park impact fee credit was denied.

c. Discussion and Possible Action on Resolution R-26-08 Interlocal Agreement between Garland City, Utah and Tremonton City, Utah for Justice Court Services.  

Lieutenant Gailey stated that Tremonton City has agreed to manage The Garland City Justice Court Services.  They are currently waiting on the Utah Administrative Office of the Courts to agree to this transfer from Box Elder County Courts.  

Councilmember Atkinson moved to approve Resolution R-26-08.  Councilmember Munns seconded the motion.

d. Discussion and Possible Action on PO #8085 Speed Trailer

Lieutenant Gailey explained that the EZ Speed Trailer has the capability to display programmable messages, allowing the City to advertise events and provide public information. He also noted that the trailer can be used for radar speed monitoring.
Mayor Austin asked whether the trailer would assist with emergency response efforts. Lanette Sorensen, Emergency Preparedness Coordinator, stated that the trailer would be very beneficial for emergency preparedness and response communications.
Councilmember Munns moved to approve PO #8085. Councilmember Hall seconded the motion. All councilmembers voted in favor. Motion carried unanimously
e. Discussion and Possible Action on June 2026 Fraud Risk Assessment Review
Treasurer Tiffanie Smith explained that the Fraud Risk Assessment is required by state law and noted that Garland City is classified as a low-risk entity based on the assessment.
Councilmember Atkinson moved to accept the Fraud Risk Assessment. Councilmember Johnson seconded the motion.
All councilmembers present voted in favor. Motion carried unanimously.
f. Discussion and Possible Action on the development agreement and on-site escrow for Losee Storage Phase 2, located at 246 W 1400 S (Parcel No. 06-061-0133).

Valerie Claussen, representing the Planning and Zoning Commission, explained that the matter was being presented to the City Council for approval, allowing the Mayor to execute the necessary documents and proceed with the escrow process.

Mayor Austin stated that there have been three laptops purchased and should arrive next week for council use. 

b. Council Member Allen - Emergency Preparedness/Library 
Councilmember Allen stated that there will be a Library report at the next Council Work Session.

Councilmember Atkinson encouraged Council Members and residents to begin considering nominations for the Wheatland Award. She explained that the award recognizes a citizen who has gone above and beyond in service to the community.
Councilmember Atkinson also reported that the America 250 signs have been printed and that informational flyers are ready for distribution.
Additionally, she stated that the City is still seeking a sponsor for the fireworks display during Wheat & Beet Days.
d. Council Member Hall - Parks & Recreation/Sewer 
Councilmember Hall stated Girls softball, pitching and T-Ball leagues are being organized and should start next week. Football registration is still ongoing. Also the exhaust fan in the cook shack has been replaced.
