Welcome & Roll Call
The City Council meeting began at 6:04 p.m. Mayor Austin called the meeting to order and welcomed those in attendance, including all Council Members, City staff, and members of the public.

Appointing Mid Term Council Position
There were two candidates for the Mid-Term City Council position that became vacant on May 12, 2026. The candidates were Angela Johnsen and John Losee. The individual appointed to fill the vacancy would begin serving immediately upon appointment and would serve the remainder of the term through December 2027.
Both candidates were given an opportunity for opening statements:
Angela Johnsen stated that she has lived in Box Elder County for most of her life, with much of that time spent in Garland. She expressed the importance of preserving the community’s small-town values and maintaining a strong sense of community. Mrs. Johnsen also emphasized the importance of transparent communication between the City and its residents. She noted that she previously served on the Garland City Council.
John Losee stated that he has a business background and is also a farmer in the community. He noted that he has served the community for many years, including as a former City Council Member. Mr. Losee emphasized the importance of preserving the town’s heritage and ensuring that its history is not lost. He also expressed the need for thoughtful growth and development to provide opportunities for future generations to live and work in the community. He stated that development should be approached responsibly and with consideration for the City's budget.
The candidates then took turns responding to questions from the City Council, and discussion continued.

Following the vote, Angela Johnsen received the majority of votes and was appointed and sworn in as the new City Council Member.
