1. OPENING REMARKS:  

1. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

1. APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Councilmember Johnson moved to approve the Town
Council Meeting Minutes from March 11, 2026.  Second was given by Councilmember Hill. 
Unanimous votes were given by Councilmember Hendrickson, Councilmember Hill,  
Councilmember Johnson, Councilmember Martinez and Mayor Singleton.  Motion carried.

1. R6 UPDATE – Shay Morrison:  None

1. RECOGNITION OF PRIVATE PROPERTY:  Councilmember Hendrickson states, “As 
part of our Glenwood Town Roads”, and the private property of Ryan Rosequist, this section needs to be amended.  Councilmember Henderickson states it should reflect; the town of Glenwood does own the right to the Old Mill Road running West to East from 200 East, and South to North from 400 South, and that Ryan Rosequist does not have the right to fence off the Old Mill Road.  

1. ORDINANCE #149-04-26 – REPEALING ORDINANCES
Mayor Singleton asked if the council members had any question about the Ordinances being appealed. Mayor Singleton addressed questions and concerns; then asked for a motion to approve this ordinance that will repeal the following ordinances; #1983-A, #107, #112-10-91, #140-3-07, and #144-11-14.

Motion to approve Ordinance #149-04-26 to repeal previously mentioned ordinances was made by Councilmember Martinez. Seconded by Councilmember Hill.  Motion was carried with unanimous votes from Councilmember Hendrickson, Councilmember Hill, Councilmember Johnson, Councilmember Martinez and Mayor Singleton.

1. ORDINANCE #150-04-26 – INTERNATIONAL WILDLAND-URBAN INTERFACE CODE. 
Mayor Singleton explained what this ordinance is about, stating Glenwood Town needs to adopt this code in order for the town to fall under the protection of the Federal and State Wildlife Fire, and in the past, we had to spray our weeds, to become part of that.  
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Motion to approve Ordinance #150-04-26 was made by Councilmember Hill.  Seconded by Councilmember Johnson.  Unanimous votes by; Councilmember Hendrickson, Councilmember Hill, Councilmember Johnson, Councilmember Martinez and Mayor Singleton.  Motion carried.

1. FISH HATCHERY PROPERTY LAND EXCHANGE. Mayor Singleton stated he has been 
talking with the State regarding a land exchange. Mayor gave the councilmembers maps of the area involved in the land exchange, and talked about the reasons and benefits of this land exchange. Following are the reasons and benefits:

· Currently the State has 3 and ½ of their runs on our property.  
· State is going to enclose those runs, plus they own two houses by the hatchery, and by State statue they are not allowed to do much renovation or repair because they don’t own the property.   
· Very bottom of that hill is owned by the State of Utah Fish and Game, and it is almost the exact size as the runs and the property with the two houses.  
· Both the State and Glenwood Town share a vested intertest in the spring; Fish Hatchery would not in business without the spring, and Glenwood Town doesn’t have water without the spring.  
· Glenwood Town owns 40 acres up by the Fish Hatchery.  
· Would be a place to put the water tank, that would be on property we own.
· By swapping land, the State would actually end up owing us a small amount of money that could be used to get a right of way through Mr. Rosenquist’s property.
· State agrees to give us an easement completely through their property over to our property.

Mayor Singleton explained the property exchange and asked the Town Council for approval to move forward with the Fish Hatchery Property Land Exchange with the State of Utah Fish and Game.  Mayor Singleton mentioned he met with the States Real Estate person yesterday and they are thrilled to finally get this resolved.    

Councilmember Hill, moved to approve the proposal to move forward with the Fish Hatchery Property Land Exchange. Seconded by Councilmember Johnson.  Unanimous votes by Councilmember Hendrickson, Councilmember Hill, Councilmember Johnson, Councilmember Martinez and Mayor Singleton.  Motion carried.

1. CLUBS – Ben Hill
Councilmember Hill has been talking with resident to see what kinds of clubs they think would bring the town closer together.  Councilmember Hill stated he had a very nice visit with county agents, and obtained a lot of good information.  Suggestions were; gardening, quitting and re-enacting important history happenings in Glenwood, (connecting past to present).  Councilmember Hill mentioned that maybe during the 24th of July Breakfast the History Re-enactment Club, could participate.    

