



REGULAR MEETING OF THE GLENWOOD TOWN COUNCIL
Wednesday, May 13, 2026
Glenwood Town Hall

1. WELCOME:  Mayor Phil Singleton

1. OPENING REMARKS:  Councilmember Johnson

1. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

1. APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Mayor Singleton called for a motion to accept the 
Minutes of the April 8, 2026 Public Hearing and Town Council Meeting.  Councilmember Hendrickson made a motion to approve the minutes with the following correction.  Councilmember Hendrickson states, “As part of our Glenwood Town Roads, I want to have the minutes of April 8, 2026 amended or corrected.  On the Agenda for April 8, 2026 Town Council Meeting, item #7 – Recognition of Private Property, to change the whole paragraph.  Councilmember Hendrickson wants it to reflect that; the town of Glenwood does own the right to the Old Mill Road running West to East from 200 East, and South to North from 400 South, and that Ryan Rosequist does not have the right to fence off the Old Mill Road.  Motion seconded by Councilmember Hill. Unanimous votes by Councilmember Hendrickson, Councilmember Hill, Councilmember Johnson, Councilmember Martinez and Mayor Singleton.  Motion carried. 

Mayor Singleton stated; when we get down to item #10 on the Agenda, Joey Rickenbach will address this issue and let us know what our correction is.  It was asked by Brett Anderson if that could be address now, so as citizens we don’t have to get up and talk.  Mayor Singleton asked Mr. Rickenbach if he wanted to address this under the public comment section, so if anyone needed to leave they could.  

1. PENDING BUSINESS: 
4. Public Comments:  
Joey Rickenbach stated; that with the Ryan Rosequist property there was a little bit of miss information.  Mr. Rickenbach stated he has talked with Mayor Singleton, and the Town Council is on board as well, that Mr. Rosequist does not own the Old Mill Road. Mr. Rickenbach provided a handout with the State Code that we follow, and a map and survey of the Rosequist property, which was done before the town paved the road. (Exhibit A)  

Referring to the handout of the map, Mr. Rickenbach stated, that as the previous Glenwood Town Mayor, he was negotiating with Ryan Rosequist the right of way down by Bagley’s home.  Sunrise Engineering had plotted in the yellow line, as shown on the map, as the right of way.  Ryan Rosequist and Joey Rickenbach talked about going all the way to the pink line, as shown on the map, and Mr. Rosequist
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backed out at last minute.  Mr. Rickenbach stated, that Mr. Rosequist had attended a Town Council Meeting in April of 2024, where it was explained to him that he does not own the road.  Mr. Rickenbach stated he also met with Mr. Rosequist at his property and explained it again.  Mr. Rickenbach stated the survey was done to protect the road. Mr. Rickenbach also stated that basically the fence line is where Mr. Rosequist owns, his property line goes over that, but based on the State Law, Glenwood Town owns the road.  

Mr. Rickenbach continues using the map provided, stating that down on the bottom part, the part where Glenwood town doesn’t have the actually right of way, Glenwood Town owns the actual road its self, up to the edge and then Mr. Rosequist owns from there on, which is where Glenwood Town can either condemn it and take over the 66 ft right of way, where is wasn’t a highly traveled road, Mr. Rickenbach was negotiating with Mr. Rosequist to just go to the fence line,  because in the state code Section 9, it reads:  The scope of the right-of-way described in Subsection (8)(a) is that which is reasonable and necessary to ensure safe travel according to the facts and circumstances. Glenwood Town didn’t need the whole right of way, and now since Mr. Rosequist has denied that, basically Glenwood Town needs to go and condemn it and take the whole 66 ft right of way. Now Glenwood Town can negotiate with him again, because the time Mr. Rickenbach did the negotiating Mr. Rosequist didn’t own both sides of the road, but now he owns the Old Mill. This is a historical road and everyone likes to go check out the Old Mill.  Road has been in Glenwood Town ownership and already an established road.  Even though it is in Mr. Rosequist’s name, it is a Glenwood Town Road.

Question:  Does this mean the gate will be taken down? Response:  Mayor Singleton stated, yes, the gate will be taken down, we are in the process and our attorney will take care of that.  

Question:  How long will it take for this to happen?  Response:  Mr. Rickenbach recommendation is the gate comes down tomorrow.  Mr. Rickenbach stated that, State Code section 72-5-118, states that any unlawful block of any state road, is a class C Mister meaner.  

Question:  Since this is a Class C Mister meaner, if Mr. Rosequist refuses to take it down, could we involve the County Sheriff?  Response:  Mr. Rickenbach stated, yes and that is what he would do if Mr. Rosequist refused to take the gate down.

