Public Works/Landfill Update
Director Murphy reported that the Road Department has been hauling four inch rock to the event center.  He is working out a deal with Wayne Garner at EP Energy to help widen the dugway above Gateway in Duchesne and put three inch minus down so he can put shale down once that’s done.  We had no commercial vehicle signs on that road but they are small, he will order bigger signs to keep the heavy trucks from traveling on the Old River Road driving past the Elementary School.
Consideration Of Free Dump Week

Chairman Winterton stated that we have considered going with a 3rd Saturday beginning April 18th-25th and also May 2nd.  He does like the idea of vouchers though.  Superintendent Giles stated that Wasatch County does vouchers throughout the summer and gives each household three vouchers to use.  All commissioners agreed on the dates of free dump week and adding a third Saturday.

RESOLUTION NO. 15-06
A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE MUNICIPAL BUILDING AUTHORITY OF DUCHESNE COUNTY, UTAH, TO REDESIGNATE THE $2,600,000 LEASE REVENUE BONDS AUTHORIZED BY RESOLUTION ON NOVEMBER 17, 2014, AS THE SERIES 2015 BONDS AND RELATED MATTERS.

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners (the “County”) of Duchesne County, Utah (the “Issuer”) adopted a bond resolution on November 17, 2014 authorizing an annual renewable lease agreement and authorizing the issuance and sale by the Municipal Building Authority of Duchesne County, Utah, (the “Authority”) of its $2,600,000 Lease Revenue Bonds, Series 2014; and

WHEREAS, the Issuer anticipates closing on such Bond within the year of 2015; and

WHEREAS, the Issuer desires to change the name or designation of such bonds to be the Series 2015 Bonds to better reflect the closing date:

NOW, THEREFORE, it is hereby resolved by the Board of County Commissioners of Duchesne County, Utah, as follows:

The County hereby amends the bond resolution and all exhibits adopted on November 17, 2014 authorizing an annual renewable lease agreement and authorizing the issuance and sale by the Municipal Building Authority of Duchesne County of its $2,600,000 Lease Revenue Bonds, Series 2014 to rename or redesignate such bonds as the Lease Revenue Bonds, Series 2014 and all references in the November 17, 2014 bond resolution and all exhibits shall be understood to mean the Series 2015 Bonds.

The County Clerk is directed to complete the attached Record of Proceedings to officially record the proceedings at which this Resolution was considered for adoption.

All resolutions or parts thereof in conflict herewith are, to the extent of such conflict, hereby repealed and this Resolution shall be in full force and effect immediately upon its approval and adoption.

Discussion Of NACO Steering Committees
Assistant Casper stated that Debbie Goodwin with NACO was unable to come due to an illness, she will reschedule soon.
Discussion Of Wildland Urban Interface And Fire Codes
Emergency Management Director Mike Lefler, County Fire Warden Nathan Robinson & Kim Passey, Matt Sacco & Mike Ericson from the State Fire Marshalls Office joined the meeting at 10:02 A.M…
Mr. Passey stated that they spoke to State Lands about our suggested changes to the Wildland Urban Interface Code.  Duchesne County adopted it in 2006 and he suggested adopting it with suggested amendments (see attached).  If you have 1,000 feet of defensible space, you usually don’t see a problem.  The county knows better what is here than we do and what your capabilities are; what is in Salt Lake City is not the same here.  The international fire code that was adopted by the State of Utah has a lot of things that fit and a lot of things that don’t just by nature. Chairman Winterton stated that Director Lefler has been heavily involved in any type of building and trying to decide how to make it work with state code.  Director Lefler stated that as long as people work with us we can work the kinks out.  We can work with it and fit it to our needs.  This is not 100% guaranteed that it’s going to save someone’s structure, the fire is going to do whatever it’s going to do.  Mr. Passey stated that they will leave the adoption up to the commission to fit the county’s needs. 
Update On Website Progress
Assessor Greg Garff & IS Director Kent Ogletree joined the meeting at 10:30 A.M… Deputy County Attorney Jared Tingey joined the meeting at 10:36 A.M…
Director Ogletree gave a demonstration on the records subscription website and stated that it’s designed to address 80% of the issues that are addressed in Assessor’s and Recorder’s Offices on a daily basis.  The information comes directly from Coins and we will run a test for 2 weeks and go from there.  We are still working out the fee schedule.
Discussion Of Updating Law Enforcement Hours

Becky Lofthouse from the Personnel Office joined the meeting at 10:47 A.M…
Ms. Lofthouse stated that they found a discrepancy in the policy manual.  It states that if an officer works more than 84 hours it’s overtime, but we have been paying overtime after 85 hours so we are requesting that it be corrected. We would like to make it so the policy manual and the way we are doing it is the same.
Sheriff Dave Boren & Personnel Director Lisa Henrie joined the meeting at 10:49 A.M…

Sheriff Boren stated that we have been paying it this way for two years. Commissioner Todd motioned to correct the policy manual in Title 7, Chapter F under Special Compensation and Other Allowance, B- Compensation, 1- Law Enforcement to reflect 85 hours. Commissioner Todd seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Consideration Of TriCounty Health Real Estate Sale To Strata Networks

Ron Farnsworth With Strata Networks joined the meeting at 11:43 A.M…
Mr. Mathis stated that they felt that it was best to part with the building in Roosevelt because there are a lot of issues with it.  He was under the impression that they held the deed to the building, but after reviewing the documents they don’t, Duchesne County does. Attorney Tingey stated that Roosevelt City gave the property to TriCounty Health and they deeded it to the county.  TriCounty has been making the loan payments and there is a balance of $22,000 to CIB.  There are no lease agreements that we can find or any other information.  Mr. Farnsworth stated that Strata owns all the way around the building and we want to purchase the building for more office space.  The building is so close to us, it makes it handy.  Parking has been an issue so we do have safety concerns with TriCounty Health being in that building.  There is not a time limit on when this all needs to take place.  Mr. Mathis stated the building appraised for $505,000 and we agreed on a sale price of $479,400 to Strata.  Strata is willing to lease the building back to us for 18 months so we could find somewhere else to go.  Chairman Winterton stated that it sounds like we need to help provide another building; we may have something at our satellite building.  Commissioner Todd stated that the old Moon Lake building might be a possibility depending on if the current renters want to renew or not.  The Chapman Building by Stewarts is almost empty, that could be another possibility.  Bruce Todd who is on the Strata Board is his brother, but he doesn’t feel there is a conflict.  Mr. Mathis stated that he will start looking at rentals.  The consensus of the commission is to proceed in following up on the deal with Strata and help find a space for TriCounty Health.  Attorney Tingey stated that he will get the contracts, but the county will need to pay the loan off before the sale can take place.  Commissioner Burdick motioned to sale the building that Duchesne County owns and TriCounty Health is using to Strata Networks in the amount of $479,400.  Commission Todd seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.
