
Town of Tabiona Council Meeting & Public Hearing

June 9,  2026

Mayor Terry Hughes called the meeting to order at 6:01 p.m. 
Dalas Jones makes a motion to approve May minutes as written, Jacob Hughes seconds the motion. All in favor.
Jacob Hughes stated that the community center committee and residents would like the community center open 24 hours. Principle Jenkins stated that he had received notification that people were in the community center after hours and had propped the door open. After further discussion the Council agreed that we had tried 24 hours before and had some problems with vandalism. As of right now the hours are 4am to 10pm and they agreed to change the hours to 2am to 10pm. Principal Darin Jenkins stated that the gymnasiums would be closed from June 22 to July 27th for deep cleaning and floor maintenance. He also stated that when Duchesne County School District puts in the track, they are planning to put roto mill on the outside of the fence along the road on the Town right of way. Council agreed with that decision.
Dalas Jones made a motion to change the hours to 10pm to 2am for closing hours Jacob Hughes seconded the motion. All in favor.
Mayor Terry Hughes updated the Council on the sidewalk project. Mayor informed the Council that Civico Engineering said it would cost an additional $30,000 to put black top on the landowner’s side. He stated that the Town did not have the funds to do that. He asked the Council and Civico to come up with some alternative options, and He would present them by phone in the sidewalk update meeting next week.  It was noted that a power pole located near the proposed route had a metal meter attached to it that was safety concern for the residents. Mayor Hughes talked with Civco about it and they both agreed to contact Moonlake Electric to see what options are available to address this. Mayor Hughes addressed some concerns that have been brought to his attention on the placement of the sidewalk. Mayor Hughes suggested to move the sidewalk approximately 2 ½ feet from the original placement to bypass some utilities, avoid removal of multiple mature trees and avoid the Tribal irrigation vent. Mayor Hughes made the recommendation, and the final decision was made by Civco Engineers to move the sidewalk based on the recommendations and supporting information. Mayor Hughes asked the Council to ratify the adjustments for the original placement of the sidewalk.
Tannalee Strebel makes a motion to approve the decision of moving the sidewalk placement Makayla Pippy seconds the motion. All in favor.
Mayor Hughes presented and proposed amendments to the Town's zoning ordinances for Council consideration. Mayor Hughes expressed that allowing certain rental and multifamily housing opportunities may be beneficial to the community by increasing available housing options and supporting future growth. The proposed amendments were reviewed and discussed by the Council, and the specific changes under consideration were presented as follows 15.3.6  RA-1 Residential- Agriculture Zone now reads, This is a zone in which the primary use of land is for single family dwellings. This zone retains some of the agricultural qualities of other agricultural zones, just not in the same intensities. Uses such as growing crops by families and keeping small animals such as chickens for recreation and family production are permissible.

It is proposed that we amend this zone to read single and multiple family dwellings in a moderate density. Councilmember Makayla Pippy states that she has multiple concerns and that we have other residents that do not meet current zoning regulations. She stated that she would like to review our zones and our ordinances and see if they are in line with what we want for our Town.

Mayor Hughes proposes to amend 15.3.7  R-8 Residential Zone it now reads, This is a zone in which the primary use is residential dwellings in a moderate density. The zone is for infill development, subdivision of lots within town, or planned unit development. In the event of a planned unit development, condos and townhomes are allowed.

Mayor Hughes proposed to amend the text to read This is a zone in which the primary use is residential dwellings in a moderate density. The zone is for infill development, subdivision of lots within town, or planned unit development. In the event of a planned unit development, condos, townhomes and apartments are allowed.

Mayor Hughes calls for a roll call vote to approve amendments to the R-8 zone. Makayla Pippy-obstains, Dalas Jones yes, Jacob Hughes yes, Tannalee Strebel yes.
Mayor Huges proposed to amend 15.4.2 Lot Size, Setbacks, and Height Requirements in RA-1 and add Multi Family Structure on 1/3 acre with all other setbacks staying the same. Mayor Hughes also proposed amendments in R-8 to add Multi Family Structure on 1/3 acre with other setbacks also staying the same.
Mayor Hughes calls for a roll call vote to approve amend 15.4.2 Lot Size, Setbacks, and Height Requirement. Makayla Pippy-obstains, Dalas Jones yes, Jacob Hughes yes, Tannalee Strebel yes.
The Mayor provided an update on the Town's drinking water and sewer systems. The Council discussed ongoing maintenance, current operational status, and progress on existing projects. 
Duchesne County Sheriff Travis Tucker the Council and Community participated in a lengthy discussion regarding animal control services within the Town. During the discussion, the Sheriff advised the Council to review the current animal control agreement and consider whether to renew the existing agreement or explore alternative options for providing animal control services in the future. Discussion took place on the need to add some new traffic signs around the school and on main street. The Council voiced concerns with the absence of law enforcement on the 4th of July. Sheriff Tucker said that is a very busy time for them and they are spread very thin. He would try his best but if an issue arises call dispatch and law enforcement would be sent up immediately.
Mayor Hughes asked Levaughn and Karla Gines to present a new plot plan and map. Public discussion took place and Jake Gines asked to clarify a few lot size requirements. Moderate density was also discussed. Councilmen Dalas Jones stated we did not re-zone the property we amended what RA-1 could allow. A brief discussion took place regarding the Town’s codes and amendments. Mayor Hughes recited 15.1.6 Amendments, The Town council may from time to time amend the number, shape, boundaries and or requirements of any zone: or any other provisions of this title.
Mayor Hughes calls for a motion, Dalas Jones makes a motion to approve Levaughn and Karla Gines four-plex plot plan, required setbacks and allow them to go to Duchesne County to obtain a building permit, Jacob Hughes seconded the motion. All in favor.
