Commission Chair Lynn Ingram called the meeting to order at 8:00 p.m. 


Minutes:
Commissioner Newton made a motion to approve the minutes of January 7, 2015 as written. Commissioner Stringer seconded the motion. The vote to approve the minutes of January 7, 2015, as written, was unanimous.


Zack Buck Inquiry
Zack Buck addressed the commission. He inquired about adding onto his home with a dining room and another garage. The commission advised him to bring in a set of plans and a plat map with the drawing to the commission for consideration, as inspections would be required. 

Mr. Buck asked who he would petition to ask that the speed limit be decreased to 35 mph on the south end of Main Street, beginning at the city limits. The commission advised Mr. Buck that Main Street is a county road, and that petition would need to be addressed with the county.

Mr. Buck is a professional appraiser, and indicated he would like to be able to access a database or spreadsheet which lists which lots have water, and which lots do not, when he does his appraisals. The commission told Mr. Buck that unfortunately the City does not keep record of what lots have water.  Subdivisions that were developed after the new subdivision ordinance was created should have water dedicated to every lot, however, lots outside of those subdivisions might not. Most lots in Mona City do not have water dedicated, and it would be up to the purchaser of the lot to verify what water would be sold with the lot. Mr. Buck was informed that the city requirement for water is 1.5 acre feet of water transferred to the well or .5 acre feet of water transferred to the well with ¼ share of irrigation. 

Mr. Buck indicated that the CC&R’s in Pat Painters subdivision are not being enforced, and asked if the city would enforce them. The commission advised Mr. Buck that enforcement is the homeowners’ association responsibility, and the city will not enforce the CC&R’s of any subdivision.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Mr. Buck asked about the curb, gutter, and sidewalk requirements and the street size regulation for new subdivisions. He indicated that his concern is that a developer could not make a profit with the regulations that are currently in place, and therefore either there will be no new development, or lot prices will dramatically increase. The commission advised that the curb, gutter, and sidewalk requirements were created because of drainage issues in the city. The commission expressed that their concern is not the price of development, but to try to off-set some of the future impacts that an increased population would cause.
