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DEVELOPMENT REVIEW COMMITTEE MINUTES

February 17, 2015
The Development Review Committee held a regular meeting on Tuesday, February 17, 2015 in the City Council Chambers, 45 West 100 South, Santaquin, Utah. Dennis Marker called the meeting to order at 10:01 a.m. 

Committee Members Present: Assistant City Manager Dennis Marker, City Engineer Norm Beagley, Building Official Randy Spadafora, Infrastructure Inspector Jared Shepherd, Public Works Director Wade Eva, and Police Chief Rod Hurst.
Others Present: Marc Bing.
Goodall Subdivision
Review of a 5 lot subdivision located at approximately 300 East and 200 South. Marc Bing was present to discuss issues with the development.
Public Works: Wade Eva said he had no concerns with the subdivision.
Infrastructure: Jared Shepherd said he had no concerns with the subdivision.

Building: Randy Spadafora said addressing is needed, with two addresses on the corner lot. He asked about the rear setback on Lot 5. Mr. Marker suggested it just be drawn in correctly. He said the Planning Commission will need to approve the corner lot as a small, in-fill lot. The in-fill standards allow for reduced setbacks.
Engineering: City Engineer Norm Beagley asked that the name, address and phone number of the property owners and/or developer; the zoning classification; addresses for each parcel, names and addresses for all adjacent parcels and the buildable area for each parcel in square feet be provided on the plat. The section tie information as part of the point-of-beginning location should also be provided in the written boundary description. There is a distance missing at the north east corner of lot 2. The developer was asked to reference, by note, the Santaquin City standards for culinary water and pressurized irrigation lateral and meters on the utility sheet. A waiver of protest will need to be executed and recorded for each parcel before plat recordation. 

Mr. Beagley asked if there was a possibility the lots would be split again at a future date. He said it might be more prudent to do that now. Mr. Bing said the cost of bringing utilities, etc. to the lots made it cost-prohibitive to further split them. He indicated this would probably not be done.

Public Safety: Rod Hurst said he had no concerns with the subdivision.

Norm Beagley made a motion to approve the Goodall Subdivision, contingent on the issues raised in this meeting being addressed. Wade Eva seconded the motion. The vote to approve the Goodall subdivision was unanimous.

Bella Vista Orchards – The developers of this area, located at approximately 700 North and 400 East, have submitted revised plans. The area to be developed has expanded to 32 acres, and the number of units dropped to 153. This is still more than city standards will allow. The developers plan to meet with Mr. Marker next week to discuss the maximum allowable density. A lift station is still on the plans.
