Mayor Lee Dickemore called the meeting to order.  Tom Burkland led in the Pledge of 

Allegiance.  Boyd Ferrin offered a prayer.

#2 – Report from Planning Commission 

 

John Stewart reported the Planning Commission held public hearings on a conditional use permit 

request for a kennel license for Tiffany Corson, a re-zone to the commercial zone and conditional 

use permit request for Bill Fox to move his construction business and RV storage to 1957 North 

2000 West, vacating an easement in the Andy McCrady subdivision and the updated general 

plan.  John commented the Planning Commission recommended approval of the conditional use 

permit request for Ms. Corson, did not recommend approval of the Bill Fox re-zone and tabled 

any recommendations on the conditional use permit and site plan for the construction office and 

RV storage.  The Planning Commission then recommended the City Council vacate the easement 

in the Andy McCrady subdivision, recommended preliminary approval of the Hales subdivision, 

and granted site plan approval of Farr West Motors.  The commission then set a public hearing to 

consider the request of a conditional use permit for a Questar regulator system on Pelican Drive 

and then motioned to not recommend a conditional use permit for a meat cutting and 

slaughtering business for Brent Davis.

Boyd Ferrin thanked Mr. Wilkes for bringing to light the issues at other properties commenting it 

will give the council is something to look into but stated that does not affect the decisions that 

will be made on the WISCO property.  Ava Painter stated that when looking at other properties in 

the city, you have to take into consideration the ordinances that were in place at that time, 

commenting ordinances are constantly changed.  Mr. Wilkes commented he contacted Sterling 

Codifiers and they said there have been no changes to that ordinance.   Paul Dinsdale commented 

he felt the city has spent a lot of time working with Mr. Wilkes and have not seen anything being 

done.

requirement, not a city requirement.

TOM BURKLAND SECONDED THE MOTION, ALL VOTING AYE. 

#9 – Motion – Approval to vacate an easement in the McCrady Subdivision #2 – Andy McCrady 

Andy McCrady was present requesting to vacate an easement in the McCrady Subdivision #2. 

TOM BURKLAND MOTIONED TO APPROVE VACATING THE EASEMENT IN THE 

MCCRADY SUBDIVISION #2.  BOYD FERRIN SECONDED THE MOTION, ALL 

VOTING AYE. 

#10 – Motion – Preliminary Approval of the Hales Estates Subdivision located at approximately 

2400 West 2400 North – Jim Flint 

Jim Flint was present seeking preliminary approval of the Hales Estates Subdivision.  There was 

some discussion on the proposed locations of the stub road.  Boyd Ferrin asked why the 

developers prefer the stub road on the north of the property as opposed to the south where the 

Planning Commission prefers.  Jim Flint commented that from an engineering standpoint 

because of the topography of property, it makes more sense on the north end.  Tom Burkland 

stated there are two issues that need to be addressed and should be included in the motion, the 

first being the stub road on the south and the other is the detention basin.  Tom stated we need to 

come up with a calculated and accepted storm water discharge rate for this subdivision, 

commenting there have been a couple of different proposals to take the storm water to the north 

and the south.  Tom commented the city preference would be to move the storm water from the 

subdivision to the south to the regional detention basin.  Tom stated this would take some 

negotiations on the developer’s part.  Tom commented we cannot tell them they cannot use their 

proposed on site detention basin but that the city would prefer to see the regional basin filled 

rather than create two different places within a quarter of a mile for the city to maintain long 

term.  Mr. Flint commented they are seeking preliminary approval of the overall subdivision with 

the understanding that finalities will be made with final approval of each individual phase.  Tom 

Burkland commented they will never final overall approval with the two previously mentioned 

issues taken care of before they can see approval of phase 1.  Boyd Ferrin asked the Planning 

Commission to take a closer look at the possibility of changing the stub road to the north. 

PAUL DINSDALE MOTIONED TO GRANT PRELIMINARY APPROVAL OF THE 

HALES ESTATES SUBDIVISION LOCATED AT APPROXIMATELY 2400 WEST 2400 

NORTH WITH THE STUB STREET ON THE SOUTH END OF PROPERTY WITH NO 

KNUCKLE AND CONTINGENT THAT THE STUB ROAD, ELEVATION ISSUES AND 

DETENTION BASIN BE REVIEWED AND APPROVED BY THE CITY ENGINEER.   

BOYD FERRIN SECONDED THE MOTION, ALL VOTING AYE. 
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#11 – Discussion/Action – Moratorium on out buildings, accessory buildings or main buildings 

other than residences in any residential zone 

Mayor Dickemore commented we need to make sure we have an ordinance in effect with the 

recent problems with outbuildings in the city.   

AVA PAINTER MOTIONED TO APPROVE ORDINANCE NUMBER 15-03, 

ESTABLISHING A MORATORIUM ON OUT BUILDINGS, ACCESSORY BUILDINGS 

OR MAIN BUILDINGS OTHER THAN RESIDENCES IN ANY RESIDENTIAL ZONE 

FOR FOUR MONTHS OR UNTIL SUCH TIME A NEW ORDINANCE IS IN PLACE.  

PAUL DINSDALE SECONDED THE MOTION, ALL VOTING AYE. 

#12 – Planning Commission Assignments  

Matt Gwynn asked that the Planning Commission look further into the taxi cab issue and the 

business license rates. 

#13 – Report from Council on Assignments 

Tom Burkland reported he attended the Central Weber Sewer board meeting and reported on the 

status of the BDO outfall line.   Tom then reported the Weber County Drains coalition is working 

on the water fair that will be held in April.  Tom then reported on a sales tax issue with Carl 

Whiteley Upholstery, commenting we have not been receiving any sales tax on this business 

since it came to Farr West about 10 years ago.  Tom stated after researching this issue, the 

revenue has been going to Harrisville, where he moved from.  Tom commented it was an 

oversight and Mr. Whiteley has agreed to fill out the proper paperwork in order to get the 

revenue in our city where it should be.     

Boyd Ferrin commented the Mosquito Abatement Board met and they are gearing up for the new 

season.  Boyd then reported he has been riding around the city with Dave Bunderson on street 

maintenance, commenting he has got three bids on crack sealing throughout the city. 

Ava Painter reported the RAMP committee attended the RAMP review for the regular grant 

application and commented she felt it went well.  Ava also reported the Planning Commission is 

busily working on several different items in the city. 

Paul Dinsdale reported Randy Sant was present to help get the joint project area started with 

Pleasant View city.  Paul then commented he is working with the engineer’s office on a few other 

maps for the Redevelopment Agency.   

Mayor Lee Dickemore reported we received $250,000 on the major grant from RAMP and just 

found out we should be receiving another $150,000 on the regular grant.  Lee commented we are 

trying to get an additional $250,000 from the state for the park as well from the state legislature.  
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Lee then reported Dave and Robbie have dug the trench for putting in the new street light at the 

cross walk on 2700 North.  Lee also reported the Recreation Center is being heavily used and 

will start with baseball sign-ups in March.  Lee then reported there is a transportation meeting 

being held on March 25 from 1-3 pm at the Weber County Council Chambers and encouraged all 

council and commission members to attend if possible.
