1.  CALL TO ORDER:  Chairman Ward calls the room to order and welcomes the guests.
2.  PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:  Kim Ward leads the pledge of allegiance.
	DISCUSSION AND ACTION ITEMS
3.  APPROVAL OF MINUTES FROM JANUARY 2, 2015 PLANNING & ZONING MEETING.  Chairman Ward asks for a motion to approve the above stated minutes.  Allen Jenson moves to approve the minutes from the January 2, 2015 Planning & Zoning meeting.  Blaine Byers seconds the motion.  All are in favor.
4.  JIM MERCER-HOME OCCUPATION-110 N. 200 W. WEB PAGE DESIGN.
The clerk reports that Jim Mercer has put in an application to open a home occupation in his home at 110 N. 200 W. for a web design business.  The Mercer’s state that there won’t be an increase in traffic to the house as it will all be done on the internet.  The clerk states that the application was complete, and copies of all the letters to neighbors and approvals from the landlords.  The clerk shows the application and plans to the Planners.  As the application is in order and the business has been registered with the state, Chairman Ward asks for a motion to approve the application and pass it on to Town Board.  Blaine Byers moves to approve the application and pass it on to Town Board.  Allen Jenson seconds the motion.  All are in favor.
5.  ONE TIME LOT SPLIT-350 S. MAIN-BOB AND CHRIS ARCHIBALD.
Chairman Ward asks Bob Archibald about the lot split.  The planners study the plans and the deeds.  The lot split will be north to south.  Both of the lots will be .45 of an acre.  There are no roads that will be effected.  They have asked for a water connection too.  There is already one water hook up but that will stay with the old lot.  The new house will go on the new lot.  The old water hook-up is on the old lot.  The lots will run lengthways running south.  One lot will sit on Main and the other one will be on 400 S.  Chairman Ward asks if there are any more questions.  There aren’t any more questions so she asks for a motion to approve the lot split and pass it on to Town Board.  Allen Jenson moves to approve a one time lot split for 350 N. Main.  Blaine Byers seconds the motion.  All are in favor.
6.  WATER HOOK-UP FOR NEW LOT CREATED AT 350 S. MAIN ST.-BOB & CHRIS ARCHIBALD.
Chairman Ward asks about the water hook-up and if the town still sells water.  The clerk said Town Board is still selling water connections.  Chairman Ward asks for any questions.  There aren’t any.  She asks for a motion to approve the water connection for Bob Archibald at 350 S. Main St.   Blaine Byers moves to approve a water hook-up for Bob & Chris Archibald at 350 S. Main St. and recommend it to Town Board.  Allen Jenson seconds the motion.  All are in favor.
7.  BUILDING PERMIT APPLICATION-CONSIDER PLANS FOR A HOUSE AT NEW LOT CREATED BY BOB & CHRIS ARCHIBALD.
Bob Archibald gives the planners the plans for the house they want to build for Cole Crane.  Blaine Byers said the house will face south.  Allen Jenson checks the set backs.  Chris Archibald said the front is set at 30, the right side is 25, the left side is 19 the rear is 60 plus.  The planners check the septic tank and find where it will go.  There are no other questions.  Chairman Ward asks for a motion to pass it along to Town Board.  Blaine Byers moves to approve the building permit and pass it along to Town Board.  Allen Jenson seconds the motion.  All are in favor.  Chairman Ward signs the plans. 
 8.  DEAN MILLER-BUILDING PERMIT APPLICATION FOR ATTACHED GARAGE AT 65 E. 300 N.
Dean Miller presents his plans for an attached garage on the west side of 65 E. 300 N.  He has the plat plan and the elevations.  It is on the lot the old post office is on.  Allen Jenson said there are no problems with setbacks.  Blaine Byers asks if Miller is going to tie the roof of the garage in with the house.  Miller said he had been working with Dave Nelson on this and there seems to be an old code that you can’t tie into a house trailer.  But that was in the days when the stud walls were two by two.  This particular home has six inch stud walls the same as a stick built house, so Dave said put it up there and have the top joint approved then just nail it on there.  Blaine Byers asks if the trusses are going to run with the garage rather than across it.  Miller said they will tuck the ridge under the overhang.  Bob Archibald said it would void the warranty on the house to attach the garage.  Dean Miller said he didn’t care about that.  Chairman Ward asks if there are any more questions.  There aren’t any.  She asks for a motion to approve Dean Miller’s plans.  Allen Jenson moves to approve the plans for an attached garage for Dean Miller at 65 E. 300 N.  Blaine Byers seconds the motion.  All are in favor.  Chairman Ward signs and dates the plans.
9.  NEW BUSINESS.
Chairman Ward asks if there is any new business.  No one has any new business.  
10.  ADJOURN.
Chairman Ward asks for a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Blaine Byers moves to adjourn the meeting.  Allen Jenson seconds the motion.  All are in favor.
