The regular meeting of the Stansbury Service Agency of Tooele County was held Wednesday, February 11th, 2015 at 7:00 pm at the Stansbury Park Clubhouse, 1 Country Club, Stansbury Park, UT  84074.  The agenda was published in the Transcript-Bulletin and on the Public Notice Website.

Business Meeting:

Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order by Vice-Chairman Rod Thompson.

Review and Adopt Minutes:

Gary motions to adopt the minutes of the regular meeting held on January 28th, 2015.  Jamie seconds the motion, all vote in favor and the motion carries.

Glenn motions to adopt the minutes of the public hearing held on January 28th, 2015.  Gary seconds the motion, all vote in favor and the motion carries.

Public Comment: 

Ryan Struthwolf, 98 Lakeview.  Ryan is asking permission to put up his snow shack this year.   Questions were raised regarding how we are going to handle other requests and Gary states that we had decided in previous meetings to handle this on a case by case basis.  Randy states that Ryan is paying $200 per month which gives him access to 3 parking stalls and power.  A lease agreement will be drawn up and will be put on the agenda for approval at the next meeting.

Probable Vote Items:

a. Restocking fish for the lake--Jamie Lindsay.   Glenn states that he wants a biologist to look at the lake before we spend any money on restocking fish.  He does not want to put fish in if the water hasn't changed since the fish died.  Randy states that we can test it ourselves and that the water has changed considerably since the die off but has not changed in this last year.  Our water is high in ph and dissolved solids and will not be ideal for fish, but it is not out of the range.  Whatever fish we put in will always be stressed but they can live.  He suggests that we put in bluegill this first year letting them spawn and put in bass next year.  
Glenn motions to table this until we get a recommendation from a fish or water biologist.  Jamie seconds the motion, all vote in favor and the motion passes.

b. Trail system discussion--Randy Jones.   Moved to the Manager's report.

c. NALMS membership--Randy Jones.  Randy would like to join the North American Lake Management Society.  This would give him access to a lot of lake information.  
Mike motions to approve the yearly fee for the NALMS membership.  Glenn seconds the motion, all vote in favor and the motion carries.

d. Internet access at the clubhouse--Randy Jones.  Randy explains that people that are using the clubhouse are asking for internet access.  We do have the ability to set it up for limited guest access. Right now it is set at access for five.
Glenn motions to allow internet access on a separate wi-fi for guests.  Mike seconds the motion, all vote in favor and the motion passes.

e. Approval of contract for Golf Course pond relining project--Rod Thompson.  Rod states that we had a bid opening last week.   There were four bids as follows:

Randy has checked the references for Bowen Construction and they were all very positive.  He has awarded them the contract.  Randy explains that this will be to repair the pipe structure in between the ponds and the liner is top of the line HDPE liner.  SPID will be matching our funds, so the cost to the Service Agency will be $46,850.00.
Gary motions to go ahead with Bowen Construction for the pond relining.  Glenn seconds the motion, all vote in favor and the motion passes.

Manager's Report:

Trail system discussion.  Heather Gresham, Benson Mill area.  Heather would like to see trails incorporated into the Benson Mill area.  Randy comments this area is already developed and there is nowhere to put trails in.  Rod comments that Rio Tinto was involved in a trailhead in Lake Point where they donated the land.  James Hanzelka also comments that we are in the beginning stages of this project.  The people that are sponsoring this would like more public comment before they actually lock the trails in and start providing funds.  They would like a better feel from Stansbury what they want.  Glenn states that he has also been involved with Kimberly Clausing and there is a grant available for us to apply for.  Randy states that Neil has asked Kimberly Clausing to head this up, but with her new job, he will be stepping in and get more input and put it together.  The goal is to attach all of our parks to the trail system if possible.  The underpass is still being considered by the developer.  Rod points out on the map the trail and collector road going in behind the Porter Way park.  Rod turns time over to Issac Astill,  Facilities Management, Tooele County.  Isaac states that he understands that this trail system is for Stansbury Park and being paid by that.  Tooele County already has a trail system designed.  Their goal is to build a cohesive unit with a trailhead in Lake Point going to Stansbury Park and eventually to Erda, out to Deseret Peak. and Grantsville.  He has had meetings with Tooele County, Tooele City, UTA, UDOT and some bike groups and are looking for different ways to increase other modes of travel.  He is willing to help where he can.  Rod thanks everyone for their input.  Randy comments that the board needs to decide if they want concrete or asphalt trails.  Jamie states that she has talked to the Tooele Running Club and their consensus was that they prefer asphalt.  She reads the following statement:  "According to a study of 4,000 runners, one of the five leading causes of injury is improper running surfaces. Concrete is approximately 10 times harder than asphalt and causes stress fractures".  A short discussion follows regarding different surfaces and their benefits.  The trail meetings are open to the public.

1. The bid opening for the golf course pond relining project was held on Feb. 2.  The low bidder for the project was Bowen Construction out of Centerville, Utah.  The bid was $93,700.00, which we will split with SPID.  We have checked their references and they are highly recommended.  They plan to start work on the project next week.
2. We have made repairs to the back deck of the club house.  The repairs should take care of the bird problem we have had for years.  We have also repaired several electrical issues around the club house.
3. The new table and chair storage closet is complete and storing tables and chairs.
4. I am waiting to hear from the Millpond HOA  president about planting sycamores in front of the Millpond condos.  It sounds like they might be interested.
5. I have been approached by two eagle scout candidates for possible projects.  We have spots for 14 benches at the Porter Way Park.  I am going to divide the work and let each of them assemble and install the benches.
6. The community Association will be moving their property from the office next to the conference room to a closet we have allowed them to use in the basement.
7. The lake water level is down about 5 inches.  I have turned on the wet well pump to start bringing the level up.
8. We have started advertizing for seasonal help.  We will bring the seasonal work force on around March 15th.
9. We will be hiring 8 people for seasonal.
Board Member’s Reports and Requests:

Mike Johnson--Mike comments that we need to get a fair price in rent from Ryan for the snow shack.  Glenn proposes opening it up for other bidders.  Randy explains that we can't provide electricity to anyone else but it would be nice to have other vendors.  Rod asks Isaac how he manages this at Deseret Peak.  Isaac states that they put out an RFP, stating what they are going to charge and then let them apply.  

Rod Thompson--Rod states that last meeting we approved $2,000 for an audit of the golf course.  He explains that Jeff has his information electronically and is willing to hand it over to us.  Rod would like to look at it before actually hiring an auditor.  

Glenn Oscarson--Glenn reports that the cemetery sales have topped $100,000.  We have very good rates compared to other areas.  Putting up a sign for the cemetery was discussed.  Rod will be getting one posted.

Jamie Lindsay-- Jamie suggests that we put Park Manager on Randy's agenda items.  She states that some citizens are asking why Randy is a member of the board and also an employee.  She does explain to them that he is an employee, not a board member.  The name is for who is presenting the item.  It was also suggested that we not include any names on the agenda items.  Rod explains how it is done at the county.  In order to put something on the agenda, it needs to be presented to the commissioner and approved before it can be put on the agenda.  It is something that we could consider doing here.  It is a question for the chairman.
Jamie asks about the property that Leucadia owns.  Randy states it is about 4 acres.

Gary Jensen-- Gary asks how much money we can put towards the Arbor Day event.  He would like to turn this over to a committee.  This will be put on the agenda for February 25th.

Correspondence:

Cindy states that the advertising for the public hearing to raise the clubhouse and pool rates was done incorrectly and in order to be compliant, we will need to hold another hearing on February 25th.

Financials and Bills:

The checks were signed and the bills taken care of.
