A Public Hearing of the Stansbury Service Agency of Tooele County was held Wednesday, December 10th, 2014 at 7:00 p.m., at the Stansbury Park Clubhouse.  Notice of the Public Hearing was published in the Transcript Bulletin and on the Public Meeting Notice website.  The purpose of this hearing was to take public comment on and discuss the 2014 Amended Budget and the 2015 Final Budget.
The public hearing is opened by Chairman, Neil Smart.
Amended 2014 Budget
Randy explains that we have to amend every year just to make sure that none of our line items do not exceed what we have spent.  Because we don't certify our rates until July, it always necessitates an amendment.  We changed the general property tax numbers and adjusted some of the lines to include the insurance payments that have come in.  Any money left over in this budget will go into the fund reserves and once the reserve hits a certain level, we  transfer it into the capital projects fund.  Last year, we made a huge transfer of $850,000 and left our reserves a little lower than we like to keep it.  Randy is not proposing that we move any money over into the capital project fund this year and we will still have plenty to cover the projects that we want to do in the coming year.  The miscellaneous line is where we put the insurance payments for the golf course building and the lake mower accident.  Glenn asks why there is no money in the grant line since we have received $30,000.  Randy explains that we don't budget for grants because it is not a guaranteed source of income.  Randy expects that there will be $200,000. going into the fund reserve from this budget.  
Final 2015 Budget
Mike comments that he has asked Kimberly to give him some information regarding the things she would like to see improved for the clubhouse in 2015.  She suggests resurfacing the kitchen floor, replacing some outdoor lighting and buffing and waxing the basement floors.  Randy comments that the outside of the clubhouse has to be painted next year and we would like to do the kitchen floor so he has included an extra $5,000 for these.  Neil comments that he would like to see the kitchen remodeled in the next 2-3 years, getting rid of the blinds and putting the tables and chairs somewhere else.  Randy goes through the capital improvements:

The cemetery program and new computer has been budgeted for and will hopefully come out of 2014 budget.  We are also going to look at raising the rates for the clubhouse next year.  

Glenn motions to close the public hearing.  Jamie seconds the motion, all vote in favor and the public hearing is closed.
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
