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WELCOME

David O. welcomed everyone to the meeting.  Cheryl Butler is the new Forest Service representative replacing Josh Jurgensen who resigned.  Cheryl introduced herself and gave a little background of her.

MINUTE APPROVAL FOR OCTOBER 16, 2014

Sarah made the motion to accept the minutes as presented.  Wynn seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

GRANT APPLICATION REVIEW
Chris thanked those who provided suggestions on the grant application.  Stacy has made those changes to the application.
House Bill 283 (2014 Legislative General Session) requires certain information from entities receiving money from or through the Utah Division of Parks and Recreation before we issue a contract or MOU.  What the nonprofit organizations need to provide is:

· Provide 501(c)(3) status;

· Provide permission from the land managing agency to complete project, could be a letter on the agency’s letterhead;

· Provide their by-laws to show they are a functioning nonprofit agency; and

· Financial record to indicate they have the funds to help cover their portion of costs associated with the grant.

Gael has a nonprofit determination letter for informational purpose only for those nonprofits to use to assist them in the process.  Gael will send that to Stacy and Stacy will format it to our needs.
On page 5 of the application states: If land is owned by other than applicant agency, include copies of leases, easements or other agreements for use of land; or a letter from the landowner specifying that the landowner will permit the project on their land and will execute the appropriate legal document in a timely manner.
Chris and Stacy will incorporate the nonprofit requirements in Section O of the application.

Wynn and Sarah sent in comments on the application.  Stacy will send out Wynn and Sarah’s comments out to the Council.  The Council can send in their comments and with the email thread Chris and Stacy will incorporate any changes that can be added.
Chris would like to have the application ready to go on Jan 9th.  We usually put the application on the website around February 15.  Chris extended that deadline to January 20th for final comments.

Wynn suggested that the evaluation sheet should be sent out with the application and have the Council send in their comments for this sheet along with the application.  Chris and Stacy will incorporate those comments that can be added.

Wynn brought up trail etiquette and he was out on a trail and his phone kept cutting out.  David O., Sarah and Cheryl commented that trail etiquette and trail user conflicts are very important.  That trail etiquette and user conflicts should be reflected on the application.
Chris played the devil’s advocate, what if someone lies on the application?  How can someone measure that trail etiquette and user conflicts will be taken care of.  How can Chris enforce trail etiquette and user conflicts with the contractual obligations with him?  Cheryl commented that maybe this should be addressed in the project description that the applicant has considered how they would address trail etiquette and user conflicts.

Again Wynn was trying to make comments about this issue is for future applicants until his phone lost service.

Chris commented that the Division is a pass through agency for the RTP funds.  Chris does not want to be a dictator and tell the applicants how to spend the money or how to do their project.  What the Council is asking will take more than one person to enforce.

Gael commented that maybe on the next round of applications, try a soft approach and insert in the application ‘does your trail project include education on trail etiquette if yes please describe below.’  This may give us a sense of the need and awareness of the applicants of trail etiquette or user conflicts.  Gael reinforced that behavior cannot be measured.

Dave J made the comment with the education component that the Council only has a certain amount to spend on education.  RTP funds we can only provide 5% of funding towards education.  The 5% is the overall amount of what the motorized and non-motorized councils can award.

Sarah commented that if applicants are posting guidelines, suggestions on ways to behave would require regulation and required enforcement.  Sarah made the motion to formulate a subcommittee to review recommended signage regarding trail etiquette and trail behavior.  Sarah, Wynn and Dave J would make up this subcommittee.  Wynn seconded this motion.  All were in favor.
Meeting adjourned at 5:55 pm.