1. PARK:  Councilmember Hill asked about liability insurance for the new zip line going in. 
Treasurer Bytheway stated she will contact Utah Local Governments Trust and find out and make sure we are covered. Mayor Singleton stated that Glenwood Town has gotten the grant application in. for our new addition to our park, which includes; a zipline, two (2) pickleball courts, nine (9) square and two sets of permanent corn hole. Should know within a month if we will receive the grant funding.
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1. CULINARY WATER:  Mayor Singleton stated that Glenwood Town is out of compliance with 
the State of Utah.  State regulations states that if you have more than 100 water meters, you have to have two (2) sources of water, Glenwood Town only has one (1) source of water.  Mayor Singleton stated he has talked with Pete Harward, former mayor, and Mr. Harward stated that Glenwood Town received out of compliance letters from the state about this same matter.  Mr. Harward stated that on behalf of the town, well rights were purchased.  Mayor Singleton stated that now that Glenwood Town owns well rights, we need to start working on getting a tank.  Mayor stated he has applied for a CIB Grant to put in a tank and a well.  Mayor also mentioned the idea is; the flow from the spring currently will keep the tank full, but at least once a week the well will have to be turned on to force the well to be the source of water.  Mayor Singleton stated that Glenwood Town is on the agenda for the CIB Hearing in June.  

1. STREETS:  No problems with streets.  Councilmember Johnson mentioned the new stop signs 
are super tall, do they need to be that tall. Mayor Singleton stated it was done to gain attention.  The reason being is that the resident still has cars parked close to the road and until he gets his parking moved to the rear of his home, they will stay that tall.  When the resident has completed that move, town maintenance will take them regular height.

1. FLOOD CHANNEL/DEBRIS BASIN DAM:  Mayor Singleton stated he got word a week ago 
that our funding is being re-initiated.  NRCS is meeting to find out how much they will pick up, after we were funded to fix our dam and they dropped the ball.  Mayor Singleton stated we already have money for part of the construction, they just have to come up with getting the engineering done.  Our dam is 16 inches out of whack, which will require some pretty good work done with it.  Mayor also stated we are just waiting to hear back from the Feds.  Mayor Singleton mentioned we have, Dodds, from Jones & DeMille, who has been a great asset for Glenwood Town and we appreciate him very much.

1. CEMETERY:  No issues at the Cemetery.  Mayor Singleton stated he has talked with Colonial 
Flag to see what the town needs to do to prepare for installation of the flag pole.  Mayor Singleton stated it will be placed by the gazebo and Colonial Flag will take care of everything.  The town will just need to clean up the area.  Town Clerk mentioned that the town has received an additional $1,200, from America 
250, that will go toward the flag pole.  The question asked if the town was going to do any kind of celebration when the Flag Pole is installed.  Mayor Singleton stated that as soon as he gets a date of when it will be installed, we can plan for something and let people know it’s there.

1. ANIMAL CONTROL:  Mayor Singleton stated that he has had to walk back on his promise
about the dog issue.  Mayor stated he does go out and talk to owners about their dogs the first time.  After that it will be turned over the Deputy to take action.

1. TREASURER BUSINESS
17. RESOLUTION #277-04-26 – Amending 2025/2026 Budget
17. Approval of Bills to Be Paid

Treasurer Cecelia Bytheway gave a description of what was being amended on the 2025/2026 Budget; we added $10,000 to be appropriated from excess money we had left over from last year, to the beginning fund balance, which will be distributed as follows; $13,000 for the Web Site, $300 to animal control, for purchase of traps and $6,000 to the park budget to pay for removal of trees.
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Councilmember Johnson moved to approve Resolution #277-04-26, amending the 2025/2026 Budget.  Seconded by Councilmember Hill. Motion carried with unanimous votes from Councilmember Hendrickson, Councilmember Hill, Councilmember Johnson, Councilmember Martinez and Mayor Singleton.

Treasurer Bytheway stated two (2) more bills was added to list of bills to be paid.  Those being; 
$1,386.20 to Chris Johnson for the Easter Egg Hunt, and $300 to Christner Law.  Treasurer Bytheway stated there was an issue with the bank statements this month, and the Council will verify those at the next meeting.

A motion to approve bills to be paid, and adding two (2) more, was made by Councilmember Hendrickson.  Seconded by Councilmember Martinez.  Unanimous votes by; Councilmember Hendrickson, Councilmember Hill, Councilmember Johnson, Councilmember Martinez and Mayor Singleton.  Motion carried.