Mayor Singleton asked the Attorney Josh Christner to take care of this and let Mr. Rosequist know.  Attorney Christner stated he just needs a time line from the town council of when they want that done.  Response from the council and residents, tomorrow.  Mr. Rickenbach recommended that the Sheriff’s Department delivery it for us.  Sheriff Deputy Jacobson responded, that it could possibly be an option to have the Sheriff’s Department deliver the letter, but there is a process before that happens.  Glenwood Town’s Attorney needs to draw up a document that includes a timeline, secure list, if he is in violation, what happens if he continues to violate, and what the charge will be.  Mayor Singleton asked Attorney Christner to contact Mr. Rosequist tonight and discuss it and see if he would willingly remove the gate.    

Question:  How did we arrive, prior census, that the town does not own the road and who is doing the negotiating with Ryan Rosequist?  Response:  Mayor Singleton stated a question was brought up and when they looked at the county records it showed the North/South as town property, but it does not show the East/West on the county records.  Mayor Singleton asked Mr. Rickenbach if that was something we could get resolved to have it show on the county records.  Mr. Rickenbach stated, that’s why we did the survey and based on the other Attorney advice and state law, it didn’t matter, we own it.  Councilmember Hendrickson asked; what part of the road and .04 acres delegated that the road was Mr. Rosequist’s?  
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Mr. Rosequist knew that road wasn’t his.  He knew what was being negotiated, stated that due diligent was not done, should have been brought before the council, there is five of us, anybody makes a decision on anything, it needs to be brought before the council and discussed before anything is done.  Mayor Singleton stated he is learning and thanked the council for helping him see.  He realizes this is a town government, going forward he will make sure everything is going slow, above board, and discussed as a council.   Kaye Bybee mentioned that is you were looking at the county map, it has a disclaimer right in the front, “don’t use for legal purposes, it’s not correct”.  

Question:  Jake Albrecht asked, for the second time, who was doing the negotiating on the road issue with Mr. Rosequist?  Response:  Mayor Singleton stated, that his first contact with Mr. Rosequist had nothing to do with the road.  That is probably the miss understanding.  Attorney Christner and Mayor Singleton then met with Mr. Rosequist, where Mr. Rosequist brought up concerns about privacy and the road.

Question:  Jake Albrecht asked Mayor Singleton if the town council gave him approval to meet with Ryan Rosequist, to discuss road issues or water issues. Response:  Mayor Singleton responded with a no.  Jake Albrecht then asked; so, you just did it on your own?  Mr. Rickenbach responded to that by stating, that as the mayor he would meet with individuals and bring it back to the council for discussion, and approval.  Mayor Singleton agreed and stated that he messed up and will make sure that doesn’t happen again. 

Question:  Brett Anderson stated, on State Law it says any class C Road, any town road, the state and the city have joint undivided interest in the title and all right on city streets.  Did you approach the Transportation Department about this?  Response:  Mayor Singleton responded with, no.  Mr. Anderson stated he is just letting you know that it needs to be done.  Mayor Singleton expressed his thanks for all those who have reached out, giving information, which has been helpful in finding a resolution for this issue. 

Question:  Brett Anderson stated he was listening to the notes about Glenwood Town, the spring and the DWR, it made it sound like we were trading land for land.  Glenwood Town owns 80 acres there, the DWR owns two (2) parcels-36 acres.  Response:  Mayor Singleton explained and clarified, that the DWR would like to enclose all of the fish hatcheries, the problem is that 2 ½ of the runs and the two (2) homes sit on Glenwood Town property.  They want to be able to enclose that with their property.   DWR has 2.3 acres that comes down off the hill, that is actually in Glenwood, that parcel is the exact same amount as the two (2) houses and the 2 ½ runs.  This exchange would not affect the spring run in any way and it will still be on Glenwood property.  The State will absorb all of costs. Glenwood Town will always maintain the protection of the spring.  There are four (4) parties that have a vested interest in the spring; Glenwood Town, Fish Hatchery, State of Utah and the Irrigation Company. 

Questions:  So that parcel that we are trading with DWR, is that where the tank is going to set?  Response:  Mayor Singleton stated that Glenwood Town has to have a plan going forward.  The State is requiring Glenwood Town to have a secondary water source.  The town did buy ground water from Pete Harwards dad for this purpose.  With that being said, there was much discussion on the following comments and questions.

· Do we need to chlorinate the tank?
· If water is not flowing, you do need to chlorinate
· Secondary source would be the well, but will need a tank to take care of peak hour usage
· A home fire requires about 35 thousand gallons, which we don’t have standing in our system.
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· In the event the spring did dry up, you could transfer those spring rights to the well.
· Previously Glenwood Town put in for grants, but got denied.
· If we drill a well, it will satisfy the State.
· We have got to be proactive – the drought is real.
· Farmers would go without water before the town.
· Need to have funding – working on that.
· Funding is hard to get to make improvements.

Mayor Singleton stated that the only service Glenwood Town provides is water, and we need to make sure we can continue to do so.  Mayor stated, “We can’t stop growth, we can only plan for growth”.  Mayor Singleton also stated that Glenwood Town has just started the process, and it could take 3-4 years to get the funding and the engineering accomplished.  Mayor was asked to have John Chartier, Central Utah Public Heath – Water, come and speak to us, Mayor Singleton said he would arrange for that.  Mayor Singleton stated, everyone at least needs to have an understanding of what is being done in their town and there will be a public hearing on, the water well/tank, and land exchange for that purpose.

1. JULY 24TH ACTIVITIES:  Mayor Singleton wanted to get input as what the committee is
thinking of doing.  Councilmember Johnson stated that his committee is meeting again this week to continue to plan, and the idea is to; improve on the Town Breakfast and make it a little better, the end goal is to hopefully make the 24th of July Celebration something that invites and brings people back into town to do things at the park.  We will try to instill a little bit of that this year, not planning super big and not having anyone show up, start small this year and then building on that for future years. More details to come.

1. BUSINESS LICENSSE APPROVAL:  Mayor Singleton read and explained the new business
License application, Lindsey Marie Gallery Photography, this is Lindsey Utley and she will be basing this business out of her home.  Mayor then asked for a motion of approval.  Councilmember Hill made the motion to approve the proposed business license for Lindsey Marie Gallery Photography.  Seconded by Councilmember Johnson.  Unanimous votes by Councilmember Hendrickson, Councilmember Hill, Councilmember Johnson, Councilmember Marteniz and Mayor Singleton.

1. PARK:  None

1. CULINARY WATER:  None

1. STREETS:  Councilmember Hendrickson mentioned the speed bump, by the Post Office, need 
to be painted something different than the black that it is presently.  Councilmember Hendrickson asked if the town would be liable if someone’s vehicle is damaged.  Mayor Singleton stated that he talked with someone at UDOT, that told him that if you put a speed bump out for induction of speed, and someone hits it and damages their vehicle, the town would be liable.  Mayor Singleton stated that he would get with maintenance and get that done.  Councilkmember Johnson stated that on 350 S. 100 E., Rhett Harward home, it looks like equipment offloaded and tore up the road.  Mayor Singleton stated he would get with Randall and have him take a look at it and see what could be done. 

1. FLOOD CHANNEL/DEBRIS BASIN DAM: Mayor Singleton stated that about 15 years ago
we started the process of fixing the dam. We still have 2.1 million that can’t be touched, there are no improvements that can be done to the damn, because there was no engineering done.  Glenwood Town is 
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in the process of a review with the NRSC, at least we got it re-started. NRCS is telling us that with the engineering it will probably double in price from what it was originally and then we found out in that process that there is 1.1 million, for the flood ditch, that can’t be used because there is no engineering yet.   They allocated money for fixing things, but did not allocate money for engineering.  If we can’t fix the damn, the State of Utah has the right to condemn it, if it’s out of compliance.  

1. CEMETERY: Barbara Lee asked if the road going into the cemetery is county road?  She 
expressed that they did a great job and things on there, but if someone goes through those delineators posts they are going to go for a ride, it is deep.  Joey Rickenback stated that only delineators posts were in the plans.  Barbara Lee also asked if we could get a bigger sign that says “Cemetery”, the one out there is so small.  Joey Rickenbach stated that is county road and we cannot change the sign.  Councilmember Martinez asked the mayor if we had heard anything from Colonial Flag about the flag pole.  Mayor Singleton stated they contacted him to see where we wanted it placed, and he had maintenance go out and clear and mark a spot for installation.  Councilmember Martinez explained to the public about the funds we received from America250 and that the council had decided to install a lighted flag pole out at the cemetery.  It was also mentioned that the Gazebo at the cemetery needs to be painted.  Mayor Singleton stated he would work on putting a community project together.

1. ANIMAL CONTROL:  None

1. TREASURER BUSINESS:
13. Approval of Bills to be Paid. Treasurer Bytheway stated that $300 to Christner Law and
$468 for stamps needs to be added to the list of bills to be paid.  Treasurer Bytheway then handed out two months of bank statements to be reviewed by the council, and two months of payroll for Mayor Singleton to approve. Motion for approval was made by Councilmember Martinez.  Seconded by Councilmember Johnson.  Affirmative votes were given by Councilmember Hendrickson, Councilmember Hill, Councilmember Johnson, Councilmember Martinez and Mayor Singleton.  Motion carried.
13. Preliminary Budget.  Preliminary 2026-2027Budget Review – Treasurer Bytheway
presented copies of the preliminary budget for 2026/27, and it was reviewed carefully.  There were many questions, explanations and discussion. Treasurer Bytheway asked Council Members to continue in their review of the proposed budget, and to notify her of any changes they recommend for consideration.  The public hearing regarding the budget was scheduled to be held June 10, at 6:30 p.m. in the Glenwood Town Hall. 

1. ADJOURNMENT: 
Councilmember Hendrickson moved to adjourn at 8:44 p.m.  Seconded by Councilmember Hill.  Motion carried with unanimous votes by; Councilmember Hendrickson, Councilmember Hill, Councilmember Johnson, Councilmember Martinez and Mayor Singleton.
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
